side, headed by the State Depart-
ment—Dean Acheson and others—
to build up the group sympathetic
with recognizing the Commies.

“I was told shortly after I got
back, that we had given the green
light to great Britain to recognize
the Chinese Communists.”

Marshall testified that as secre-
tary of State in 1947 and 1948 he
became convinced this country |
“would literally have to take over
control” of China in order to insure
that the Nationalist armies would
function efficiently.

“We would have to make a very
considerable initial contribution,” he
said, “and we would be involved in
the possibility of a very extensive
continuing responsibilities in a very
large area.”

| manufactyrers to pay more than
| $335 a pound for an average basic
type wool.

For average wool tops, the ceiling
is priced at $4.13 per pound.
