Allies Storm
New Enemy
Buildup Area

TOKY O —(#)— United
Nations troops stormed
through ebbing Communist
resistance in a two-mile

advance Saturday toward
the new enemy bulldup area at
Kumsong on the Central Korean
front.

The Allies struck from an area
east of Kumhwa, southeast pivot of
the Reds’ broken “Iron Triangle,”
nine air miles southwest of Kum-
song. Kumsong is 29 miles north of
the 38th parallel.

Other Allied units scored one-mile
gains on the central front near
Chorwon and on the east-central
front north of Yanggu. There, in
the Yanggu-Inje sector, the enemy
offered Dbitter resistance. Some
3,000 Reds wers observed digging in
northwest of Yanggu.

Censorship Hides Details

Because of censorship, details
from the front were meager.

From U. S. Eighth Army head-
quarters, AP Correspondent Tom
Bradshaw reported an enemy plane
dropped four bombs early Sunday on
the airfield at Suwon, 25 miles south
of Seoul. No details were given.
The field was bombed lightly two
days ago.

Communists protecting vital es-
cape routes hurled artillery fire at
Allied units north and northeast of
Yanggu.

An Eighth Army communique re-
| ported a “limited objective” attack
on the central front to “improve-
a local condition,” but the exact
area was not specified.

[PAD Official Sees |
'End Of Controls On
Qil Field Materials

Lifting of government controls on
critical oil field materials within
the next 18 months was predicted
here by Frank A. Watts, director
of materials for the Petroleum Ad-
ministration for Defense.

Watts addressed approximately
200 oil men Friday in a meeting
called at the City-County Audito-
rium to explain the PAD program.

“A year hence—possibly a year
and a half,” he said, “the supply
and demand will be pretty well in
balance—barring an all-out war—
and controls no, longer will be
needed.”

Watts, who is on leave from his
job as general sales manager for
the Humble Oil and Refining Com-
pany, confined most of his talk
to a technical discussion of the va-
rious PAD regulations.

But he discussed briefly the gen-
eral outlook for oil field materials
supply.

“During the third quarter of this
year,” he said, “you will be pretty
well dislocated. There’ll be con-
siderable confusion and there isn't
much we can do about it as we try
to develop our control program.

“It's just part of the price we
have to pay for living in this coun-
try.

Modest Increase Predicted

“During this period of adjust-
ment the operators and the sup-
pliers will just have to work to-
gether as well as they can. They
can do more by working hand in
hand than the government can pos-
sibly do.”

By the fourth quarter, he said,
the critical materials will reach the
point of 100 per cent control.

Goldsborough attained promi-
nence as the federal judge who
twice punished John L. Lewis.

At two famous and melodramatic
trials, in 1946 and 1948, Judge

Goldsborough, bald, black-robed,
found Lewis and his United Mine
Workers guilty of contempt of court
because they had ignored court or-
ders requiring them to cancel coal
strikes. :

Both times the judge said he
thought Lewis ought to go to prison
but he would yield to the govern-
ment's advice and only fine him.

In the 1946 trial, he fined Lewis
$10,000 and the union $3,500,000,
The Supreme Court later upheld
Lewis' personal fine but reduced
the union’s fine to $700,000.

In the 1948 trial, Judge Golds-
borough fined Lewis $20,000 and
the union $1,400,000.

The fines against the union were
among the largest in American le-
gal history.

U. §. Ambassador

TEHRAN, IRAN —(»— U. 8.
Ambassador Henry F. Grady won
from Iran Saturday s promise to
give the British until Tuesday to
answer a demand that they start
paying this country the profits they
make on Iranian oil. A Sunday
deadline thus was extended 48 hours.

A personal appeal by Grady led
Premier Mohammed Mossadegh to
modify the ultimatum presented four
directors of the British-owned An-
glo-Iranian Oil Company here
Thursday by Finance Minister Mo-
hammed Ali Varasteh.

