A Texas oU engineer told the 
production engineering conference 
th a t use of emulsified oU is ths 
most slgnlflcsmt advance In drUI- 
ing fluids In recent years.

J. P. Wlchert, d istrict petroleum 
engineer for O ulf’s Houston Divi­
sion said emulsified oU sometimes 
doubles oU well drUUng rates.

Emulsified oil, he explained, is 
small droplets of oil dispersed In 
water. These smsU droplets of oU 
are dbtiibuted  In the  drilling mud 
where they have comewhat the 
same effect as baU bearings In m ak­
ing it easier to move equipment In 
the drilling hole. I t  also keeps Mta 
of shale from sticking to drUUng 
equipment.

[year off, men in both the consorvativi and liberal wings

I  the GOP presidential nomination.
The 1962 conclave promises to be the hottest fight 

since 1940. when Wendell Willkie, a former Democrat 
and a newcomer to politics, swept the board.

•\s of this writing, the two leading names for next 
year are Senator Robert A. Taft of Ohio and Gen. Dwight 
D. Eisenhower. Lesser candidates are Gov. Elarl Warren 
of California and Haroid E. Sta.ssen. president of the Uni-f 
versity of Pennsylvania.

Taft, of course, must be placed in the conservative 
group, even though he goes it alone on many i.ssues. 
Eisenhower, who.se own intentions are not known, is the 
choice of the liberals.

On the surface, the contest looms simply as a decision | 
between these two men. But actually it’s more complex 
than that.

First, as the recent GUP meeting in Tulsa showed, 
there still are many doubters among the conservative!

This 
was accompliahed with the patient 
apparently none the worse.

Excessive fear of lightning goes 
by the unpronounceable name of 
keraunophobia and it U hoped that 
no reader of this colmn has or will 
develop such a difficult thing to 
tell one's frlendl about. There la 
UUe basis for this fear since the 
chances of being h it by lightning 
are alight and even If It does hap­
pen recovery often results.
