Index Climbs

ToNew High

WASHINGTON — (&) —
The government’s cost of liv-
ing index Wednesday
climbed to a new record

high. The rise means 1,200;-
000 railroad workers are entitled un-
under their contract to a one-cent
hourly wage increase July 1.

The index of the Bureau of Labor
Statistics rose to 1854 per cent of
the 1935-39 average. This level
was reached on both the bureau's
new and old type indexes.

The figure is for May 15.

A month earlier, on April 15, the
index stood at 184.5 on the old basis
and 184.6 on the new,

The bureau has & new index, tak.
ing into, account d buying.
habits, but also continues to figure
its “old index” because many labor
contracts have “escalator” clauses
based on the old index.

Call For Pay Boost

These are clauses calling for a
wage rise to compensate for rises
in the cost of living. The railroad
contract is a case in point.

The living cost increase also is

The index rise from April 15 to
May 15 was due chiefly to fraction-
al retail price boosts for foods and
most other major consumer items.

Court-Appointed
Lawyers To Be Paid
Under New Statue

Attorneys appointed to act as de-
fense counsels for felony cases im
Midland County will be eligible to
receive fees for their services when
a new legislative measure pertain-
ing to payment of fees to court-ap-
pointed attorneys becomes law.

Midland County Commissioners
Court has authorized the fee pay-
ment for this county in accordance
with new measure, which is sched-
uled to become effective in approx-
imately 90 days.

The measure provides that court-

| appointed attorneys in felony cases,

at the discretion of the trial judge,
may be paid a fee of $10 a day for
each day the attorney is in the trial
court.

In case of appeals that are prose-
cuted to a conclusion, the appointed
attorney may be paid $25 for each
appeal. The fees will be drawn from
county funds.

Heretofore. court-appointed ate
torneys have not received fees.

DOCTOR SAYS

Exercise Caution To Avoid
Hazards Of Lead Poisoning

By EDWIN P. JORDAN, M. D.

Lead poisoning used to be one of
the most common and serious forms
of industrial and accidental poison-
ings. Thanks to preventive meas-
ures it occurs less frequently than
in the past but is still a problem.
Recently a woman wrote me that
her husband, who had been a body
and fender repair man 16 years, was
suffering aches in his arms and
severe headaches and wondered
whether this could be caused by
lead poisoning from paint. Also
there have been reports from Balti-
more and Cleveland of lead poison-
ing in babies, probably resulting
from chewing something bearing
lead paint.

Now it should be said that the
paint industry has done an excel-
lent job in reducing or eliminating
this hazard. A number of years ago
it was agreed to eliminate lead from
paints to be used inside houses or
on things like children’s toys. But
if a person uses paint intended for
outside use on the inside of houses
or on toys there still would be a
risk.

Diagnosis Of Disease

The symptoms suffered by the
body and fender worker could be
caused by lead poisoning. In addi-
tion to those mentioned, colicky
pains in the bowels usually are pres-
ent in chronic poisoning due to lead.
This, of course, is not enough. The
paint used would have to be anal-
yzed for lead or other substances
which might produce chronic pois-
oning. The man himself would have
to be studied further: a blue line
around the gums is common and

U.S. Navy Teaches Helicopter
Fine Points Learned In Korea

PENBAOOLA, FLA —Marine Lt

PARIS —(NEA)— The North At-
lantic Council meeting orginally
scheduled for the beginning of July}
has been postponed—ostensibly be-
cause of strong Allied disagreement
over Japan and the defense of the
Mediterranean.

John Foster Dulles, Republican ad-
viser to the State Department who |
recently visited Europe, is reported
to have hit a snag in his efforts to|
gain Anglo-French agreement on a
liberal peace treaty with Japan.

Although repeatedly rebuffed byl
Mao Tse Tung. the British are be- |
lieved to be still reluctant to engage |
in Far Eastern negotiations with- |
out the participation of Communist
China. London apparently still |
thinks it is possible to come to some |
sort of agreement with the Chinese |
Reds. |

On the other hand, France
