If you can  rem o v e  spots and  
sta ins  from  clothes and  uphols tery  
you will save  m an y  a dry c le a n e r 's  
bill. Not tha t  all clothes, d r a p e r ­
ies and fabr ics  don’t need occas ion­
al tr ips  to  professional d ry  c lean ­
e rs  because  they do.

Successful s ta in  rem o v a l  depends  
upon successful d iagnosis  oi both 
the type  of s ta in  and  the type  of 
fabric  and  the rem ed y  chosen m u s t  
be the one tha t  will leas t  affect 
the fab r ic  involved.

Always t r e a t  s ta ins  im m edia te ly .  
If m a te r ia l  is not affected by w a ­
ter. sponge first with cold w a te r  
before using any o ther  agent,  i t ' s  
am axing  how effective this cold w a ­
te r  t r e a tm e n t  often Is If used 
prom ptly , before the s ta in  has  a 
ch ance  to  dry.

If you m us t  use chem ica ls ,  rap id  
work la one of the secre ts  of suc­
cessful results .

F ab r ic s  divide th em se lv es  Into 
two classes, w ashab le  and  nan- 
washable.

In w ashable  fabrics  m o s t  stains 
will respond to  a b leach  or a  spong­
ing with household am m o n ia  o r  al­
cohol Wax. such as  shoe polish 
and candle  wax req u ire s  the se rv ­
ice of carbon  te t rach lo r ide  o r  s im ­
ilar solvent to be rem oved  from 
waahable  fabrics.

Non w ashable  fabrics  m u s t  be 
t r e a ted  very  differently. H ere  you 
use your absorbent and  solvent, al­
cohol and  hydrogen peroxide.

To rem ove chocolate and  cocoa 
s ta ins th a t  have  not w ashed  out >n 
ord inary  laundering, soak the s ta in  
in «rood alcohol to which a few 
drops of a m r  .«wua h av e  been added. 
Rinse thoroughly a f te r  s ta in  d isap ­
p ea rs  Non w ashab le  fab r ics  should 
be sponged with carbon  te t r a c h lo r ­
ide. If any  s ta in  r e m a in s  use  h y ­
drogen p e m s id e  apply ing  with a 
medicine d ro p p e r  or a g lass  rod

To rem ove  lipstick from  w ash ­
able  fabrics, rub  the s ta ined  su r ­
face  with a fatty  subs tance  such 
a s  cold c re a m  or  la rd  o r  bu tte r .  
Let s tand  for ten m in u tes  o r  so 
and  then sc rap e  off excess. Wash 
In hot soap suds If s ta in  re m a in s  
bleach with chlorine b leach  on co t­
tons and  linens F o r  wool, silk or 
rayon  use hydrogen perox ide  with 
a few drops of am m o n ia  added

Sponge lipstick sta ins  on non- 
w ashab le  fabric  with ca rbon  t r t ru  
chloride or s im i la r  d ry  c leaning sol­
vent.  If stains pers is t  send to  dry 
c leaner  and tell h im  the n a tu re  of 
the stain.

Washington. D. C. tN W N S)—With 
ra t ion  book No. 2. providing for the 
rat ion ing  of canned  goods and 
m ea t ,  about ready  for dis tribution, 
the Office of P r ice  A dm inistra tion  
is now working on still an o th e r  r a ­
tion book which will be used for an  
additional g roup  of sca rce  items. 
The new book is being designed so 
th a t  it can ta k e  ca re  of the ra t ion­
ing of a lm ost any Item.

In addition to new p lans  for r a ­
tioning. the OPA Is now giving ser i­
ous consult ra t ion  to a p lan  for the 
sa le  of post w a r  p u rch ase  certif i­
c a te s  by w hich the public would be­
gin to  pay  ins ta l lm en ts  now on 
p ro d u c ts  they will w ant to buy a f te r  
th e  w a r  la over.

Although th is  plan is st ill in the 
discussion s tage .  OPA officials con­
s id e r  som e such p ro jec t  n e ce ssa ry  
tv p rev en t  inflation. They point out 
th a t  the to ta l  Income of the people 
th is  y e a r  will be about IS billion 
d o l la rs  in excess  of the va lue  of all 
goods which will be  ava ilab le  fo r  
purchase .

U. 8  t r e a su ry  addit ional h inds to 
use for financing the w ar ;  <31 It 
would p rev en t  a  post-war d ep re s ­
sion by a ssu r in g  m a n u fa c tu re r s  of 
la rg e  o rd e r s  for con su m er  goods as  
soon as  the w a r  ends.

