When the cucumber plants get
their second or third set of leaves
and are well established thin them
out, leaving only the four strongest
in the hill and remove the radishes

Begin to cultivate as soon as the
plants are through the ground and
keep the Cultivate regu
larly as long as there is room to
work around the vines It won't
be long before the vines spread all
over the ground and you will have
to pull the weeds by hand.
