CHECK THE FOLLOWING SUGGESTIONS AGAINST YOUR
POULTRY RAISING METHODS

) Keep a Check on Feed Consumption

In a previous ad we urged that you keep a check on your flock’s feed con-
sumption. We repeat this again because it is of utmost importance. When
birds stop eating — there's a reason — check at once and take the necessary
steps to correct. Falling-off feed is a warning and may be caused by intestinal
worm infestation, or perhaps some bactenal disease such as cholera or typhoid.
Pox, colds and roup may also cause drop-offs.

) Act Promptly at First Sign of Sickness

Don't wait until you have lost half your flock before taking steps to stop dis-
ease infection. As fast as you notice the appearance of trouble have it diag-
nosed immediately and do whatever i1s necessary to check it. Many times
serious lossés can be averted by prompt action at the very outset of the trouble.

) Dispose of Dead Birds Promptly

Dead, diseased birds should be burned or disposed of immediately after exam-
ination to determine cause of death. They constitute disease carners which
can cause a spread of infection throughout the entire flock if left in the house
or anywhere that other birds can pick at them. If you bury them put them
deep enough so animals will not dig them up agamn
