Austin. March 6. — In speaking 
| about epidemics. Ur. Leo. W. Cox 
I State Health Officer, states thst 1* 
doctors, nurses, householders, and 

| others would report the occurrence 
o f  any communicable disease im­
mediately to the local health o f­
ficer. many epidemics could b* 
prevented or greatly curtailed.

The control o f preventable dis­
ease depends upon the. perfect re 
porting of all cases It Is nerva­
te ry to secure Information as to 
when and where cases occur be 
fore the proper steps for the con­
trol o f these cases can be taken 
Kvery epidemic starts with one 
case and the doctors engaged lu 
protecting the public health art 
Interested In locating that first 
case to prevent Its spread to others

Some of the contagious diseases 
are quarantlnahle This Is done 
not to punish the persons Involved 
for having the disease hut to pro­
tect the well The quarantine sign 
Is not a disgrace but a badge of 
good citizenship, as it shows what 
household Is trying to protect oth­

Protein in mature dried peas 
and brans is not as high in quality 
as thst In meats and other substi­
tutes listed, but these foods can fill 
part at the protein needs In tha 
diet with the others. One bean is 
of outstanding importance in this 
emergency — the edible soybean. 
Protein in the soybean is almost 
the same in quality aa that in meat. 
It can be prepared in all the 
ways other beans »re  used, and 
is also available in flour and grits 
which may bq, used in bread, pud­
dings. cream soups, cooked breik- 
fast cereals, vegetable casserole 
dishes, or to extend meat and tWa 
dishes.
