 ̂ That is the only way to account for the Administration’s deliberate and 
elaborate maneuvers to associate its elfection-year fortunes with an all-out at­
tack on the private ownership of America’s oil industry.

On August 21, the Administration allowed its candidate for Vice-Presi-^ 
'dent to release a report from the Mutual Security Agency alleging that certain 
American oil companies operating in the Middle East had over-charged the 
Government.

On August 22, the Administration’s Department of Justice conveniently 
followed up by announcing a $67,000,000 suit against these American oil 
companies.

On August 25, the Administration’s Federal Trade Commission added its 
bit by allowing the same Vice-Presidential candidate to release a three-year-old

report ̂ w h id i  se^rity  <M ddt liad insisted should l)e kept "secret” for the 
safety of the nation —  implying that these companies were part of an "Inter­
national oil cartel.” '

This'time-table was not acddental. The backstage coordination, the stage- 
managed theatrics, m i^e it dear that the Administration —  and the agendes 
of Big Government— wanted to “manufacture an issue” for the benefit of its
anointed advocates.

All the allegations made by the Administration’s agendes (the truth or 
falsity of which will be determined only in part by the legal processes of the 
courts) deal with old events— some dating back as far as 1928. Is it only 
coinddehce that these charges have been saved back for so long to be unloosed 
in the midst of a political campaign? Qr is it a'display of two-bit politics?

The Federal Trade Commission, report at­
tacking the Amerkad oil companies operating 
in the Middle East fit —  in its entirety —  a

No evidence is shown that the American 
oil companies are members of a “cartel,” but 
the report suggests that the bigness of the

companies “provides opportunity, and even 
necessity, for joint control.” I

No evidence is shown that the American 
oil companies controlled market prices, but 
the report says that it was to “nobod/s ad­
vantage to undercut [on prices] unless the 
undercutter was willing to risk a price yar —  
a war which the dominant American com­
panies, because of ^heir size and location, 
would probably win.” In other words, because 
of their bigness, the criticized conipenies could 
sell more cheeply| but it is —  in the FTC  view 
—  wrong to be tiig enough to compete more 
effectively.

No evidence Is shown that the American 
oil companies have worked hardships upon 
the natiotu they have supplied, but it is 
charged that because of their combined big­
ness the companies have made a “substentiel 
net profit” Is the profit from efficiency bad?

On that assumption, then, it is good to ex­
plore the pattern of the FTC  attack. By charg­
ing (by  inference) that the American oil com- 
paniee are part of a cartal, the F T C  diacredits 
— 'Or ■eeks to diecredit— the private man­
agement of those companies. By the inference 
that the American oil companies are dominat­
ing tha othar sagmanta of the oil taduetiy, the

FTC,opens the door to a demand for regulat­
ing oompetltibn, restricting the operations of 
these companies. By the thesis that no one 
would want to imdercut these companies’ 
prices, FTC  opens the way for the Govern­
ment to subsidize competition. By the impli­
cation that a “substantial net profit" may be 
bad, FTC  throws the door wide open to invite 
the advocates of nationalization to step in and 
eliminate that net profit for private indiutry.

Thus, step by step, the pattern is laid out —  
a pattern designed to make Big Goyemment 
Bigger by putting it into the oil business.

The necessity for the Big Government, in 
Washington to take over the oil industry is 
not shown. But by “threats,” by “if  s,” “may­
be’s,” and “could be’s” the agents of Bigger 
Big Government would entice us through the 
opening doors into the dungeons of ultimate 
Total Control.
