France Yet May Come Through
The leaders of the Western alliance are compelled to 

hope that the new shift of power in France will not mean 
 ̂ all that it seems to signify: a serious slowdown in plans 
for rearming Germany and weaving German armed forces 
into a six-nation European defense community.

Public utterances of the new French premier, Rene 
Mayer, plus the dropping of Foreign Minister Schuman 
from the Cabinet, inevitably stirred fears. Mayer talked 
of modifying the European defense treaty, and of sub­
ordinating it to other issues. Schuman was iU author, and 
the firmest friend on the continent of European unity and 
economic-military,links with Western Germany. His loss 
was a hard blow.

For another thing, although Maver came to power 
with no de GaulHst in his Cabinet, he could not have made 
the grade without the support of some 80 de Gaullist mem­
bers of the French Parliament. The worry: would he not 
surely make some concessions to General de Gaulle’s rabid
nationalist point of view?

•  •  •

Certainly the concern is great in all the free capitals. 
Western statesmen can only pray that their worst imagin­
ings will not be realized. And possibly they will not be.

Whatever the inclinations of Mayer and his new for- 
•ign minister, Georges Bidault, the compulsions of the 
continuing Communist threst in Europe may drive them 
forward on the path to a  unified defense incorporating 
German divisions.

The inescapable fact is, if you believe the hardest- 
headed military specialists, that the West needs German 
■forces to buttresa its defenses. Without them, the armies 
of NATO will ham very limited effectiveness in safe­
guarding Western soil.

More than that, the West needs Western German 
territory to give it the kind of maneuvering space that its 
contemplated defense in depth requires. If that land is 
not brought into the defensive area, then the N.ATO armies 
will be compelled either to set up a rigid line at the Rhine 
River or to attempt the almost hopeless task of a fluid 
defense in France and the Low Countries them.selve.'*.

•  •  •

The Allies found such a  defense against Germany at 
the start of World War II an impossible thing to main­
tain ; Getaian efforts to hold off the Allies after the break­
out from Kormandy hardly were better.

Besides these powerful military factors. Mayer and 
Bidault must face the fact that the economic cooperation 
of European countries contemplated under the Schuman 
coal-steel program may not be fully realizable uiTless ef­
forts at unity extend into the military’ and ultimately into 
the political sphere.

So perhaps we ought to wait a while befiye gloomily 
concluding that the change, in France's government virtu­
ally puts the skids under European defense and German 
rearmament. The realities of holding power may alter 
sharply any ideas Mayer and Bidault may have for pulling 
up short.

I t  was just th a t we were 
able to treat so many more patients. 
With added nurses and some addi­
tional treatm ent and recreation 
units, we could handle hundreds of 
out-patients. I t  really cost more, 
but we helped so many more people."

L  A. Roberts said 
he doubeed If It would act Immedi­
ately.

He said tha board wants to wait 
and see what the state does. And 
Spurgeon said the state could make 
no decision until It had a  legal 
opinion.

"Songs used to be written." says 
Herbert Marks, head of the Marks 
song publishing firm, "for, people 
to sing around a piano. Today, 
they're written for trick effects on

records. It's hard to sing something 
like 'Jambalaya.' for Instance, even 
if you could remember the words.”

Marks points out that there are 
plenty of .song-writers around. His 
crowded waiting room is evidence 
to that. But they write melodies that 
sound good coming out of an echo 
chamber, or being howled by a weep­
ing tenor, or strummed by what 
sounds like 17 guitars.

Songs, today, are written for 
mechanical reproduction. And they 
were written under pressure. I t’s

Today's song-«Tlter has to work 
fast. He makes far leas money now 
than he did in the good old gather- 
around-the-piano da)*!. His chief 
source of revenue—sheet music—is 
selling just moderately well.

And the writer and publisher get. 
at the most, only two cents from \ 
each record. Figuring a million re c - ; 
ords. which is good, that means j

Llncke wrote it In 1903, and 
called It "Gluhwurmchen.” which 
even the Mills Brothers couldnt 
have done much with. I t came over 
to this country In 1905. got a new 
name and new Ijrrics and eventual­
ly found its way Into a Lew Fields 
nhow, "The G in Behind the Coun­
te r"

From then on. it's been a semi- 
classic. Children learned to play 
the piano from it. Little girls danced 
to it in school plays. Big girls took 
their clothes off to It in burlesque 
houses, l i ttle  shavers sang It, and 
so did big shavers In barber shops 
quartettes.

Then Johnny Mercer gave it a 
lyrical transfusion, and the Mills 
Brothers record of it became one of 
the top sellers of 1953. Marks hopes.

"According to one of our table 
rules, a player Is not allowed to 
discard a wild card a t any time un­
less she has nothing else In her 
hand.

"In a recent game, both sides 
had melded liberally, and my part­
ner eventually had only two wild 
cards left In her hand. At this 
moment she drew a queen from the 

' discard pile and added It to three 
queens that we had previously 
melded. This left her with only two 
wild cards, and she therefor* dis­
carded one.

"The opponents objected to this 
play. They said th a t my partner 
had no right to discard th* wild 
card In this situation but th a t she 
should have discarded th* queen 
In order to avoid th* discard of a 
wild card.

"Who Is right’ "
This is the type of ruling that I 

usually steer clear of. Table rules 
usually depend to a large extent on 
local custom. As an outsider, I 
cannot know what the local cus­
toms are, and therefor* I  cannot 
give an sbeolutely fair and an- 
thoiitattve ruling.

The situation described on my 
correspondent is, however, on* that 
sometimes come* up In other games. 
It Is therefore possible to give aofoe 
sort of suthoritatlT* ruling baaed on 
the principles th a t usually are fol- 
losred in card games.

When a  rule forbids you to make 
a certain play, you are not sup­
posed to put yotirself d e lib e ra te  
Into s position where you must 
break this rule. In this case th* 
rule forbids a  player to discard a 
wild card, and th* player must avoid 
playing In such a way th a t ah* la 
forced to break th* rule.

When the player has only two 
wild cards In her hand, th* must 
keep discarding whatever she picks 
up. If th* picks up a  queen, or 
any other natural card, th* m utt 
discard that card Instead of melding 
It. If the picks up a  third wild card, 
however, the mutt of course discard 
one of thoe* three wild carda This 
Is the only case In whieh th* It 

I allowed to make tha t kind of dis­
card.
