The
public-labor-management advisory
committee which President Eisen-
hower announced would make other
recommendations has not been fully
organized.

Permit workers to re-
fuse to handle “struck work™ in
secondary boycotts Require man-
agement as well as labor union of-
ficlals to. take non-Communist
oaths. Permit union shop contracts
in the building to require
union membership sev days after
hiring instead of present 30
days. Permit employers to refuse to
check off (deduct from pay) union
fines and assessments. Give unions
the power to take membership away
from Communists. Give employers
the free-speech right to tell em-
ployes not to join a union

These and other proposals which
Senator Taft calls a mere starting
point for discussion are considered
unimportant by the big labor or-
ganizations, although they would
accept most of the Taft changes
May Tighten Law

CIO has come up with proposals
for seven major reforms which it
says the Taft amendments do not
touch They include

Prevent employer coercion under
the guise of free speech. Rid the
law of “union harassing” provisions
such as damage suits against unions
Remove governmental restrictions
over collective bargaining, the closed
shop, welfare and pension funds.
End injunction prncrwhngx includ-
ing the 80-day cooling-off period
Protect industrial unions from be-
ing carved up into craft unions
Simplify and clarify the law to pre-
vent delays in handling labor dis-
putes Strengthen rights of
workers to organize

The AFL executive committee, at
its recent Miami, Fla., mid-Winter
meeting, drew up some 20 amend-
ments it wanted. They are not to
be announced in full until Presi-
dent George Meany testifies before
the House Labor Committee. But
among the principal AFL objectives
are these:

End the 80-day injunction
Authorize the closed shop In build-
ing. printing and maritime indus-
tries. Remove the ban on secondary
boycotts Exempt building-trades
workers from compulsory elections
to determine bargaining agents
Prevent “packing” of NLRB with
anti-union members

In opening sessions of the House
Labor Committee hearings on the
Taft-Hartley law there was con-
siderable sentiment for making it
tougher. A ban on industry-wide
and company-wide bargaining was
proposed by Rep. Wingate Lucas of
Texas

The Rosenberg Case

In non-Communist circles there is no tendency any-
where to dispute the guilt of the convicted atomic spies,
Julius and Anna Rosenberg, who now are under sentence

of death.

The only point at issue during the long period of ap-
peals and requests for clemency was whether a lentence!
of death was too severe. No persons ever before have been |
executed in peacetime for espionage in the United Su.tes.‘

Those who said it should not happen this time cxlted‘
the precedent, pointed out that the Rosenbergs’ wartime |
spying was done when Russia was our ally, and declared
théir execution would make them martyrs whom the Reds
could exploit.

People arguing the other way said the Rosenbergs
tried to spy after the war when Russia no longer was an
ally, and would do so today if they could. (Only a few
days before sentencing, they reaffirmed their innocence to
“heir two children.) They flatly have declined to help
this country find other spies.

Moreover, their espionage involved weapons capable
of colossal destruction. As President Eisenhower ex-
pressed it in refusing clemency, their crime could “very
well result in the death of many, many thousands of in-
nocent citizens.”

L

It was the magnitude of their offense—measured thus
~—nplus the Rosenbergs’ stubborn refusal to acknowledge
either to themselves or anyone else what they had done,
which probably accounted for the imposition of the death
penalty. ‘

In the minds of those who inflicted this penalty was |
wndoubtedly the question: How can we dissuade others
from taking the Rosenbergs’ course? How can we thereby

assure our country greater protection from spies spawned l e

within America? -

They decided death would be the best lesson to others. |
They evidently felt, too, that death was the only punish- |
ment that fit the Rosenbergs’ crime.

Opponents of capital punishment naturally disagree |
with this answer. This is no place to explore all phases of?
that problem. It is énough to note that capital punishment
is provided for some federal offenses and in many states |
for such crimes as murder and kidnaping.

- - -

In the Rosenbergs’ case, a penalty we largely accept
for many severe crimes was applied in a whqlly new field,
fcr the evident reason that special factors made their of-
fense extremely reprehensible to the American people.

As for martyring these two and giving the Russians
propaganda material, this can only be a secondary concern |
to us. Our task is to mete out full justice to all. If we do|
that unfailingly, we cannot worry too much how our proc- |
esses of justice are misrepresented by men who believe in
no justice whatsoever,

Our judicial system is designed to protect both the na-
tion and the individual. Tt will not serve these twin goals
long if its operations are tempered especially to avoid giv-

ing advantage to enemy propaganda. The aims of Ameri- )

Estimates for various
cities, admittedly little more than
guesses, indicated that between 25
per cent and 35 per cent of the
population had already died.
