Grabs Pilots Out Of Drink

ABOARD U88 VALLEY POBaB, 
BOMEWRERX OFF KOREA—(A)— 
It was a scowling day. A flight of 
Douglas attack bombers catapulted 
off the deck of this carrier and 
headed for the snov-whltcnad hills 
of Korea.

Suddenly, one faltered, turned and 
btodad back. The motor sputtered 
Into the tea on Its back.

The man manning the flight deck : 
buU horn sounded the alarm with 
the one word “Splosh.- The Valley | 
Forge's loudspeaker flashed It ever

Only the taU fm of the bomber 
bobbed In tha iratcr at the Valley 
Forge puUed away. After what 
seemed an eternity a bead bobbed 
up from the sea. It vat 40 seconds 
by stop watch since the boiBbtr 
hit the water.

Seemingly out of nowhere a heU- 
copter swooped down and havered 
over the spot as tha Valley Forge 
plowed on.

Painted on tha side of the chop- ' 
per was one of the most welcome | 
signs known to Navy pilots doamed . 
In the Sea of Japan off Korea's' 
east coast: “Last Chance Taxi.- i

What appeared to be a horse 
collar tumbled out of tha 'copter 
cabin and landed near the man's 
heed.

Tha man in the water slipped his 
arms Inside the horse collar tad was 
hoisted out~of the water. Tha rotary 
blades of the egg beater whirred. 
The dangling dripping man was 
rushed to tha carrier and let down 
gently on tha flight deck.

It WU two minutes by the stop 
watch since the crash.

The crash survlvar v u  Ena Den­
nis B. Poulson of Ontario, Calif. 
It w u  his twenty-third birthday. 
Be WU blue with cold and bleeding 
from a slight cut on his forebesd.

Medics stripped tha horse collar 
from him and rushed him la a hot 
shower. A man freetet fast In these 
waters. After the shower, Poulson 
got s shot of medletnal brandy.

A Wild Hunch, Indeed
: Former President Truman apparently was going al- 

mbst entirely on his personal hunch when he recently 
voiced doubt that Russia has an atomic bomb. For while 
he was in the White House his own most expert atomic 
energy advisers informed him emphatically op that subject.

In his current statement Truman appeared to be sug­
gesting that the Russians had from time to time unleashed 
some sort of experimental ■“ nuclear explosion” which was 
short of a real atomic bomb.

That’s not what his technical advisers told him at the 
■time he made the initial announcement of Soviet atomic 
developments. They said, in unmistakable language, that 
if the Russians had not exploded an atomic bomb, then they 
could not imagine what it could be.

They were saying, in other words, that after exhaus­
tive analysis of all the scientific evidence available to 
them, they had concluded that the facts fit no other sen­
sible pattern.

• • •

W hat kind of evidence did they rely upon? For one 
thing, seismographic checks like those which measure 
earthquake shocks anywhere on the globe. For another, 
amazingly accurate samplings of the upj>er atmosphere 
which can disclose the presence of radioactive substances 
and other products of atomic fission. Those materials 
often travel around the earth in the upper air several 
times.

.  Senator Hickenlooper of Iowa, former Republican 
chairman of the Senate-House Atomic Energy Committee, 
says if the Russians can release any atomic explosion when 
they want to, then they can make bombs, because there is 
little difference in the technical skill required for the two 
processes.

Truman is entitled toliis private doubts. But despite 
his retirement from the presidency, he is inescapably a 
public citizen and his words command attention. It is 
questionable whether these particular words constitute a 

: responsible utterance.
• • •

Not only does the evidence run counter to Truman’s 
'Bunch. Our atomic scientists said in 1946 the Russians 
would have the bomb in five years._ That they got it in 
three we generally attribute to the help given them by 
Klaus Fuchs and other spies. But it now is seven years 
since that scientific forecast, and it is reasonable to pre­
sume the Russians w<wld have the bomb today even with­
out the aid of spies.

