WHEN IT COMES TO
Christmas, there are two kinds of 
people: orderly and disorderly. 
Orderly people have all their 
Christmas cards mailed by 
December tenth. Disorderly people 
say, “ December tenth! Good grief, 
I thought it was November tenth.”

Orderly people like to make 
their own cards or else buy them 
from some international 
foundation (these include a 
nonrepresentational painting and 
the phrase “ Christmas Joy” 
spelled out in several Oriental 
languages).

Disorderly people send cards 
with such traditional subjects as 
Scotch Terriers. They buy them 
from the kid next door who needs 
to sell 85 boxes in order to win a 
tent.

Orderly people like to give 
handicrafts as gifts. Maybe a little 
pillow filled with a potpourri of 
orris root and organically grown 
rose petals. Or a needlepoint 
chicken filled with sand to make a 
door-stop. What these gifts have in 
common aside from originality 
and flair is that they are things that 
you have heretofore gotten along 
fairly well without.

Gifts from disorderly persons 
may show less panache, but they 
tend to have a kind of down-to- 
earth usefulness. I am thinking of 
such things as a box of get-well 
cards or two cans of putty. Not 
very imaginative, you may say. 
True. But we don’t always feel 
imaginative. There are times we 
may be under stress of one kind or 
another, and a quick trip to the 
discount store is all we have time 
for.

Orderly people shop early and 
avoid the rush. Stores are not as 
happy about this as you might 
suppose because these are the 
toughest sorts of shoppers to 
satisfy. They want to know if an 
item is preshrunk and colorfast. 
They check the warranty. They can 
spot a nick or a chip across an 
entire room, and they carry the 
Better Business Bureau’s phone 
number in their wallets.

The disorderly fellow waits for 
the last-minute rush and comes in 
on it like a surfer. He doesn’t ask if 
something is 100 per cent cotton or 
100 per cent wool. If it’s 100 per 
cent cloth, that’s close enough. He 
has his coat open, his hat tipped 
back and his money in his fist like 
a Las Vegas dice player. He 
doesn’t ask about warranties, he 
doesn’t keep sales slips, and he is 
pitifully grateful for any sort of 
advice. Salesladies love him.

Orderly people put up their 
outside lights weeks in advance. At 
least the ones on our street do. My 
wife is unhappy because I seldom 
get ours up until the 24th. So I 
compromise. I leave ours up until 
the end of January. Now who’s 
cheerful? I ask her. She never 
seems to have an answer. And, 
believe me, it’s those days after 
Christmas when you really need 
cheering up.

Orderly people can’t understand 
disorderly people. They would like 
to teach them to be orderly, too, 
and are baffled when their offers 
are turned down. “All right,” they 
say, “ if you don’t mind having 
your life such a mishmash, just 
keep on the way you’ve been 
going.” Well, shoot, life is a 
mishmash any way you look at it~ 
at Christmas more than ever. 
Christmas is the World Series of 
mishmash.

Orderly people keep lists. This 
seems to be what they like best 
about Christmas. Lists of names, 
addresses, favorite colors, sizes, 
what they sent you last year, whatx

you sent them last year, what you 
paid for it.

I hate lists. They’re 
troublemakers. The other day I 
bought some things for my wife. 
“ Where are the colored lights?” 
she asked when I got home. 
“ Where are the candy canes?”

I just got the stuff on the list, I 
said.

“ Cider and doughnuts?” she 
said, “ Canned pumpkin?”

Turned out that it was an old list 
that I had had in my raincoat 
pocket since Halloween.

“ It could have been worse,” I 
heard her telling her mother over 
the phone. “ He could have 
brought home jellybeans and 
chocolate rabbits.”

