Coffee colonel, Hooper lieuten-
ant colonel and Nichols major
Thus theorganization was com-
pleted and Colomel Shelby as-
sumed command of that immoz-
tal brigade which carried ite
into a hundred desperate eon-
flicts and poured out its blecd
like water from the Missouri to
the Bio Grande,

Those three regiments were
welded into a compaet mass of
dauntless men and were led by
a young soldier whose name,
then unknown, burst afterward
into a brilliant light of glory.

Many times
n3kad naked, dsstitute, fight-
ing, freezing, (starving, and
surrounded, it never (surrea-
dered; surprised, it mever scat-
tered. Itsirenramks wererent
fearfully in many rugged fights
the grayes of its bravest heap
the earth from Missouri toMexi
co, Twice it saved s beaten
army from destruction, stand-
ing like 3 living wall betweea
pursued and pursuer. In its
longand bleody career;it foughs
Germans, Indians. Negroes,
ironclads,alligators, rattlesnake
fever. smallpox, starvation and
wintry!blasts. But we still held
the banner ol the Bars proudly
and deflantly to the breeze and
when Kirby Smith surrendered
Trans - Mississippi Department
and the command separated at
Gorsieana, Te., ive hundred of.
ficers anpP men still held our old
battlepag to the breeze and
merched to MexJce. We buried
our flag and Shelby’s plume in
the waters of the Rio Grande.

After the destruciion of the
Queen City, sam ironclad of 13

guns, which toek all the fight
out of the Tyler, at Clarendon,

Ark. Shelby sent Capt, Lang-
herne south toward Searcy te
look after a Fedcral regiment
from Little Rock, and was ‘met
aear Searcy. The Federal regi-
ment was the 12th Missouri,
took but few prisoners. Al-
theugh this made but little dif
ferenee, there were were four
squadrons of Federals, and
Langhorne, with 30 men, drove
them back upon theirmain body
killine 13 and capturing seven.
Langherne had to give ground,
but it #ook a regiment to make
him doit, and then he got three
more and brought all ten of
them {o Shelby’s camp at Jack-

man, his junior secend liéuten’
ant, Columbus, White, wounded
and captyred,

A week after Langhorne'’s
foray, the 10th Illinois Cavalry
came gayly up to ;Searcy, as it
bad been in the habit of {doing
for some time before Shelby ar
rived in the neighborheod, and
sent a challenge for any regi’
ment in Shelby’s Brigade to
come dowa and fight. The poor
fellows were brave epough, but
go unwise and so little veed to
werfare, Itwas the pimplest

and easiest thing on earth to
be adjusted. One heavynignt’s
march and no more was needed.
At early daylight, and wholly
unlooked for and terrible as a
destroyer, we burst full upon
the unwatched campeof the 10th
Illinois. The foursleepy guards
died at their pests like men, and
othercomrads, wrapped in their
blankets, made scarcelyany re-
sistanee. and it was go feeble
that it called down destruetion.
Nearly every man, horse, gun,
and pistol fell into our hands,
It was one of the most complete
surpris®s and captures of the
war, and the poor Illineis men
looked woebegone two days af-
terwards when they were march
ed junder ;guardinte Jacksom-
port, Ark.
The surprise gave the Feder-
al commander at ;Duvall’s Bluff
the idea thatghis detachment
had been betrayed by some of
the citizens of the town of
Searcy, and he threatened them
with extermination, comflagra-
tion and many other horrible
things, General Shelby informed
him very coolly that ‘‘an eye
for an eye and a tooth fora
tosth’’ would be demanded for
everyinjury inflieted upen those
guiltless people. This threat
had the desired effect,and Sear
ey escaped its promised fate.
