Th e n  us these cmniminitles did the 
same, typh.iid was pushed still farther 
back to the smaller towns and vll- 
hi2(*s, where It now has Its chlpf 
hanif-out. Typhoid fever Is spread 
throiii;h the exorelii of man ciumna In 
ciitilact with water, milk or tood. Th e  
fewer people sick the fewer aerms are 
sc.oftered iilieut. T w o  out of each 
humireil recovered typhoid cn'cs, how­
ever, continue to excrete the tyidiold 
Kcrnis In their stools. Tliese iiorsnns 
are lailled chronic carriers, and are 
now the principal reservoirs of typhoid 
Cerms. Th e  ile|iartment of public 
health In llllnnis, in conjunction with 
the t'niversity of Illinois, has recently 
developed a method of X ray treatment 
that will ('lire many of these chronic 
carriers. So thivse serms Rf't another 
knockout blow.

infantile paralysn and sleeping sick­
ness are the two summer diseases we 
now dread. They are much more diffi­
cult to control than the diarrheal dis­
eases, for they are diseases of the nerv­
ous system and are caused by germs 
too small to be seen with the micro­
scope.

.Science will eventually win over 
tlieiii very soon, we hope. Hut even 
In epidemic form, their fatalitU's will 
not bpuin to npproacb the niatfiiilude 
of the dlnrrlieal fatalities of fifty 
yeura uco.

Tlie re  arc two kinds of trains now 
on the elliclent hilt c\pensivc little 
Fra iico K lhlo pia ii rallwa.v. tin Sunday 
and \Vi (Iticsilay mornings a train 
leaves HJihontl to arrive three d.i.vs 
later ill .\ddis .\haha. Karh 'I nes.iay 
evening departs the •'Ihrongh ex­
press ' which docs the .'dsi miles in ".fi 
hours. I'lis-engci's can sleep on this 
••fast" train, not In imllmaiis, but in 
adjustable seats, tin the three day 
trains sleeping is dom* iit litlli* vvaj- 
side hotels the two nights en route. 

Th e  first day of this railway Jour­
ney ends nsnally at six In the after- 
iiooti. at Idredavva. the lirst town of 
ImiMirtance after the train enters 
Ktlilopla. It Is on the fringe of a 
idiiteau 4.000 feet ahove sea level and 
u •JOO mile cllmh from the coa.st. An 
Interesting side trip  from Itiredavva Is 
the old Mohammedan walled town of 
llu ru r, four hours away hy rough ims 
tor trip or a whole day by inulehack. 
Camels, horses, or mules are avallnble 
us a means of tninsportiitlon, hut the 
mule Is considered the most iipproprl 
ate for one of actual or aiiparent high 
station In life.

T h e  second night ot the tlirec day 
tra in  Journey Is passed on the hanks 
of the .\vviish river, one of the peeilllar 
streams of the world. At this point It 
is a sw iftly tlovvlng river in a deep 
canyon. Ulsing on Hie Kthiopian pla 
teau. It turns northeastward toward 
the lied sea, hut lo.ses Itself In the 
Daiinkll Vivvlands short of Its natural 
destination. .Vvvasli consists mainly of 
a small railw ay yard, n one-story 
brick building housing a hotel tinder 
quasi Hellenic management, a scatter­
ing of native shacks, and many cats. 
Food and accommodations are simple 
and the most essential thing Is a good 
mosquito net.

Addii Ababa, tba Capital.
T h e  train gets under way again the 

next morning at dawn and rolls 
through lovely grass and forest lands, 
where gallop many herds of gazelles 
and antelope. Occusioimlly one sees 
the dark blur of a rlilno breakfasting 
on the far side of the Avviisb lllver 
canyon. .Ybout four o’clock In the aft- 
noon of tills third day the sprawling 
city of Addis Ababa Is sigbled In a 
fo rjs l of blue gum trees, across a 
rolling, grassy plain.

Th e  bean 
pioiliiced is Ilf excellent quality and 
ranks next only to Moi-ba In world 
markets. It Is called "long berry 
.Moclm" and Is sedd to a discrim inat­
ing clietilcic In tlie ITilted Slates. Al- 
tbougli tile H a ra r phintatbuis are d**- 
scended from seed Introduced from 
the Mocbii district In Ariibla, Ktlilopla 
is tin* lionn* of coffee. Th e  tree was 
found originally by Arab travelers In 
the Kllilopliin province of Kiifa, from 
wldcb It took Us name. Seed was 
taken from Kafa to .Yrabl,<i, and thence 
came bark to H arar. .\ccordlng to th« 
.\rabs, the enltivation of colTee also 
spread to oilier parts of the world 
from the Yemen, in soiitbvvestern 
.\rabia.

In Kafa and inljnlnlng part.s ot 
soiilliwestern Klliioida may be seen 
today vast and virgin fore.sis of colTee 
of the Indigenous variety. It neces­
sarily grows witbont cnltlv.atloii or 
care and tliousands of tons of thf 
berries fall to the ground in waste 
each year. Th e  outer fringes of some 
of these forests are worked hy natives 
In sections not too far from export 
trading eenters, where the iimrket 
value of coffee Is known. Kgypt hu.vf 
much of this colTce. shipped via K h a r­
toum. in pim-e of former importations 
of the ilrazllian produet.
