The Director o f W ildlife Res 
toratlon for Texas Game and Fish 

' Commission said hunters can help 
mightily by sending In bands 
taken from the legs o f bagged 
mourning dovea.

These bands, which are placed 
on the young doves before they 

heave their nests, provide game 
department# with vital data about 

I the habits of this popular game
I birdI When a hunter ahoots a banded 
, dove and sends In the band along 
' with the dais and place the bird 
' waa shot, the biologists refer to 
the original record showing whsre 
and when the bird was banded 
In this way they determine valu- 
atile Information about the travel 
and other habits o f the birds which 
Is needed In setting hunting sea­
sons and for other routine pur­
poses.

The Director of W ildlife Res­
toration said hs believed more 
hunters would cooperate I f  they 
understood tbs Importaaes o f the 
handliqr program. That compara­
tively few do rcallas this need waa 
reflected In the records for the 
1*60 mourning dove eeaaon when 
only 138 bands were reported.

In that year, approximately t,0(M> 
dovea wars banded and It waa aa- 
tlmated that hundreds o f thane 
doves were harvested, along with 
birds banded In other seasons.
