He was a member of the Bap-
tist church of this city and of
Pat Cleburne Camp United Con-
federate Veterans, in both of
which organization he was act-
ive and energetic until his recent
declining health forced him to a
retired life. He was a man of
deep convictions and a strong
sense of duty, and through his
long and eventful career, was
ever distinguished tor his rugged
justice to both adherent and op-
ponent.
