Some
apparently hug the delusion that “the
world owes them a living,” and be-
cause they think they are meritorious,
they are sure to succeed without any
great effort on their part. Who are
the men and women who have ac-
quired wealth and fame? asks the
New York Weekly. Think over their
careers, and you will come to the con-
clusion that in 99 cases out of 100
they were “the architects of their own
fortunes.” In other words, they had
to hustle. So has it been with all
those who are known as
men. They had not the advantages
that come from wealth, education, er
soclal position. But they had an In-
epiring ambition that knew “no suclt
word as fall” and whether seeking
success in business, or reputation in
a profession, or distinection In states-

manship, they labored unceasingly
with that one end in view. They
rested not until their ambition was

gratified. So in all the ordinary walks
of life, if you expect success, you must
hustie for i1t with hand and brain.
Don’'t expect others to supply your
wants. Supply them yourself. The
world Is before you, and you have the
same opportunity as others have had.

Gladstone’s Books.
Gladstone's activity as a book col-

lector is Interestingly discussed in an
article on his library in the Nine-
teenth Century. He took to reading
at a very early age, and, like many
another boy, was enthralled by “Pii-
grim's Ptogress” and the “Arablan
Nights.” In his school days, and In-
deed through his whole career, he was
an eager student of Homer. Late in
1ife he confessed an wnormous debt to
Aristotle, Augustine, Dante and But:
ler, When he was 50 years old his
growing library necessitated the addl-
tion of a new wing to the castle at
Hawarden. Yet he was “by no means
A rabld book-buyer.” For rare books,
first editions and elaborate bindings
bhe had no special passion, though he
was glad enough to get them. “Sec
ond-hand catalogues” rained in by
every post, and were always carefully
scanned and marked for immedlate
purchase.” Mr. Gladstone's tastes ran
strongly to religion, theology, and
such kindred toplcs as history and
philosophy. He was, in fact, some-
times accused of being more theo-
logian than statesman. Whenever he

saw a book on witcheraft, strange re- |

ligious sects and the ethics of mar-
riage, he invariably bought it; but, as
everyone Is aware, he was an omniv-
orous reader; he enjoyed Shakespeare
and Scott, and he liked to run over
the last new novel.

English vs. American Railways.

The upshot of a comparison between
English and American railways is that
each country has provided itself with
the system that, broadly considered,
answers its own needs the best, and
that, when all circumstances are taken
into account, neither has much to
Jearn from the other. Certain great
defects stand out in each; English
railway financing and American rail-
way carelessness are both deserving
of censure. Yet these defects, says
Ray Morris, in Atlantic Monthly, are
quite explainable in their outgrowth
from the physical conditions at hand,
and they are not amenable to any off-
band remedy. Likewise, certain points
of especial attractiveness, such as the
English baggage system and the
panctuality of trains, and the Amer-
fean luxury of through travel, have
arisen from a complicated set of local
circumstances, and could not be trans
planted unless all the ecircumstances
were transplanted as well. Most forei-
ble of all is the impression gained by
such a study that the essential belief,
the very creed and doctrine of one
country, as regards the economics of
its rallway working, may not be so
much as discussed In another, where
the same ultimate preblem is gotten
st in & wholly different way.

Not Lese Majesty to Decline Informal lnvitation to White House Din.
ners—The Big Market in Central and South America—To Maintain
the Dignity of the United States Abroad-—The Summer Somnolence

of Washington.

WASHINGTON.—There were few presidents
who cared less for conventionalities than does

Mr. Roosevelt, Where these conventionalities
mean national dignity or have any particular
diplomatic significance Mr. Roosevelt wants to
have them observed, but he is not a stickler for
form and in his private life in the White House
goes a good deal on the plan of a genuine old-
fashioned American homebody. \With some presi-
dents an invitation to take dinner at the White
House took the form of a command much as
would a similar invitation from one of the
crowned heads of Europe. Anvone recelving

such an invitation would never have thought of
declining it unless prevented by sickness or some

providential interference,

Mr. Roosevelt's invitations to dinner have
been sometimes declined, but only such as have
been extended in a generous sort of “come and

take pot luck with us” way. Not long ago one of his old ranch comrades from
Montana called at the White House and the president asked him to take din-
ner with him that night. The old cattleman declined on the ground that he
had no evening dress and in fact had never worn that sort of togs. Mr.
Roosevelt pressed him, but he was firm in his resolve that he would not sit
down among lot of other folks without being dressed as they were.

