Nation's Burden Bearer.

Had you ever thought that up­
on the shoulders of the farmers 
rest the burdens of this nation? 
Whether you have or not, ’ tie a 
fact nevertheless. In fixing the 
price on an article the manufact­
urer reckons not only cost of ma­
terial, but labor, interest on mon­
ey invested, taxes, insuranee, 
probable lose by way of bad ac­
counts, cost of selling, and finally, 
profit. The article comes to the 
jobber and he adds on about the 
same items and passes it up to 
the retailer, who in turn adds bis 
mite of cost, consisting of freight 
interest, insurance, taxes, clerk 
hire, eot. With all these tacked 
cn, the article reaches the con­
sumer, who is expected to put up 
and look pleasant. He either 
eats the stuff or wears it out, and 
being the end man in the proces- 
sipn, hjsa jio  ch^oe to gap 
at the other fellow. So that is 
the end of it. Notwithstanding 
the fact that he pays all the taxes, 
interest on borrowed money and 
servant hire for the world, when 
he comes forward and offers the 
product of bis labor in payment 
of these things, the farmer is de­
nied the poor privilege of fixing 
the price at which they are to be 
taken, but it is expected to hum­
ble accept whatever price his be­
neficiaries see fit to allow him.

The Leader does not sorter be­
lieve that this is as it ought to be. 
When coat of living advances, the 
merchant, tradesman, and pro­
fessional people have only to 
raise their prices to meet this 
extra expense, but with the farm­
er and laboring man it’s not such 
an easy matter; the price of their 
products and labor being fixed 
for them by others, they have 
left but the one resource, economy 
Possibly they have already econ­
omized to the point of absolute 
want, but grim necessity knows 
no law, and there’s nothing left 
but to cut a little deeper. The 
already scant wardrobe of wife 
and babes must be curtailed still 
more, and the usual appropriation 
for Santa Claus must be entirely 
eliminated.

This is why the Leader believes 
in the Farmers’ Union and eyery 
other form of labor organization. 
They don’ t always do just what 
we think they ought to do, but in 
the main they are aotnated by 
noble purposes, and their de­
mands are both just and equitabla 
We pray God to speed the day 
when, through these or other 
means, the American farmer and 
laboring mao shall be elevated to 
that position of independent man­
hood commensurate with his high 
and noble calling. — PsarsaU 
Leader.

SOME RECOMMENDATIONS
ASsRted ky Texsx GssS Rsads AxmcIsUss at 

tke Asssal Meetiss la Wscs.

First—That the Texas State 
Roads Association, through its 
President, appoint five members 
to present in person to his excel­
lency, Governor Tom M. Camp­
bell, also to the honorable mem­
bers of the Thirtieth Legislature, 
or to a committee of the Thirtieth 
Legislature appointed for that 
purpose, and urge the recom­
mendation and paseage of suit­
able laws to enforce the action 
of this body.

Sec >nd —That there be created 
the office of State Highway Com­
missioner, who shall be a practi­
cal road builder and civil engi­
neer, competent to advise as to 
manner and material for building 
roads; his duties to be defined 
by legislative action.

Third—That the Legislature 
repeal ths law, abolishing the 
five days labor as now required, 
substituting therefore a road tax 
to be paid in cash.

Fourth—We recommend the 
repeal of the convict contract 
system, and that all available 
convicts and jail prisoners be 
compelled to prepare material 
for roads or work in their actual 
construction, and turthur that 
the system of employing convicts 
in the mechanical and other in­
dustrial departments of the State 
be discontinued, where they 
come in contact and in com­
petition with honest labor.

Fifth—That suitable laws be 
passed carrying out provis>, 
ions of the Constitution, giving 
precincts or special political divis­
ions of any county the right to 
issue bonds for the permanent 
improvements of the public roads 
in that particular county. That 
such law be known at the "Local 
Option Good Roads Law.”

Sixth—That a constitutional 
amendment he submitted to the 
qualified voters for Texas, auth­
orizing the Legislature to make 
approprations for permanent road 
building.

A little study of the combined 
thrift, economy and absolute de­
termination of our naturaliziHl 
citizens not to buy what one can 
not or may not be able to jiay for 
probably will save the American 
from deteriorating mentally and 
nhysically in his abnormal race 
to survive constantly incr(>asiiur 
demands upon his resources.

Evidences of a realization of 
our driving civilization are found 
in the publicity given to uwvous 
breakdowns among those who 
have achieved what we call suc­
cess at the ex|>eDsc of their 
health and very often their lives.
