problem, but a more extended state­
ment has been issued in circular 
form and is now being distributed.

Irrigation and Drainage.— 1, No 
more important subject can engage 
the attention of those charged with 
the duties of government than that 
of providing homes for the people 
With irrigation and drainage vast 
areas may be reclaimcHl from waste 
and made to blussum into homes. 1 
will earne.stly support every legiti­
mate irrigation and drainage enter 
prise, as well as every effort to con­
serve our rapidly depleting natural 
resources.

The Tariff.— 2. With a new dem­
ocratic tariff law in effect, no tariff 
legislation is likely within the next 
few years. However, not wishing 
to evade the subje<‘t, 1 am in favor 
of a tariff for revenue only; levied 
on luxuries rather than ncf'essaries.

The 
people are burdened] with a load of 
ta.\es, and nowhere can we more 
wisely begin the reduction than by 
cutting down the army and the navy 
and trying for international peace.

The liquor Question. 11. I  favor 
the Vaughn bill and other similar 
regulatory measures. Indeed, I be­
lieve the federal government should 
be forbidden to issue liquor licenses.

Finally, I  believe in the utmost 
simplicity and wonomy in the ad­
ministration of the affairs of gov­
ernment.

Washington, April 7.— A t the 
cabinet m eetii^  today, confidential 
reports from official sources in Mex­
ico were received saying the Hnerta 
forces were, concentrating for an at­
tack to retake Torreon. ^"o details 
were g iy.^ , but officials, here look 
fo r anotj[iier,l>attle so^n in- which the 
rebels, will .be; confronted with the 
task o f keeping^the,^vts o f their 
hard fought b^tle. : :

Messages from three separate 
^urcM  in Mexi<^ City, each inde- 
p^den^ o f the other and each con- 
firm atoiy o f the other,^ were receiv- 
^  in El Paso Tuesday by promi­
nent f^d^rai sympathixers and offi­
cials, stating that the federal forces 
coinprising .the recent garrison at 
Torreon had concentrated near Tor­
reon, reinforced by Gens. Maure and 
Maas, and were returning to make 
a .combined assault upon the city. 
This, it was e.xplained, was the rea­
son for the contention in Mexico 
City that Torreon had never been 
taken. I t  was said that when the 
reinforcements failed to reach Gen. 
Velasco, he retired from the city to

itr-t

turn against the city with a much 
larger force than he had for its de­
fense, and for this reason the Mex­
ican war department does not con­
sider the city as taken until anothi r 
battle is fought.

Americans from the front declare 
that Villa's vietory at Tom*on was 
not as great jl-! n*ported in that lie 
did not 8uecee<l in taking many of 
the federals as pri.soners. An .\iner- 
ican who made a careful investiga­
tion of conditions after the buttie, 
rejjorts-that he does not Ixdieve the 
federals lost more than 1000 men in 
the fighting, and that if Vclape*, 
had 500 men in Torreon iluring tIk- 
fighting, he escaped with at lea'i! 
5500 of them, to fight again.

“ Constitutionalist”  officials vi 
diiarez had no news from the from 
today relative to fighting or any 
other condition, so far as they 
would admit.

Monday night advices were re­
ceived. in Washington to the effect 
that the federals had succee<led iii 
getting behind Villa north of Go­
mez Palacio and had cut off his line 
o f communication and had his army 
in a bad way. The report was said 
to have been telegraphed by Ad­
miral Fletcher, of the United States 
fleet at Vera Cruz, and, of course, 
came from federal sources.

cereelelnaed in the home and yet I  
am astoniBhed at the number of 
peracHia l  meet who are ignorant of 
the ao-called 'brown rice,’ which is 
the wh(de grain with the outer 
coats still remaining,” a woman
writes.X

“ Some even arc siirprisi d to learn 
that all o f the white and polished 
rice we buy generally has had its 
outer coats reiitoved an<l has been 
artificially polislued to give i t  a 
shiny and very white appearance. 
In  removing the husks, in which the 
salts are, much of the nutriment 
has been taken from thi; rice.

'•“ The brown ri< e, on the other 
hand, is not artificially polished nor 
whitened, still retaining important 
mineral properties in tlie outer 
coats, and is indeed deliciously 
sweet and flavored hetu r than ordi­
nary rice.

“ A gn*at deal of water is requir­
ed to penetrate and -well the little 
starchy kernel and also for it to he 
changed and made palatable in cook 
iug— in other words, tlu* oiilv true 
cooking for all een ils diould ts* 
very long and slow.
