letter the community in which tli« v 
live. It  is a fact, proven beyond the 
point o f doubt, that no town is hot­
ter than its stores, and it sle-nhl 
not take much argument to <on- 
vince sensible, right-thinking p.M>_ 
pie that good stores are dependent 
upon liberal patronage.

I  seriously doubt i f  the av'er:ii:e 
small-town resident fully appreci­
ates what good, live local mefehants 
mean to him or her personally and 
to the community in general. If 
they did they would consider more 
carefully results that are sure .o 
come from their failure to patron­
ize their local stores.

I once witnessed a manufactur­
er’s salesman endeavoring to sell a 
small town merchant a ĥ igh grade 
line o f goods.

dise would shop in the stores of a 
large city close at hand, even 
though they bought the sun.e brand 
of goods at identically the same 
prices he would ask for them.

This merchant no <louht knew 
what he was talking about, althougb 
it seems a shame to me that sue,b 
conditions should be allowcMl to e\- 
ist. It  only goes to prove that whe- 
an appreciable numlK*r of )H'opi<* 
send or go o'vay for tlic iM tter class 
of merchandise with which to sup­
ply their wants and tmmmIs their lo­
cal merchants will beconu. afraid to 
carry stocks of higlwhis.'s, standard 
lines.

Of course there are instances 
when spccilic brands of articles de­
sired cannot he found in your local 
market, but there are several stand­
ard, well-advertised brands of near­
ly eVery article in common use. and 
it is safe to say that some one or 
more o f your local merchants are 
progressive enough to carry one of 
these brands. It  is also reasonable 
to suppose that when good mer­
chants in the smaller towns become 
convinced that the people in their 
respective trade territories will pat­
ronize them on this elass of mer­
chandise— provided their prices are 
as low as are quoted elsewhere—  
that they will not hesitate to carrv- 
them in stock. This only goes to 
prove that you can he a vital factor 
in the improvement of your local 
stores, which in turn will greatly
benefit vour communitv, thcrcbv • •
making it a more pleasant as well 
as a more profitable pla«e in which 
to live.
