El Paso, April 23, 3 a. m.— It 
has been reported that Carranza, 
the constitutionalist president, has 
wired the Washington authorities 
that if hey fail to remove the 
United States forces from Mexican 
territory that he will at once join 
forces with Huerta and that they 
will move as one body against the 
United States army to clear Mex«̂  
ico of Americans. If this rumor is 
true the war has hardly begun. This 
government will have to recruit 
their land forces. It will require 
200,000 soldiers to overcome Mex­
ico.

To fumigate iin average size 
room, the only utensils needed are 
an old three-gallon scrub biurket 
made of zinc (not wood) and three 
bricks. Secure from the drugstore 
eight or ten ounces of permangante 
)K)tasiuiii and fifteen to twenty 
ounces of formaldehyde. Place the 
bricks in th»* eent(*r of the room on 
cnr|H*t or n«*4»r. and the bucket on 
the bricks, close all windows, pla<‘- 
ing strifis of wet paper over all 
cracks and o|>cnings. Put the per- 
inangantc into a bucket and pour 
the formaldehyde 'over same, leave 
the room at om*c. rlosing the do<»r 
tightly, and do not open the room 
for three hourc.

It is a goixl plan to stretch all 
linen, quilts, etc., on a line in order 
to expose as much surface as pos­
sible to the disinfe<*tant; they 
should not 1n> thrown in a heap. To 
fumigate books sus|>end them hv 
their covers so that the pages will 
fall open and he freely exposed.

If all of the housekeepers in the 
state will follow out these simple 
directions for fumigating, a goo<l 
many <*ases of sickness will he avoid­
ed and it will be just one more way 
in which the spread of tuberculosis 
will he prevented.
