Operate With Silo Owners
Of His Country.

One of the results of the trip of
C. O. Moser to Tovah Valley, dur-
ing his stay here, was that of in-
teresting the people of that section
in dairming and in silo-building. A
spontancous gathering of farmers
assembled at  Balmorhea Sunday
afternoon while Mr. Moser was out
there, and a round-table discussion
was held on diarying and kindred
topics for the course of two hours
or more. Some of the best farmers
of the Golden Valley were present,
and inerest and enthusiasm- were
high. Many expressed their de-
sire to share the co-operative move-
ment fathered by the Pecos Com-
mercial Club for the purchaze of
stock, and some stated that
they would join the proposed Guar-
antors’ Association if their Valley |«
shared ita benefits,

NSol Mayer, one of the leading
citizens of the Valley and of the
Pecos Country, showed hig belief
in the zood business principles of
He stated that
he had each yvear three or four
thousand gteers that he sells as feed-
ers. He is willing to sell these to
the farmers of his section who are
equipped with well-filled silos, at
the price that he would get in the
open market, to take the ‘notes of
the farmers for the principal and to
wait 90 or 120 days for hiz money
when the farmers have put the fat-
tened stuff on the market. So the
idea of co-pperation is growing in
the Pecos Country “hyv leaps and
bounds.” So the horizon of possi-
ble development and prosperity
broadens with the awakening of the
people.

there i= alfalfa pasture and feed.
Experiments have shown that this
silage is worth 85,16 a ton for beef-
feeding  purpo=es. and that it
avorth a great deal more for feeding
dairy cattle. A cubie foot of silage
weighs 62 pounds, | He urged the
farmers to start right in their meth-
ods of handling mi'k. and to make
a good reputation for their section.

As a practical lesson in the value
of purchasing & good bull. he offered
the following statement: Take 50
cows producing an average of 200

pounds of butter-fat  annually.
Breed them to a bull whose four
nearest  ancestors produce 400
pounds. In five vears they will pro-

duce 125 bhullz and 125 heifers. In
ten years the total production from
these 125 heifers will have totaled
125,000 pounds of butter-fat more
than their mothers produc od in that
length of time. This, at 25 cénts a
pound amounts to $31,250. This
does not take into aceunt the in-
creased value f the 125 cows as
breeders on account of their supe-
rior individuality. Neither does it
take into account the value of the
bulls produced as breeders, in case
the original fiftv cows were pure
bred.

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Enterprising Citizens Take Lead in
Putting FeedsCanneries on
Lo“ Cost Basis.

The Pecos Silo Club was organ-
ized here Monday afternoon, W. D.
Cowan, F. W. Johnson and J. G.
Love being the charter members.
This organization = projected for
the sole purpose of encouraging the
building of the best tvpe of silo for
the Pecos Country at the lowest
possible cost of erection and main-
tainance. These gentlemen Mon-
dav afternoon gave C. O. Moser the
first order for one carload consist-
ing of four one hundred-ton silos.
They will be the first of the big
feed canneries to be erected in the
Pecos Countryv, and will be most
interesting to the farmers and cat-
tlemen of the Pecos Country.

In the judgment of those whae
saw the model and heard Mr. Mos-
er’s explanation of its construction
and principles. the silo is of the
most advanced type ever presented
to the people of this section. By
the club plan of purchase and er-
ection too, the farmers are saved
upwards of $125 on each eilo. A
=hert explanaiion of the plan cf
con=truction ana purchase may be
interesting to the reader.

