[other Texas Products to Be Expe­

rimented With to Find 
Food Values.

The Texas Public Health Assoid- 
ation has appointed Dr. L. B. Bibb 
of Austin to secure the co-operation 

[oi other agencies in the State to 
idertake a thorough scientific in­

vestigation by means of research 
and experiment that they may de­
termine the value of cotton seed 
meal as a human food. The follow­
ing board was appointed to devise 
means for carrying on these inves­
tigations: Dr. Bibb, Dr. Gilbert, 
and Dr. Graham, State Medical As­
sociation; Mr. Xewton and Dr. Mar­
garet Holiday, Public Health Asso­
ciation; Dr. Golaz, State Pure Food 
and Drug Department.

Anna E. Richardson of the De­
partment of Domestic Economy of 
the T’niversity of Texas was ap­
pointed by the board to undertake 

Ldefinite investigation and nutri- 
iTtional experiments with th e^ ea l. \ 

During the Christmas holidays. 
Prof. Richardson went East in or­
der that she might acquaint herself 
thoroughly with similar work being 
done in other educational institu-. 
tions. At the North Carolina State 
Agricultural College she found that 
Dr. Withers is making valuable ex­
periments in the', elimination of 
poisonous substancies in cotton seed 
meal. She found great interest in 
the subject among the scientists of 
the East, where she received many 
valuable suggestions. Among those 
visited and consulted on her trip 
through the East, are: Dr. Henry 

'^'herman. Professor ot Food Chem­
istry, Columbia T^jiiversitv: Dr. 
Mendel of Yale; Dr. Osborne of 
Connecticut Agricultural Station;' 
and Dr. Taingworth. rhi(*f of Xu- 
tritional Investigation. Department 
of Agriculture. Washington, D. C.

Concerning the results of her' 
trip. Prof. Richardson says; “I was

much gnjtified and encouraged 
over the I interest I found every­
where in t he work we are to under­
take, also in the hearty proffers of 
assistance and advice from the va­
rious scientists with whom I oon- 
sulted. All expressed their gratifi­
cation that the university was to 
undertake these experiments, and 
seemed to feel that in view of the 
fact that Texas is such a great cot­
ton producing state, it is most fit­
ting that these experiments, should 
be conducted here.”

While ia New York, Prof. Rich­
ardson sec ured the services of Miss 
Helen Green (B. A., Vassar, M. A., 
Columbia), who will in the capacity 
of research worker, take charge of 
the laboratory work relating to 
these experiments.

Without r^igation, not much 
good will resilt from the use of 
commercial fertilizer, when the an­
nual average Rainfall is below 35 
inches. It is to t  only that it does 
not “take holdr as the farmers sav. 
under drouthy conditions, but it 
often “fireV  ̂ Ihe soil and ‘burns” 
the crops. ,

Tlie best fetrilizer for the fann­
er where rainnilT is shv, unless be 
irrigates, is orhanic matter ])lowed 
under, and the] best form of this is 
lot manure; the next be t̂ being 
such leguminous crops as cowpeas, 

Ih e clovers, ett|.
Even the fajnner in regions of 

45 to 50 inches rainfall will, gen­
erally speaking, get more gopd 
from commercial fertilizer if his 
soil is full of humas, as result of 
rotting organic matter.

The Mrv” farmer get.s double 
benefit from the plowing into his 
soil of lot msnure an(l nitrogen 
gathering plants. He gets the fer- 
tiliiing effect as well as the mois­
ture-holding effect of the resulting 
humas.

Naturally, ti e dryer the condi­
tions, the slower will plowed under 
organic matter resolve itself into 
humas. And'in sections where, as 
Rway-out-west farmer expressed his 
situation: “It takes years to rot a 
plowed under cr>mstalk”— well, his 
section is mere v too »lrv for “dry 
farming.”— R. Claridge. .Vgri-
oultural Agent 
Longview.

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“I have been reading with a good 
deal ofv interest your articles on di­
versification/* writes 0 . L. Black­
ford of Denison, to the Texas In­
dustrial Congress, “and I approve 
of yonr advise to the farmers to 
raise more horses. ADVwhere a 
man car raise a colt or two, if he 
will only take care of them and 
raise the right kind. A colt or 

,two, a calf or two, and a few pigs 
will keep an ordinary farmer.

“One of the first gleams of hope 
in the recent depression following 
the failure of the cotton . market 
came through the presence of Eng­
lish and French officers buying 
horses in the big markets of the 
state. The farmers found that if 

•they were unable to market their 
cotton at a satisfactory price th#*y 
could sell their horse?, if they were 
good, at prices that would pay them 
big profits.

“Just here it may be prudent to 
remark that all horses are not m 
the same'demand for war purj>oscs.

