& money crop and for feeding on
the farm, makes it especially de-
sirable in the cropping system of
some parts of the cotton belt. The
commercial value of the crop in-
creased from $7,270,515 in 1899 to
$18,271,929 in 1909, and the in-
crease since 1909 has been even
greater than before that year.
These figures do not represent the
full value of the crop, for they
do not take into account thousands
of acres of peanuts grown for hog-
feeding purposes.

The production of peanuts for
stock food offers at the present
time the greatest opportunity for
increasing the acreage, as a few
acres coudl be grown profitably for
feed on nearly every farm in the
cotton belt. The peanut is one of
the best hog foods that can be pro-
duced, and it is also valuable for
cattle, horses, and mules. Poor
goil can be improved very rapidly
by growing peanuts for hog-feed-
ing purposes, especially if the hogs
are turned into the field @nd al-
lawed to gather the nuts for them-
selves. Even if the nuts are har-
vested and fed to live stock, the
-g0il will be improved if all the ma-
nure if returned to the land.

PREPARATION OF THE SOIL
