Constitutional Amendment For
tcee in Need.—An Ad
dr>.s to the Peuple.

Recommending the adoption by

the people at the election on July
24th, this year of the house joint
resolution No. 9 by Metealfe, a-
mending the Constitution so as to
allow counties the local option right
to hold elections and determine
whether a Students’ Loan Fund
ghall be established or not.

The necessary and beneficient
purpose of this amnedment is to
aid those of our young people who
need finaneial help to acqquirt an
education.

When adopted the effects of this
amendment will be:

1. To allow citizens of any coun-
ty the local gelf-governing privilege
to establish a perpetual publie stu-
dents’ Loan Fund. Tt is purely a
local option measure, the citizens
of each county will decide for them-
selves at a county election as to
whether or not the fund shall be
established in that county.,

2. Deserving students who need
financial assistance to zlvqllirv an
edueation will borrow and repay
the funds: thus using and making
permanent this public benefaction
for those most in need.

3. Thousands of young people
npw without means to become edu-
cater men and women iwll fill the
schools with paying students, whom
knowledgze will bless and develop in-
to valuable citizens.

4. 'This henefaction iwll
the needy ones who deserve assist-
ance but are =o ('ullﬁlam!l_\’ neglect-
ed and forgotten.
