What came near being a repeti­

tion of the horrible catastroph of 

September 8, 1900, Mas averted on­

ly by the sturdy sea-wall that now 

protects the City of Galveston. It 

r an be truly said that the builders

of this wall done their work well, 

for, had it been defective in any 

M'ay. the toll of life, in the opinion 

of many would have been greater 

than that of fifteen yars ago. ?

Time after time did the hurri­

cane M'imls da.sh the mouiitanous 

uaves against the wall but after the 

combat of nature against the work

of man's hands, the Msives lacked 
the death-rush, and only succeeded 
in flooding the lower end of the 
city, undermiqiing the light and 
telegraph systems, leaving the city 
in darkness, and severed from com- 
munuation with the rest of the 
M’orld.

There is no doubt that suffering 

from lack of food and exposure will

be in evidence, but, in comparison 
with the storm of 1900, this situa­
tion Mill seem insignificant. All 
reports so far are of an unconfirm­
ed nature, and if any semblance of 
truth attaches to them, the suffer­
ing and loss of life and property in 
other toM'n and cities Mill total far 
in excess to that of Galveston.

The storm extended over the en 
tire southeastern portion of Texas, 
and its force felt far into the in 
land tOMiLs. At Houston, the dam­
age to property,alone i.- estimated 
at $5,000,000.

Every a .̂' îstancc is being tender­
ed the stricken cities, and, as the 
force of the storm is uom- spent, 
it Mill n«)i bv long until the exact 
extent of the damage. t»» life ami 
property, will be known. At pres­
ent. no faith can U' |>laced in rit- 
mofs that alamnd.

THE BUSINESS SIT­
UATION REVIVED.

Most femarkable hag been the re- 
corery in general businesg during 
the year in which the European war 
has been in progress. When it is
recalled that a year ago financial 
tod  -commercial ^conditions were 
chaotic to express it mildly, the 
wonderful recuperation that has 
taken place in twelve months will 
be the more appreciated. This 
great progress has been made des­
pite the increasing tumultuoug })er- 
iods experiencetl throughout all of 
Europe. It may be said that thi.s 
improvement is owing to the large 
war orders that are being placed bv 
the belligerent countries. 'Phis is 
true only to a certain extent st) far 
as the United Slates is concerned. 
I t  is estimated that twenty to ‘3") 
per cent o f the busine.^s handled hv 
the leading steel companies of this 
country consists of war orders. It 
is gratifying to km>w that domestic 
demand is steadily increasing. The 
prices, moreover, of steel products 
are ascending and profits are on the 
increase accordingly. I'^lturo re­
ports of the steel comj)anies are 
likelv to n^ect unusual prosj>erity.

‘ The fact that the common stock of 
the United States Steel Cor|>oration 
now paying no dividends, is indica- 
tire  o f the optimism that now pre- 
Tails in regard to this industry.

Commodity prices generally are 
mdvancing, which indicates a much 
more active situation. Labor is 
becoming scarcer^ and wages have 
been increased. So further evi­
dence of the general business ex­
pansion is seen in the larger bank 
clearances. Railroad earning? are 
more than they have been for a long 
time. Monthly reports show grat­
ifying gross receipts with a substan­
tial increase over periods of the last 
Tear.
