STATE TO SELL ONE
MILLION ACRES.

Great Tracts of Land in West Tex-
as Counties to Be Sold On
SEPTEMBER 1.

Approximately 1,000,000 acres of
state land will be placed on the
market September 1. The list of
land, giving the location has been
issued by J. T. Robison, commis-
sioner of the general land office.
The land is situated in the coun-
ties of Andrews, Bandera, Brew-|
ster, Crockett, Culberson, Dallam, |
Ector, Edwards, El Paso, Gray,!
Kerr, Kimble, Hartley, Loving,|
Marion, Hutchinson, Jack, Jeff Da-|
vis, Kinney, Haskell, Montague,|
Motlev, Newton, Pecos, Starr, Sut-|
ton, Taylor, Terrell, Travis, Tvler, |
Reeves, Polk, Presidio, Randall,
Real, Upton, Uvalde, Val Verde.
Walker, Ward, Webh, Wilberger, |
Willacy, Winkler, Wise, and Zapata.

In order to stimulate the sale of
lands zituated in certain counties|
and classified as rough lands, the
last’ legislature amended the land|
laws so as to provide that such lands |
mav he sold without the condition
of actual settlement, *

It is plainly stated, however, by |
the state that this land is unfit for
rezidence, bheing rockv and moun-
tainous. The law remains the same
as to land for agricultural purposes. |
the period of actual settlement be-
ing three vears. The maximum
amount of land that can be pur-|
shaced hv one parson is eight sec-
tions of 640 acres each. One-tenth
of the purchase price is pavable in
cash and the balance in 40 years,|
with 5 per cent interest.

Success in infant feeding
depends upon giving the baby a
food that 1t can digest and foom
hich it can obtain nourishment in
proper amounts and at correct in-
tervals.

No baby a month old should be
fed more often than everv three
hours (six feedings a day), and
grom six months on no more than
everv four hours (five -feedings =
day). Feeding between 10 p. m.
and & a. m. should be climinated
during the first month.

The amount of food that should
be given to a baby depends on the
size and appetite.

each successive month, until the
sichth month, one ounc~ more than
the number of months-to his age:
