PASTEURIZING MILK AT HOME.

. A simple method for pasteuriz-
ing milk is to place the bottle or

lother vessel containing the milk
inside any convenient metal vessel
water to be poured into the latter
antil it reaches the level of the
‘milk. The bottle holding the milk
are to be plugged with absorbent
11m other clean cotton.

- The apparatus is heated until the
degree of 145 or 150 Fahrenheit is
reached. Find this out bl using a
dairv thermometer. Then take the
vessel from the fire and cover tight-
v leaving the milk in the hot water
for half an hour. Then cool the
milk quickly, in a way any house-
keeper knows about, that of adding
cool water gradually to the hot un-
til all cold mav be added without
danger of cracking the hoftles hold-
ing the milk. Keep this milk in a
cool place and it will be safe for
an infants use for the next twenty-
four hours.

§ltering milk through disks of ab-
gorbent cotton when the purity is
doubtful.