Varasteh had told the directors
the Iranians would not discuss oil
nationalization with them unless
they agreed by 8 am. Sunday to
order the AIOC to turn over 75 per
cent of its profits to his government
and bank the rest as a cushion -
against possible later claims by the
the company. )

A Foreign Office spokesman in
London indicated the British gov-
ernment, which owns 53 per cent'
of the billion-dollar company’s
stock, will reject the ultimatum, say-
ing: “It is like holding a pistol to
our heads.”

British Attitude Stiffens

He said Britain has offered to
share 50-50 the profits of the com-
pany’s operations in Iran, but Iran
is attempting to set up a condition
which should be one of the subjects
of negotiation.

What this country needs is an-
other major oil discovery like East
Texas or Scurry Qounty.

Failure to find such a fabulous
field means the tempo of wildeat
drilling must rise to a veritable
frenzy, and that more apd more oil
must he imported by this nation
which was s0 long regarded as a
bottomless reservolr of petroleym.

These conclusions, advanced by
Editor Warren L, Baker in the June
issue of World Ofil, were reached
by the simple device of plotting the
trends of oil found against the
trends of oil needed.

Already, the hour is late—almost
too late—for the U. 8. to remain
reasonably self-sufficient in oll
Last year the country used 6,800,000
barrels of petroleum every day while
producing only 5,891,000 barrels, be-
ing forced to import the remainder.

This situation, which eould be
calamitous in another all-out war,
is bound tp grow worse—barring the
discovery of another huge oil field.
World Ofil points out that if U, 8.1
petroleum use continues at exactly
the same rate as it has in the last
five years, the country will need
8350,000 barrels of oil each day
during 1955 and 10,000,000 barrels
each day during 1960, n

On the other hand, if the nation's
production continues growing at
exactly the same rate as in the past,

cerning the accuracy of this fore-
cast is whether the rising produc-
tion rates can be projected to the
level of 6,700,000 barrels of oil per
day by 1960. That the nation will
have need for that much petro-
leum plus another 3,300,000 barrels
daily by 1960, there can be little|
argument. The trends are (oo
plainly written.

For instance, the number of mo-
tor vehicles registered in the U. 8.
reached an all-time peak of 48500,-
000 in 1950, which was almost 4,000,-

Even
more phenomenal is the fact that
the 800 main line diesel locomotives
in use in 1940 grew in number to
3,800 by the close of 1945 and 13,900
in 1050. ’

The certainty that this rate of
consumption will increase is not
balanced on the production side of
the ledger. Year by year, the num-
ber of wildcats drilled has been
growing at an amazing pace. The
7,783 wildeats completed in 1950 as
industry tried to keep apace with
demand were more than twice the
3,400 completed in 1941. Percentage-
wise, of all the wells completed last
year, 185 per cent were wildcats,
This compares with 11.3 per cent
in 1041

But, as Baker points out, even
this was not enough to surmount
the increasing difficulty of finding
new oil. During the five years im-
mediately preceding the war, an
average ratio of 947,000 barrels of
new oil was found for every wildcat

brighten the picture. Wells drilled
in 1950 totaled 42,000 in contrast to
32,305 drilled in 1937. But these
42,000 wells represented only 213
wells per million barrels produced,
whereas the 32300 wells completed
in 1937 represented 253 wells per
million barrels produced.

The solution to the problem is as
easy to see as it is difficult to ac-
complish. The industry must be
prepared to drill 50,000 wells an-
nually within five years and 57,000
annual'y within 10 years—er it must
find another East Texas.

The mesquite problem facing
Midland County farmers and
ranchers is heing tackled by means
of the ajrhorne technique.

The new method uses airplanes
to spray mesquite trees with a
chemical of the ester family which
kills mesquite by starving the plants
to death.

C. E. Champion of the Produc-
tion Marketing Administration’s
Midland County Committes says
the spray effects only broad-leafed
plants and is harmless ta grass snd
animals,

The chief object of the new spray,
Champion painted out, is to kil
off the grass-choking mesquite so
better grass cap grow.

“We have found that cattle will
move to sections of pasture that
have been sprayed,” Champion
said. “They seem to like the grass
in sprayed areas.”

The spraying process is new to
the state, the PMA administrative
officer said. The total cost of the
spraying is $3.31 an acre as com-
pared to about $30 for ground con-
trol methods, and PMA pays $1.75
of the $3.31. PMA’s financial help,
howeven, is limited to one section
per ranch.