It  Is quite  possible th a t  d ra s t ic  
chan g es  will be m a d e  In the  se tup  
of the en tire  w s r  p ro g ram  a d m in is ­
tra t ion  within a shor t  t ime. M any 
sen a to rs  and  co n gressm en  who 
think there  Is too m u ch  Inefficiency 
and  bungling in the p resen t setup, 
favor  the c rea t io n  of an Office of 
W.ir Mobilisation, the d i rec to r  of 
which would h av e  m o re  pow er than 
any  m an  In Washington now has 
with the exception of the P res iden t.

The plan, a s  a bill In congress .  
Is being opposed by the w ar and 
navy  d e p a r tm en ts ,  because  it puts 
all power Into the hands of c ivilians 
The bill calls  for four offices to be 
g ea red  toge ther  by a d irec to r  ap- 
I» mted by the P re s id e n t  The four 
offices would be Office of P ro d u c ­
tion and Supply, to  handle  all p ro­
cu rem en t  and  production; Office of

F a b r ic s  div ide them se lv es  Into 
two classes ,  w ashab le  and  non- 
w ashab le

In w ashable  fabrics  m os t stains 
will respond to a b leach  o r  a spong­
ing with household am m o n ia  or al­
c o h o l  Wax. such as  shoe polish 
and  cand le  wax req u ire s  the s e rv ­
ice of c a rb o n  te trach lo ride  o r  s im ­
ilar  solvent to be rem oved  from 
w ash ab le  fabrics

Non-washable  fabrics m u s t  be 
t r e a te d  very differently H ere  you 
use your absorben t  and  solvent, a l­
cohol and hydrogen peroxide.

To rem ove  chocola te  and coco* 
s ta in s  th a t  hav e  not w ashed  out in 
o rd in a ry  laundering, soak the s ta in  
in wood slcohuj to which a few 
d rops  a t a m m o n ia  h av e  been added. 
Rinse thoroughly a f te r  stain  d isap ­
pears .  N m  w ashable  fabr ics  should

To rem ove  lipstick from  w ash ­
able  fabrics ,  rub  the sta ined su r ­
face  with a fa tty  substance  such 
a s  cold c r e a m  or  la rd  or bu tte r  
Let s tand  for ten m inu tes  or so 
and  then sc rap e  off excess. Wash 
in hut soap suds If s ta in  rem a in s  
b leach with chlorine b leach on co t­

Washington, D C (N W N S )-W ith  
ra t ion  bo«>k No. 2. p roviding for the 
rat ion ing  of canned  goods and 
m eat ,  about ready  for dis tribution, 
the Office of P r ice  A dm inistra tion  
is now working on still ano ther  r a ­
tion book which will be used for an 
addit ional g roup  of s c a r c e  items.

I t  U feared  th a t  th is  la rg e  e x t r a  
Income will force p r ice  rises  and  
en co u rag e  b lack  m a r k e t s  unless It 
can  be d ra in ed  off. U se  O PA  p lan  
would e n co u rag e  people  to  buy c e r ­
tificates which would give them  a 
p r io r i ty  on th e  p u rch ase  of the  
first new  autom obiles ,  re f r ig e ra to rs ,  
etc., to b e  m a d e  a f te r  the  w a r  The 
OPA believes this  p lan  would a c ­
com plish  th ree  ob jec t ives ;  (1) It 
would ab so rb  the ex tra  Income of 
the  people; (2) i t  would give th e  
U. S. t r e a su ry  addit ional funds to 
use for  financing th* w a r ;  (3) It 
would p rev en t  a post-w ar dep res­
sion by assu r ing  m a n u fa c tu re r s  of 
la rg e  o rd e r s  for co n su m er  goods a s  
soon a s  the w ar ends.

It Is quite  possible th a t  d ra s t ic  
changes will be m a d e  In the  se tup  
of the en t i re  w ar  p ro g ra m  ad m in is ­
tra tion  within a shor t  t ime. Many 
sen a to rs  and  cong ressm en  who 
think there  is too m u ch  inefficiency 
and  bungling in the p resen t  setup, 
favor the c rea t ion  of an Office of 
War Mobilization, the d i rec to r  of 
which would hav e  m o re  power than  
any m a n  In Washington now has 
with the  exception of the P res iden t.

The plan, as  a bill in congress.  
Is being opposed by the w ar and 
navy d ep a r tm en ts ,  b ecau se  it puts