W e cannot gird the^,free world against the Russian 
menace if we underestimate the Kremlin’s militry poten­
tial. All our most reliable calculations indicate we must 
include a substantial stockpile of atomic bombs in that 
potential. Truman has not helped the course of deter­
mined free ■world defense by throwing his wild hunch into 
the balance against these carefully drawn calculations.

Repeat the procedure but chanft 
the order so that the fourth layer 

 ̂will be onions; the fifth, sardines, 
and the sUth, potatoes. *

Beat 3 egfs vigorously with a cup 
and a half of milk. After adding 
balance of melted butter, salt and 
pepper, pour mixture over pudding, 
filling casserole to the brim. Deco­
rate top of pudding with Norway 
sardines.

Bake in a moderate oven (350 
degrees F.> for 40 to 50 minutes or 
untU pudding turns a golden brown.

Sardine Rabbit Viking 
(4 servings)

One (3 3/4-ounoe> can Norway 
sardines. 1 tablespoon butter. 3 
tablespoons flouTg. 1 1/3 cups milk. 
1/2 teaspoon salt, 1/ 4 teaspoon Wor­
cestershire sauce. 1 Ublespoon pre­
pared mustard. 1 1̂ 2 cups diced 
Cheddar cheese, 4 sUceg^of bread, 
toasted.

Drain Norway sardines; save olL 
Heat one tablespoon sardine oil 
and butter In saucepan. Add flour. 
Slowly stir In milk and oook. stir­
ring constantly, until mixture 
thickens. Add s%p. Worcestershire 
sauce, mustard. And cheese. Con­
tinue teatlr until cheese has melted.

Arrange Norway sardines on four 
slices of buttered toast and cover 
with rabbit. Decorate with fresh 
parsley sprigs and serve piping hot.

“Oat point pussies our group 
about asking permission to go out,” 
writes a Chicago correspondent rro  
put It briefly, ere you allowed to 
ask permission to meld out when 
your side doe* not have a completed 
canasta on the table?

~W* understand that you don't 
ever need to esk permission to meld 
out; end that you can meld out by 
making a canasta and then dis­
posing of other card* (If pny) on 
the same turn.

“Wt understand, also, that there 
is no objection to ssklng for per­
mission to meld out when your side 
previously has melded a canasta. 
Tbe problem arises only when you 
want to ask permission before jaat 
side ha* melded a corapleta ea- 
nastsk

"If you ask for permission to meld 
out In this gltuatton. you are an­
nouncing that you expect to meld 
a canasu If given permission. This 
often Indicate! very clearly what 
you expect to meld—and tha rule 
states that you are not allowed to 
Indicate a meld before —s<fg per- 
mlssUn to go out.

''Some of our players say that In 
this sttuatlen you must complete 
the canasta and then ask for per- 
mlmlon to meld out on the sam» 
turn. This eeems wroog. 
printed rules say that you cant 
ask'for permlsslao to go out If you 
have mod* any meld at that turn.

"What la tbe official rule on this 
point?*

The official rule Is that you are 
allowed to ask for permission to go 
out even If your side has not yet 
melded a canasta In some cases 
your partner win guess or may even 
know arlth absolute eertsdnty what 
you plan to meld—but that doesn't 
bar you from asking tbe question.

Q—Are you aUowed to discard a 
wild card when going out?

A—Tee. You art allowed to dis­
card a wild card at any time at an. 
Soma players foUow a local rule 
that Umlts tbe number of wild 
cards that may be discarded, but 
this Is a very poor rule.

Q—In a gam* of Samba our side 
had six queens on the table. 5fy 
partner added two deuce* to this 
meld, and the opponents objected. 
They said one deuce completed tbe 
canasta and that no other deuce 

I could be added. He said both douoes 
' were added at the same Ums. Who 
U right?

A—The opponenta are right. One 
deuo* oompMas the canasta, and 
In Samba no further deuce may be 
added.