I don’t know how to say this 
without sounding immodest, but I 
honestly believe that those of us 
who may appear disorganized are 
closer to the true meaning of 
Christmas than anyone else. We 
don’t approach it as if we were 
running a small business. After all, 
Scrooge was orderly as all get-out 
until he finally got the true spirit of 
Christmas, and then he did 
disorderly things like dropping in 
at his nephew’s house at the last 
minute for dinner. And he didn’t 
buy his goose until Christmas 
morning.

Orderly people are 50 well 
organized that they have time to 
hold open houses on Christmas 
Eve, where everybody has a glass 
of punch and a cookie and admires 
how efficient they are. This is a 
pretty cold-blooded proposition, I 
think. I mean, any fellow with an 
ounce of Christmas spirit isn’t 
going to be standing around 
somebody’s living room on 
Christmas Eve. He’s going to be at 
the drugstore buying a gift for his 
wife.

Chieftains Entered 
In Frenship Meet
The Friona Chieftains will be 

out to improve on their 1-6 season 
record when they enter the 
Frenship Boys’ Invitational 
Tournament December 29-30-31.

There are seven class AAA 
teams and one class AAAA team 
in the tournament.

Monahans is the lone 4-A team 
in the meet. They play Floydada in 
their quarter-final. The Chieftains 
meet the host Frenship Tigers, and 
will advance to play the winner or 
loser of the Monahans-Floydada 
match.

Should the Chieftains win on 
Monday, they would play at 8 p.m. 
in Tuesday’s semi-finals. If they 
lose their first-round match, they 
play at 5 p.m. Tuesday.

Teams in the upper bracket find 
Littlefield playing Slaton in the 
first round, and Idalou playing 
Brownfield.

The team is guaranteed three 
games in the tournament, since 
trophies are contested for all the 
way to seventh place.

“ There are some pretty tough 
teams in the tournament, and just

looking at the lineup, I would say 
that even though we drew the host 
team, we probably did about as 
well on the draw as we could have 
for the first round,” said Chieftain 
coach T.J. Parks.

Parks says he is well pleased 
with the way the Chieftains are 
playing, and that if they continue 
to play as they have in recent 
games, the wins will come.

Parks released individual 
statistics on the team’s first seven 
games.

In a battle of two playoff teams 
from last season, the Friona High 
School Squaws saw their nine- 
game winning streak snapped by 
the Abernathy girls here last 
Friday, 46-45.

Inability to hit free throws cost 
the Squaws their tenth win of the 
season, as they hit only seven of 16 
for the game, and missed seven of 
12 attempts in the second half.

Three times in the final quarter 
the Squaws had a player at the line 
for a one-and-one free throw 
opportunity, and all three times 
the player missed the first shot. 
Once, they even had a second 
chance, after a line violation was 
called against Abernathy, and still 
missed the shot.

In the meantime, Abernathy’s 
all-state player Mikki Webb sank 
four of four free throws in the 
fourth quarter, including two with 
40 seconds left which wrapped up 
the game for the visitors.

Abernathy was the state 
champion last year in class AA, 
and has the best team that the 
Squaws have faced so far this 
season.

Ronda Ratcliff broke loose for a 
layup shot after 1:07 of play in the 
opening quarter, for Friona’s only 
lead of the game, 2-0.

Miss Webb quickly countered 
for Abernathy with a pair of 
baskets, giving Abernathy a 4-2 
lead with 5:10 left in the quarter.

Glenda Ellis hit a jump shot 
from the side for a 4-all tie and 
after Abernathy answered, Miss 
Ratcliff hit a turning jump shot for 
a 6-all score. She repeated her shot 
a minute later for an 8-all score 
with 2:02 left in the period.

Abernathy scored a pair of 
baskets, and the Squaws never 
were able to tie up the game again 
in the half, being close on several 
occasions.

Lacye Osborn broke 
Abernathy’s full-court press for a 
layup for a 12-10 deficit, and 
repeated with 14 seconds left in 
the quarter for a 14-12 score, but 
Abernathy scored last for a 16-12 
lead at the first quarter.