There have been others who have good-naturedly declined the president’s
informal invitations and their excuses have been just as good naturedly
| accepted. On one occasion Speaker Cannon had an engagement to dine at a

fA PRECEDENT FOR THE GOOD OF THE COUNTRY.

‘ Secretary of State Root is now on a mission
| that promises to be of great importance to the
| United States and to all the Republicans on the
| western hemlisphere. It is a great departure from
!lom: established custom for a cabinet officer to
| visit neighboring countries and discuss with their
Iadlllilni<trminn international affairs, but the pres-
ent administration at Washington cares very lit-
| tle about precedents so long as the thing con-
templated to be done is for the good of the
country.

Mr. Root is a man of practical ideas and
since he became the premier of the administra-
tion he has been looking into the matter of ex-
tending United States trade to the countries to
the south of us. He has been impressed with the
idea that there is a big market in Central and
South America that is in danger of being monop-
olized by foreign countries and which naturally
ought to belong to the merchants and manufacturers of this country. One
reason that the people of the United States are not getting their share of
that market is a prejudice that exists among the Central and South American
republics against this country.

Mr. Root has gone down on a visit to our sister r¢publies for the pur-
pose of persuading them that we are their best friends, and that they should
look to the United States rather than to old European nations for commer-
cial as well as political friendship. It will be Mr. Root's purpose also to
inqyire as to whether Germany and Great Britain are trylng to make any
headway in the politics of those countries as they are doing in their com-
merce. He hopes by personal contact with members of the administration
to strengthen the old-fashioned American Monroe doctrine which denjes the

;‘:medf European governments to acquire any more territory on this hemis
ere.

| SUITABLE LEGATION AND EMBASSY BUILDINGS.

Now that the United States government has
made a start in the direction of erecting suitable
legation and embassy buildings for our represen-
tatives abroad it is hoped that before many years
the United States flag will fly over property that
this government owns in every prominent capital
abroad. The fact that American ambassadors and
ministers have had to rent their quarters abroad
has been a disgrace to the United States diplo-
matic service,

The experience in Peking during the Boxer
troubles in 1900 made it imperative that this gov-
ernment erect its own legation building in that
city where a proper guard could be placed. A
handsome ministerial residence and guardhouse
have been provided there and now that the prece-
dent s established, congress will be appealed to,
as it was in this last session when an appropria-
tion was made for the purchase of an ambassa-
dorial residence in Constantinople. Minister John G. A. Leishman, who has
been in Constantinople for a number of years, spent his leave of absence in
Washington, and through Senator Knox, of Pennsylvania, and Secretary Root,
had little difficulty in persuading congress that the diplomatie post at Con-
stantinople should be made an embassy and that a suitable residence should
be purchased for the ambassador.

The rentals that our ambassadors at London, Paris, Berlin and other
Furopean capitals pay for their quarters is far In excess of the salaries the
United States gives them. It is possible only for men of great wealth to fil}
these positions unless congress makes provision for their official homes and
for the entertaining they are compelled to do in order that the United States
may not suffer in dignity in comparison with other governments,

THE PERSONNEL OF OUR CONSU LAR SERVICE.

Those who have had occasion to observe the
United States consular service in recent years
have noted a distinet improvement in its person-
nel. Now that congress has passed a law reor
ganizing this service still greater things are ex-
pected of {t. In the old days one of the standing
jokes and constant sources of amusement when
[there was a change in the administration was
afforded by the horde of politicians who came to
Washington soliciting appointments to the United
States consular service, It was almost the excep-
tion to find men urged for these places who were
in any way fitted for them. The story is still told
of a man during Cleveland's first administration
who was an applicant for a consular post of great
importance in Germany. When Cleveland asked
him if he conld speak German, he sald: “No, but
I hav a brother who plays the German flute.”