[n the first place the silo is built
of cvpress—“the wood eternal”—
and is not what is known as a stave
silo. An element of its low cost is
the fact that random lengths ma
be used. It iz built of one-by-four
stuff. on a form (or templet) on the
ground where the carpenter may
work to best advantage. The wall
is composed of two layers of the
one-hy-fours, with an insulating
laver of specially prepared felt be-
tween them. The cracks between
the one-hv-fours are alternated so
that the structure is strengthened
and made perfectly water. air, and
acid proof. On the outside of this
another laver of felt iz placed and
a continuous hooping set on a bias
and running without interstice from
bottom to top, is nailed on. The
door-zection, ordinarily the weakest
feature of a silo , is one of the
strongest of this type. It is zig-zag
the door running alternately on ei-
ther side of the iron ladder from
top to bottom, so that every por«
tion of the building is truszed te
the center section, and the distance
between the doors is spanned by
unbroken hooping. Structural en-
gineers have estimated that thig
<vstem has four times the tensile
strength and durability of the irom
hnpm*' ‘

The great saving in the price of
the finished building (for this 1s a
building, and not a barrel) is effect-
ed in several wavs. First, there
are no “middle-men” or traveling
salesmen to call for profits and ex-
penses. The lumber is purchased
direet from the mills 1
Louisianna, and is shipped direct to
the station where the silo is to be
erected. Second. in the purchase
of material, it is not necessary to
have the full (or even half) length
stayes, for random lengths over five
feet may be used, and the cost is
thus greatly reduced at the source
of supply. Third, shipments are
made in carload lots only, at the
lowest freight-rate.  Fourth, the
silos are built on the ground by lo-
cal mechanics on a reasonable ex-
pense  bazis, and every dollar of
which charge remains in the Pecos
country. It is estimated by Mr.
Moser that a 100-ton silo could be
erected here fer very little more
than $300. ;

The Pecos Silo Club, mentioned
above, has purchased the forms,
templets, erecting apparatus, gin-
pole. swinging-stage. etc., necessary
in the manufacture of the silos.
This was done at a cost of $250, in-
cluding the services of an expert in
the work who will come out and
teach a local mechanic the princi-
ples- of erection. It is anticipated
that many other silos of. this t
will be built under the club plan m
the Pecos Country, and it is plan-
ned by the pioneers in the work
to let others share it on an equal
basis with them. It is the s 1r1t of
co-operation made real, and prom-

(E. H. ‘Burritt, head of the Bur-
ritt Department Store of Leroy, N.
Y., is competent to speak on the
value of the weekly newspaper as
an advertising medium because he
regularly carries a three column ad-
vertisement in his local paper, and
it i3 to the judicious use of this
space that he attributes in a large
part the growth and success of his
business. The remarks below were
made at the recent meeting of the
Western New York Newspaper Pub-
lishers’ Association held at Ro-
chester, and his message is of vital
import to other merchants.—Edi-
tor’s Note.)

In a very large measure the fu-
ture of the country merchant will f
be detemined by his ability to grasp
the idea of the great importance of
the right kind of advertising in
such wekly newspapers as may be
available. He has been extremely
slow to see the direction from which
comes his greatest opportunity.
He has wasted vast sums of money
on what he has called advertising,
perhaps feeling that he was helping
build up the town by supporting
the home paper, through its adver-
tising columns, or by considering
that néwspaper advertmng is one
of the most serious evils that has
worked its way into the program of
operating a retail store.

Today vou will find many coun-
try merchants using the same copy
several weeks in succession and
complaining that advertising does
not pay. We believe this is due to
laziness fullv as much as to ignor-
ance. It takes carefully prepared
copy to be worthy of publication
once;
ing.

Neot infrequently vou will see ad-
vertisements that make you think
the author is advertising to make a
reputation for himself by trying to
be funny.- Jokes have their place.
but it is not in the copy that is
written to sell merchandise.

Thoze who appreciate the value
of advertizsing that rings true have
heen ple.mu] with the nation-wide
effort that is being made to stamp
ont untruthful advertising. If von
tell a customer over vour counter,
the absolute truth vear after vear.
he has confidence in you and will
stand by vou in his patronage. This
holds good in vour advertising as
well, and the community will read
your copy az a matter of education
as well as interest to the end that
thev will be better buvers on ac-
count of the truthful information
found week after week. If there
18 ever anv doubt give the public the
benefit. In doing thiz vear after
year you will unconsciously build a
reputation that will stand greater
financial <tress than a reserve bank
account.

— “Why
not plant pecan trees for shade
trees ?” is a very pertinent question
and “Plant Pecan Trees for Shade
Trees” should be the slogan in every
community.