“Col. W. E. Wilder, commanding 
officer at Fort Meyer, says that the 
cavalry horses used abroad arc »-f a 
heavier type than those required in 
the American army since the cuiras-- 
siers and other cavalry men abroad 
are so much more heavily equipped 
than our cavalry. The ideal bourse 
is about 15.2, and must have speed, 
endurance and poise, hut, of course, 
the one great factor which is of 
absolute necessity is stamina. The 
heavy, slow, hair heeled animal is 
certainly not to he compared with 
ti e lean animal which comes from 
the thoroughbred pure, or from the 
thoroughbred cross, whose muscu­
lar development, stamina, and 
sneed are far beyoud his lethargic 
lival. This type of thoroughbred 
has a good digestion which is the 
most important factor. It must he 
evident to everyone that the de­
mand for horses'" in the pre- ênt 
Eu."opean war will make t ’nmi e.\- 
pensive, and that this is a time 
when all who are int».TOstcd in 
horses should breed them. It 
would seem to me an opportunity 
for the revival of racing and the 
breeding of thoroughbreds.

“Brig. Gen. E. A. Garlington, in­
spector general of the United 
States army, has said there is at 
present a great scarcity of fine 
cavalry horses for service. Th-e 
best type of cavalrv’ mount is the 
half-bred horse for the trooper and 
a three-fourths or seven-eighths for 
the officer, and the horse must have 
breeding, stamina enough to go 
through any kind of countr\'. 'Phis 
is a particularly good time to foster 
in the minds of everyone the desire 
to breed good horses as in three 
years* time, or before, horses will 
be'in great demand and at a prem­
ium. I make the prophecy if the 
European war lasts twelve months 
thev will he .so high that the own- 
ershiy) of one will l>eacce})ted as a 
sign of wealth. The ban on horse 
racing, that is. running races, and 
the decline of harness racing, forc- 
e<l a good many breeders out of 
business and sent some of the best 
?tuds abroad. A horse is not much 
good for any kind of work unless 
he has some thoroughbred blood in 
him. and when the thoroughbred, 
or running horse, and the standard 
bred* or trotting horse, are blend­
ed in varving proportions the most 
useful horse in the world is pro­
duced. Though the number of

“Horse ^ r ta lity  in war is high. 
It is said tin t one-half of all horses 
in the Gernan army were destroy­
ed or won I out when the German 
advance reached high-water mark 
S^jtember 6. An, idea of the use 
of horses may be gained from the 
fact that Ikigland in the first call 
took 74,000 for all artillery and 
wagon trains and 56,000 for cal- 
vap*, whic i 13 going to make the 
price for horses in the United 
States mu( h higher than it is now.

“I am tiying to interest farmers 
and the public generally in breed­
ing more thoroughbred horses in 
this country, first, be<*ause if you 
get a good one he is worth so much 
more than any other horse bred; 
next, if he is a failure a.4 a raceer, 
there is a good demand at all times 
at good prices for the good-sized 
thorough-bred for cross-cauntry 
purposes, is a saddle animal, or if 
small, as a yiolo pony, and last as a 
hor.-ie for Ihe army.

PT.ANN*r LEGUME CROPS OX 
EVERY POSSIBLE ACRE

This is a year when every acre 
yiofesible should be planted to a soil- 
building (jrop of some kind. Feeds 
are high-priced and so are fertiliz­
ers, and ihe man who grows these 
instead ot buying them will lx* lay­
ing' the fiirniest kind of foundation 
for a futhre prosperity.

One of the mark.s of the success­
ful farmer is the ability to produce 
to the maiximum possible extent the 
crops tha feeil the land, the family 
and the ivestock; on the other j 
hand, th( mark of the mortgage-; 
covered firm is generally a ruinous 
adherence to a one-crop system 
that forglL-ts that fat stock and an 
ample living for the family should 
be the |)yimary considerations.

Ijet’s .'ire where we can u.se the 
soil-building crops) to advantage: 
First; thdre come the oat and wheat 
fields, where the crops will he har­
vested in May and June. The man 
who fail; to have a crop of, pea.s, 
beans or clover after his crop  ̂ of 
.xmall grain is simply neglecting the 
biggest û urce of profit, for the 
feed am soil fertility that .,come 
from .sui h crops often mean more 
per acre than the grain crop.-

Then not a single acre of corn 
should 1 r laid by without having 
peas sowb) itt the nuddh-s, or in the 
.southern jcirt of the cotton belt 
velvet hi ans may Im* planted about 
the rime- the corn is planted, or 
ju-r aft'-r. A corn field without 
peas. Ixans or peanuts for fsoil- 
building and fall and winter feeil is 
seldom ridurning mpre than one-, 
half the net pnJit that it should.

Then this fall, frrtm seed saved 
during the next two months, every 
cotton M i d d l e  should he seeded to 
clover or vetch. Read our articles 
in this iesue and last week’s on sav­
ing clov ;*r seed, and prepare noĵ ' to 
make soil-building one of vour most 
importa it jobs.