Slow-Acting Treatment

The chemical, produced by the
Du Pont Corporation and known as
the 245-T ester, is a slow-acting
treatment. Within 30 days after
spraying leaves fall off the trees.
The chemical attaches itself to the
plant and is taken down into the
roots. In experiments, Champion
said, the apray has been averaging
98 per cent top-kills and about 78
per cent root kills. “What we're af-
ter is the roots,” Champion said.

Initial spraying in this area be-
gan Wednesday on properties of
Mrs. James Walton and Mrs: Car-
liss R. Judkins. Two planes of the
Southwest Flying Service of Pecos
did the two-section job. Airplanes
used in spraying have to be licensed
by the State Department of Agri-
culture after rigid inspections “of
planes and equipment.

Champion estimates that in 80
years there has been a 7§ per cent
increase in mesquite in Midland
County.

PMA is a federal agency working
under the supervision of three coun-
ty committeemen who are elected
each year by farmers and ranchers
of the county.

.

Toots Mansfield, according to a
Big Spring report, is laying aside
his duties as president of the Rodeo
Cowboy Association, an organization
he helped to create, to devote more
time to his ranching operations near
Rankin.

The world-famous calf roper, has
been roping professionally and semi-
professionally more than 20 years,
and has been making the rodeo cir-
cuit seriously since 1936. He sacked
up his first cash prize in 1830, and
in 1939, Toots won his first worlds’
champion calf roping title. Since
then he has won six other such
titles, a record which has not been
approached. And it likely will be
many years before it is egqualled, if
ever.

Toots says he believes the RCA
president should be an active con-
testant and be on the rodeo circuit
practically all the year. The champ
no longer can be on the go all the
time.

True Champion

The likeable, friendly and cour-
teous Toots Mansfield has saved his
prize money and apparently has in-
vested it wisely in the ranch busi-
ness. Just what his winnings have
amounted to in the last 20 years
is not known, but the figure must
run into several figures. Toots is a
champ in every sense of the word,
and is popular with ranchers, rodeo
contestants and city fellers, alike.

Toots also is of the opinion that
one man should not serve indefi-
nitely as president of t h ¢ Rodeo
Cowboys Association. He believes the
honor should be passed around
among the members, many of whom
were reluctant to let the West Tex-
an retire from his high office.
First, Only President

Mansfield has served as the first
and only president of the RCA from
the time it was organized in 1948.
Prior to that he had been vice presi-
dent of the old Cowboy's Turtle As-
sociation before it was replaced by
the RCA.

He has been making as many
shows as possible the last few years,
but now has decided to concentrate
on ranching and restrict his rodeo
activities to shows in this general
area. This means of course, that his
string of calf roping championships
perhaps will remain at seven.

Toots, aside from competing in
rodeos all over the nation, perhaps
has taken part in more matched
ropings than any other one man. And
he has won most of them, along
with sizeable pots.

“The supplies in the fourth quar-
ter.” he added, “will be increased
—although the increase will be
modest.”

In opening his talk, Watts said

 the PAD was created for two rea-

sons:

1. To assure an adequate supply
of petroleum and petroleum prod-
ucts in this emergency.

2. To provide materials and ef-
fect their distribution to make pe-
troleum and petroleum products
available on a world-wide basis.

He said: “The industry has been
extremely co-operative in making
available to the government, men
of varied experiences.

“Early this year we began our
controlled materials plan.

“It was felt it is much better to
be prepared for the emergency and
find later that it won't be needed
than to wake up some morning —
like Pearl Harbor — and find we
had no control plan where one was
needed.”

Needs Exceed Supply

Items under control were iron,
steel, copper and aluminum *“in the
forms and shapes as produced by
mills or available at dealers and
warehouses.”

With these items in critical de-
mand, there was a need for three
times as many supplies as actually
were available

Available supplies were then “de- |

posited” in three “bank accounts”
set up by the PAD. For oil field
tubular goods, PAD allocated 450.-
000 tons of carbon alloy steel. For,