The consular posts were regarded as so many plums to be distributed
among political workers who had alded In the election of a new administra-
tion. The places paid both salaries and fees and it was reckoned that a
shrewd man would be able to make a pretty good thing out of the lat*er even
it the zalary was not very high. Then the service was also regarded as a
convenlent place to dump political workers of the “has been" type who would
be stowed away In some far off corner of the world and forgotten. There
have been cases where men were sent to consular posts and only heard of
by an occasional report and left there for years and years until their very
names almost were forgotten, .

This order of things has been changed under the present administration
of President Roosevelt and Secretary Root. Under the operation of the new
law there will be constant changes and promotions on civil service principles
and no consular officer Is likely to be forgottem no matter how far he is away
from Washington .

SOIL BACTERIA.

The agricultural department at
Washington issues the following in-
etructions to farmers who desire bac-
teria for inoculating soils for legumes:

“The organisms for the common le-
gumes, such as alfalfa, peas, beans,
clover and vetches will be distributed
to those applicants who desire to aid
in testing the efficacy of these organ-
fsms in different parts of the United
States. As a general rule, the gquantity
sent to each applicant will be suffi-
cient to inoculate a little more than
one bushel of the seed for which the
inoculation Is desired. In speclal
cases, however, when large quantities |
of seed are to be inoculated, directions
for preparing the culture liquid wlll!
be forwarded, and as much as deslred}
can be made up at a cost of a few |
cents per gallon. In writing state |
what legume you expect to sow lnd:
give approximately the date of plant-
ing so that we may send the organisms |
in the best possible condition. This is
necessary, as our methods require the
fnoculation to be made either bt-foro‘:
or at the time of planting the seed. |

Full directions for use are included
in each package sent out. The bac-
teria are beneficial only in connee-

tion with legumes and are not appli-
cable to other farm or garden crops.
Evenwithlegumes these bacteria are of
no decided benefit except when proper |
nodule-forming organisms are lack- |
Ing in the soil, but a crop of legumes |
with nodule-forming bacteria im-|
proves the form of succeeding crops.

THROW IT TO THE HENS,

One of our leading poultry papers
had the following query in the De-
cember issue: “What is the best way
to feed green bone?"’ The editor an-
swered: “Throw it to the hens.”

It is supposed that the person mak-
ing the inquiry was in ignorance ase
to the amount to feed, how often, and
whether it should be fed in mash or
separately, “Throw it to the hens” is
misleading advice. Green bone is a
stimulating and foreing food for lay-
ing hens and chicks. It cannot be
tossed to the hens as grain is, and fed

| ad libitum. Both green and dry bone

should be fed in small proportion to
the ration. If fed in the mash it is
more evenly distributed; there is less
danger of the greedy birds taking all
the meal. If it is fed separately and
regularly fowls are not likely to over-
ecat of it. Green cut bone in fair quan-
tity insures health, growth and eggs;
when fed too freely it brings on di-
gestive troubles and diarrhoea. Not
more than a teaspoonful three times a
week should be given to the laying
hens. “Throw it to the hens" if it
seems best, but see to it that each hen

WITH THE FLOWERS,

In taking cuttings be sure to use a
sharp Kknife,

For vines to train upon the trellis
in the window garden, we would av-
vise the Maderia vine and the cobea.

Plants that have a rather tough bark
like the English ivy and oleander,
root better in water than in sand.

When plants are not growing much,
but little water is needed. If too
much water is given, there is danger
of the soil souring.

Among the plants best adapted to
cultivation in window boxes are geran-
fums, fuchsias, heliotropes, plumbagos,
begonias, pansies and tea roses.

In sunny windows almost any sum-
mer blooming flower can be grown
successfully. Let the children start a
window box early this month. Fill
the box with ordinary garden seeds.
Do not plant the seeds too thick.

Flowers on the table during the
winter months are greatly appreciated.
Alm to combine freshness and variety.
It is not the number but the quality
and arrangement.

A good way to start cuttings indoors
is to place the cuttings in a box of
vharp sand, giving plenty of moisture
and placing the box on the back of the
gtove where bottom heat can be fur-
nished.

Plant food is best supplied to plants
when they are making active growth.

Many plants have been killed by giving |

them rich food when thelr stomachs
were unable to digest it.

A TYPE OF HOG CHOLERA.