Plantj the legumes everywhere 
this ye^ . If you have the .seed, so 
much tfe  better; but if hecesaary, 
buy them, for you will find few in- 
vestmer ts more profitable. Then 
next fall, whether cotton bo low or 
high in price, you will be largely 
independent, because you ill have 
plenty of food and feed crops and 
will ha'e materially cut your fer­
tilizer hill for the following year.

AUTOLOADING 
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Of late years nothing is more 
common in the discussion of the 
problems of agriculture than to as­
sert that the output of farms must 
be increased, and the following an­
swer is just as common: “That is 
folly for alread we produce so much 
that we cannot sell our crops at a 
profit. What we need is to de­
crease our output.”

“This answer,” says Dr. Ticwis 
II. Haney, Professor of Economies 
in the TTniversity of Texas, “can be 
thoroughly refuted. In the first 
place, what is meant by an increas­
ed output is not necessarily an in­
creased acreage of cotton or any 
other single crop. What is meant 
is an increased net output of all 
crops for a (Hinsiderahle perio<l of 
time. This statement is so packed 
full of meaning that we must ana­
lyze it carefully if we would find 
the truth.

“By ‘net output’ is meant the 
difference between the total money 
taken in and the ex|>cnses properly 
chargeable against the vrops; and 
this net amount may he increased 
in three ways: either by producing 
the same amount of crops more 
cheaply, or by selling them at high­
er prices, or by selling more of 
them. Most emphatically it does 
not ne<*cssarily mean an increased 
nereagi*. The greatest sinaJe prob­
lem of the Texas farmer fodny, in 
so far as prorliietion is concerned, is 
to realize that the vain of^fb* land 
has so inerea.sed that he mnsj get a 
larger net return from it or gA\e up 
its use,., When land values goes up 
it should l>e an expression of the 
fact that the yield of the invest­
ment in the land has increased: 
and. unless the annual net income 
from the land is actually net in 
come will 1m» hut a small and a de­
creasing ]>er cent of the value of 
the land. Then the owner of the 
land wakes up and sees that instead 
of getting S or 10 |K>r cent on the 
valu<' of his investment in land, he 
is getting":! or 4 'per cent. He is 
‘losing money/

“If he is himself farming the 
land, ho must try to make the in­
vestment pay by getting an in­
creased net return. If he is a land­
lord, he must ‘pass the buck’ to the’ 
tenant, and tenants sometimes help 
him out hy competing for the land. 
This is a large part of the present 
tenant problem in Texas, a fact 
which makes it clear,' surely, that 
an inerea.sed net output of farms is 
fundamental to a solution of the 
problem. ' i '

“Of course, there alterna­
tive. and that is a se '^ e  readju.st- 
ment of land valuAis. Xo doubt, 
some of our farms are like factories 
whose stfM-k is watered and whose 
values are inflated and ‘s|H*eula- 
tive’: hut not all. One way to 
handle the problem is to proceed as 
though all our farm values were in- 
flateil and to wring the water of in­
flation out hv the heroic means of 
cutting values—giving up the stnig- 
gle for efficiency, and admitting 
that the yield net is as large as pos­
sible. But most unbiased men will 
agree that the net vield of the av- 
erage Texas farm is so low that 
it seems the part of wisdom to ad­
just matters by increa.sing the net 
income so as to make it a fair re­
turn on the existing values. Some 
inflated values have already been 
punctured. Now the problem be­
fore us is one of rhaking out net 
incomes, our net output, fit the 
value of our lands.

“.\s already suggested, one way 
to do this is to decrease the ex­
pense p«*r unit of output, as by bet­
ter rotation and better marketing 
and credit. Another way is to in- 
erea.se the output for a given ex- 
pen.se, and this must mean more 
forag and grain crops and live­
stock. Must is a strong word: but 
it is warrantcxl by the experience of 
the last few years. In the low 
prices of 1011, and now again in 
1014. we learn that the ‘law of sup- 
])ly and demand’ does not mean 
that pri<cs will var>' by the same 
amount a.s the supply, but may sink 
far more than the supply rises. 
Prices merely move in the opposite 
direction from supply, but how 
much they will move wc can hardly 
tell. We do know that for the 
present it is not wise to increase 
hirther the output of cotton. It 
follows, therefore, that, as we must 
increa.se the net yield, we must do 
so through other crops than cot­
ton.”

Dr. Haney does not think that 
cotton will not always he our chief

crop; but he does believe that tak­
ing one year with another the Tex­
as farmer will make a larger net re­
turn over a five year period by di­
versifying. Though th return in 
any one year may not be so great as 
if he raised nothing but cotton, he 
will he insured against the inevit­
able had years that come through 
ovcrprotluctiou or crop failure.