The department of agriculture re-
ports the discovery of a type of hog
cholera which is not caused by bacteria
but which is none the less exceeding-
ly contagious. Hogs coming in con-
tact with the sick almost invariably
contract the disease, which, fortunate-
ly cannot be communicated to any oth-
er animal than the hog. The symp-
toms noticed are largely the same as
in the ordinary swine plague and hog
cholera. The first day there is a loss
of appetite and listlessness; the second
day the hog becomes very sick, hollow
In the flanks, with a staggering gait,
maybe diarrhoea and again maybe not.
The eyes become sore and the lids
glued together. Death usually takes
place within seven days, and approx-
imately within two weeks after the
first exposure. The digease particu-
larly affects the kidneys. It Is con-
fimed so far to southwestern lowa, and
farmers in that section should be par-
ticularly careful not to allow strange
hogs to come on their farms or to per-
mit their hogs In any way to come in
contact with other herds,

The department recommends the iso-
lation of all gick animals and the dis-
Infection of all infected lots with a
thorough disinfectant. The detalls of
gpecial methods of treatment wil] he
glven to the public by the department
in due time,

There Is nothing more important
than to keep feeding hogs on full
feed. This, however, must not be over-
done, for it Is possible to Injure the
digestion of the hog.

Commission merchants say that on
an average there is a difference of
four cents a dozen between soiled eggs
and those that are sent to market
bright and clean, and it is not neces-
sary that all the eggs of a shipment
shall be soiled in order to make a
consignment rank as such. Even a
very small proportion of solled eggs
in a package will cause the whole to
be rated several cents below the mar-
ket price. The trampling on the eggs
by the dirty feet of the hens, fresh
from the moist earth of the yard, and
the discoloration produced, does not
affect the contents, but it gives the
eggs an uninviting appearance, and It
Is not expected that people will be
indifferent to the looks of things which
they buy for their table. Poultry
keepers can afford to take time to

| clean the shells of the eggs which they
| send to market when the failure to do

f0 means the loss of four cents a
dozen,

LAND SKINNING.

The land skinning process is under
full headway through much of the
fertile territory of the great Missis-
sippl valley, a soll which it has long
been customary to say was practically
inexhaustible in its natural fertility.
The rains are eroding the surface of
the hillsides, the weeds are commit-
ting a continued round of grand lar-
ceny, and the tenant oneyear renter
systematic highway robbery prevalls
over much of this once fertile tract.

FEEDING TANKAGE TO HOGS'

‘What the Experiments at the Michie;
gan Experiment Statiom
Demonstrated.

Often a farmer feels the need of;
something that will take the place
ef or else help out the skim milk
portion of the ration for pigs. Up in
Michigan creameries and cheese fac-
tories have been making serious in-
roads into the supply of skim milk
on the farm. The farmers have seen
fit to sell this product, and at the
same time desire to raise pigs. How
to sell their milk and yet at the same
time raise their pigs successfully has
been a problem with many of them.

The state experiment station has
come to their assistance in an effort
to provide a link for the gap. In
Bulletin 237, just issued, Shaw shows
what he has been able to do with
digester tankage, which is a packing
house product. After a number of
experiments Shaw has reached con-
clusions which are substantially as
follows:

1. The gains were greater in every
case where tankage was used in the
ration fed to the pigs.

2. Thegainsof the pigs were more
marked as the feeding period was
prolonged, showing that the digester
taken not only made good gains, but
agreed well with the pigs.

3. In every test made the pigs
which had the tankage made the
cheapest gains, though in one or two
cases better gains were made with
the milk.

The tankage used in this experi-
ment as sold by a 'eading packer at
the Unlon stockyards, Chicago. It
was guaranteed to contain 60 per
cent. protein, 10 per cent. fat and &
ner cent. phosphorus., The cost to the
station was $£3250 a ton. The corm
meals used was valued at $20 per ton,
middlings $20 per ton, and skim
milk 20 cents per hundredweight.

VALUE OF DAIRY PRODUCTS

¥igures Which Mount Into the
Billions Show Importance
of Industry.

There were 12,147,304,550 pounds
of milk and 588,186,471 pounds of
cream used in 1904 in the manufac-
ture of 551,278,141 pounds of butter,
313,685,290 pounds of cheese, and
308,485,182 popnds of condensed milk.

These figures are part of the census
of manufactures for 1905. The total
cost of the matertal used in the in.
dustry was $142.920,277, while the
value of the products was $168,182,.
789, an increase of the former of 31.3‘
per cent. and of the latter of 28.6 per
cent.

The number of establishments
dropped from 9,242 to 8,926, while
the capital increased 30 per cent., to
$47,265,5656. There were 3,507 sal
aried officials and clerks and 15,557
engaged in the manufacture of these
articles. These received salaries and
wages amounting to $9,789,036.

While it is unnecessary to point out

History of the Polar Explor-
ations of the Past.

Lieut. R. E. Peary Is now in the
porth In an eighth attempt to reach
the pole, if, as seems probable, he has
not already perished in the arctic re-
glons as have so many others before
him. Walter Wellman, newspaper cor-
respondent and explorer of world-wide
reputation, is at Spitzbergen, from
which point he will make his third at-
tempt to reach the pole, this time by
means of an airship. Solomon Au-
gust Andre sacrificed his life and the
lives of two companions in an effort
to reach the cap of the earth in a bal-
loon.

Practically the whole of arctie ex-
ploratien history has been made with-
fn less than the last 100 years, though
the flist arctic voyage was made as

early as 1500 by a Portuguese na\'l-!

gator in an effort to discover
northwest passage to Indla.
many later voyages were made for the
same purpose the first expedition
made with the idea of reaching the
pole was not made until early In the
last century. Since that time many
lives have been sacrificed In an effort
to conquer the elements of the frozen
north and wring from them the secrets
supposed to lie at the top of the world.
One of the largest expeditions or-
ganized for arctic exploration, and cne
of the most disastrous, was that of
Sir John Franklin, which sailed from
England in 1845, and entered the
arctic regions by the Baflin bay route
in July of that year. No member of |
this party ever returned.

role efforts to send succor to these in- |

trepid explorers, Urged by the tears of
Lady Franklin expedition after expedi- |
tion went into the frozen north in an
effort to relieve, or if too late for
that to learn the fate of Franklin and
his companions, but it was not un-
til 1858 that any definite trace of the
party was found. Franklin's wife had

resolutely refused to give up hope and |

had fitted out several expeditions at
her own expense to searchr for her
missing husband.

Capt. McClintock discovered in King
Willlam’'s Land the remalns and rec-
ords of the lost explorers. All of the
106 members of the party bhad per-
ished of cold and hunger.

Another ill-fated polar expedition
was that fitted out by the New York
Herald, and commanded by Command-
er De Long, of the United States
vavy. The steamer Jeannette sailed
through Behring stralts and became
fce-bound. For two years the kelp-
less vessel drifted with the Ice, the
great pack finally crushing her staunch
hull and forcing the members of the
expedition to take to three small boats,
One of the boats reached a settlement
and obtained relief, another was lost
in a storm and of the third dll but
two of its occupants perished of cold
pnd starvation.

Probably no other name Is so in-
timately associated with arctic ex-
loration as that of Robert E. Peary,
. 8. N., who it is was thought prob-
able has sacrificed his life to the cause
of unraveling the mysteries of the
porth. Since 1886 arctic exploration
tas been practically a hobby with him,
and during the past 20 years he has
made eight voyages to the polar re-
glons for purposes of scientific study
and exploration, giving to the world
more valuable Information tham has
pean secured from any other one
source. It was Lieut. Peary who
proved that Greenland is an island;
pe discovered Independence bay on the
Breenland coast, five degrees farther
porth than any previous authentle dis«
toverles; he crossed the Greenland ice
sap and he gave to the world its first
tnowledge of the Whale Sound Eski-
mos.

Wa:ter Wellman, who heads the
povel alrship expedition, is not a nov-
fce at arctie exploration, as this is
tis third trip into the frozen north.
Che first of these was In 18594 when
40 tried to reach the pole over the
Spitzbergen route by the use of alumi-
pum boats. In May, 1808 he started
e a second voyage, but on this ex.
pedition he met with a painful accl
fent at a time when success seemed
sure, and had to return.
