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N ew  PrairiQ  D og  Law  
Enacted by the Legislature.

Be it enacted by the Legislature 
of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That prairie dogs^re 
hereby declared to be a public nui­
sance, and the owners of lands in 
any county in the state upon which 
prairie dogs exist shall, within two 
years from the date this act takes 
effect, kill, or caused to he killed, 
all dogs on lands so owned by them.

Section 2. I t  is hereby made the 
duty of the county commissioners 
of any county in which prairie dogs 
exist, to investigate and determine 
whether owners of lands in their 
respective commissioners* precincts 
have complied with the provisions 
of Section 1 of this Act, and i f  any 
such land owners have failed or 
refused to destroy the prairie dogs 
in their land, it shall he the duty 
of said commissioner to immediate­
ly notify the sheriff of his county 
of such failure and the name, post- 
office address of such owner, or his 
agent and said sheriff shall immed­
iately mail, by registered mail, a 
notice to the said owner, or his 
agent, that if ho shall fail, within 
thirty days of he mailing of this 
notice hv sheriff, to comply with the 
terms of Section 1 of this Act, that 
the sheriff shall proceed to destroy 
all prairie dogs on the land.

Section .1. A fter the failure of 
any owner to comply with the pro­
visions of Section 1 of this Act and 
the tcrpis of Section 2 hereof have 
been performed and said owner has 
not within the time provided for in 
Section 2. destroyed said prairie 
dogs, it shall ho the duty of the 
sheriff to immcdintelv proceed all 
the dogs on said land of said own­
er, and to use the praefical and e- 
conomic methods in general use. 
And he shall report his aetion . to­
gether with an itemitized Vnll of ex­
penses, under oath, to the first term 
of the commissioners’ court of the 
county, which court shall examine 
said report, and account, and if it 
is found correct knd reasonable, 
shall allow and cause the same to 
he paid, and, by its order duly en­
tered assess said amount against the 
said owner and enter same as a lien 
against his land. It being provid­
ed. however, that the commission­
ers’ court may conrjiensate the sher­
iff in the sum of not exceeding five 
dollars ($5.00) per day for each and 
every day lie sheriff shall have per­
formed actual services in the mat­
ter of supervising tho destruction 
of said prairie dogs.

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The. Teeth-T-heIr Proper Care
The Texas State Dental Associa­

tion iasnes this leaflet because this 

matter is so closely related to the 

health and wdfare.

Bad effects of diseased teeth:—  
The work which the teeth and the 
mouth should do is a very impor­
tant part of the work of fitiing the 
food for the nourishment of the 
body. Aside from the desirability 
of reducing the .food to minute 
particles, a sufficient prolongation 
of the act of chewing is necessary 
so that the finely ground food may 
rery thoroughly be mixed with the 
saliva. One important'function of 
the saliva is to change the starchy 
elements of the food into maltose, 
a kind of sugar. Unless it is so 
changed, it is not made available 
for the nourishment of the body. 
Tf the diseased teeth are so and 
tender, chewing will not be well 
done; i f  many are absent, it- cannot 
be properly done, and indigestion 
and its attendant ills may result.

But that is not the whole story 
of the evil results of having bad 
teeth. Bacteria of dangerous dis­
ease-producing character are often 
found in the mouth. I f  they find 
there a lod^i^ent, the multiply and 
produce their poisons." In the cav­
ities of diseased teeth and about 
the tartar that adheres to the teeth 
they do find lodgement where they 
generate thir poisons in abundance. 
They not only give the mouth a foul 
odor, but the poisons which these 
bacteria form are absorbed into the 
svstem from the mouth and from 
the stomach and the bacteria them­
selves often penetrate farther into 
the tissues of the mouth or are dis­
tributed through the circulation of 
the blood. The experience of phy­
sicians and dentists has forcibly 
focused their attention upon the 
fact that this gradual absorption 
of poisons from diseased teeth—  
this slow  ̂poisoning— is a frequent 
cause o f ill-health -of serious char­
acter and that in most cases there 
is a rapid improvement in health 
after the teeth and mouth are put 
in a more healthvcondition.

Again, diseases of the teeth often 
extend to the gums and jaws, and 
from those new sources there is sent 
out other purulent supplies, with 
their accompanying bacteria. While 
this is only a partial enumeration 
of the ills of diseased teeth, it 

Vhould suffice to emphasize the fact 
that a healthy mouth filled with 
sound teeth is well worth working 
for.

The growing o f good sets of 
Teeth.— This is in good part work 
for the mothers. Foundations for 
them are made or marred to some 
e.vtent bv the food the children re­
ceive. But, aside from the ques­
tion of nourishment for the teeth, 
there is a question of their proper

development and healthful main-, 
tenance and the tiaeuee into which 
they are set as o f any other part of 
the body. Exercise ia juat as ne­
cessary to the proper development 
of the teeth. But, in these days of 
breakfast foods and mush, there is 
a superabundance of soft food and 
not enough requiring vigorous 
cheewing so.the teeth, the jaws and 
the mouth fail to develop properly 
and to maintain their normal con­
dition, thus unsightly irregularities 
of the teeth result. There is rea­
son to believe that the evil effect 
of insufficient chewing, extends ev­
en to the anterior and posterior na­
sal passages and may have some­
thing to do with the presence of 
troublesome adenoid growths which 
are ^ te n  the cause of mental back­
wardness in children.
' The Temporary Teeth.-It should 

not be though that, because the tern 
porary teeth are not to last for a 
lifetime it makes little difference 
whether they are well cared for or 
not. I f  they are extracted or lost 
prematurely the adult jaws do not 
properly develop and the perma­
nent teeth are likely to be crowded 
and i regular, thus being unsightly 
and subject to early decay.

The Cause of the I joss of Teeth. 
— Hereditary and parental infiu- 
ences have something to do with 
the durability of the teeth as doe^ 
the food of the child during the 
formative period of the temporary 
and permanent sets. But the ex­
citing cause is chemical action due 
to faulty care of the mouth.and the 
teeth. Partcles of food remaining 
on or between the teeth ferment or 
decompose and for acids. ITiesc 
acid*,, acting pretty contiriuously, 
in badlv care for mouths dissolve 
the structure of the teeth, and af­
ter n while the nerve pub-) is ex­
posed. and then follows the full 
train of symptoms, pain, abscesses, 
los.« of teeth, etc.

Kor the want of care the teeth 
may also be lost by the aocumiila- 
tic.ri of tartar and the resulting in- 
fiammation of the gums and ab­
sorption of the sockets of the teeth. 
The teeth mav also be injuied t»\ 
the use of foods which contain tco 
much acid, or by injurions tooth 
prepnrations.

How to Care for the Teeth.—  
From earlv Childhood the halnt 
should be formed of giving the teeth 
regiilar attention. With a .suita­
ble tooth brush, water, pure soap, 
and precipitated chalk the teeth 
should he cleansed carefully and 
thoroughly.

A small brush with the bristles 
of uneven length is best. Brush 
the teeth and gums inside and out­
side, up and down. Pass waxed

Now the pendulum is swinging 
back again, and one is glad to see 
that even the most advanced of the 
girls’ tichools include housewifery in 
its accomplishments. It is perfectly 
ea.sy to be studious and thoroughly 
well educated, to have a good work­
ing knowledge of the arts tnd the 
sciences, to know the languages and 
history and yet be unable to handle 
a needle or cook dinner.

So many quite young girls are in­
clined to think thw impossible. In 
fact they feel that floury hands and

tecting on these surfaces. The 
teeth should be brushed’ before the 
breakfast and after each meal. 
There ia reason to be shy of the 
tooth preparations on the market, 
as many of them are injurious to 
the teeth. A pure soap and preci- 
pated chalk are sufficient and safe, 
besides costing much less.

When to Visit the Dentist.— Do 
not wait* until filling or extraction 
is necessary. Arrange with him to 
examine your teeth at least twice 
a year and advise yon. It is better 
and cheaper for you to enlist his 
services in the prevention of trou­
ble rather than to await and give 
him the larger operations which 
will be harder for you and cost a 
good deal more.

Department of Specialists Work 
Ont Plan For Utilising Sur­
plus Watermelons—  Pro­

duce Fine Syrup

A delicious table syrup can be 
made from watermelons and it af­
fords the farmer, according to the 
fruit-juice specialists of the depart­
ment, a convenient means of using 
surplus watermelons which other­
wise would be allowed to spoil on 
the farm. Such syru'ps have been 
made by farmers in a small way 
in variouse parts of the south, and 
the department endeavored to work 
out extract methods of making it 
as a possible by-product from sur­
plus melons. The syrup can be 
used immediately or can be bottled 
hot in sterilized jars and kept just 
as is done in the canning of fruit.
It is reddish brown n color, very 
sweet and well-flavored, and it will 
serve <or most of the purposes for 
which syrup is used in the home.
It has been tried with satisfactory 
results in the making of ginger and 
other cakes, home-made cgpdfies, 
and as a sweetening and flavoring 
inc cream.

As the specialists point out, that 
while the juice o f commercial wa­
termelons, such as the “ Tom Wat­
son,”  contain on an average of on­
ly about 7 per cent of sugar, or less 
than many other fruit juices, the 
ease with which the juice can be 
pres.ied out partly offsets the low 
su ^r ^content. The method de­
scribed below calls only for utensils 
found in every household.

Remove the pink flesh and seeds 
from the rind of sweet, fully ripe 
melons. Crush the flesh with a po­
tato masher or by running it thru 
a meat chopper. Place the crushed 
pulp and seed in a cloth bag and 
squeeze out the juice, which flows 
out readily. .\bout five-sixths of 
the pulp will squeeze out as juice. 
About, 13 gallons of the juice will 
make one gallon of syrup. This} 
amount of juice can'ordinarily bej 
secured from wutcrmelou.s weighing 
from 2? to 25 pounds each.

The juice is then Iniiled down to 
a syrup in an ordinary preserving 
kettle. The juice boils without 
much foaming until it begins to 
thicken, when the fire should be' 
slackened to prevent foaming and 
burning. The red coloring matter 
in the juice coagulates during the 
boiling, and a part of it rises to 
the surface where it can be removed 
hv skimming. The remainder of 
it floats alM)ut in the juice forming 
red particles which gather near the 
top. Toward the last of the boil­
ing the syrup must be watched con­
stantly. I f  the housewife has a 
candy thermometer she should take 
the syrup from the fire as soon as 
it reaches a temperature of 220 de­
grees Fahrenheit, otherwise she 
should let it cook until a small 
sample on cooling is about as thick 
as maple syrup.

When the boiling has finished, 
the syrup can be set aside to cool in 
covered vessels or can be poured 
while hot into cons or glass contain­
ers and sealed.

Where a cider press is available 
the melons can be cut into pieces 
and arranged on the press so that 
the pressure will extract the juice! 
of the pulp before it presses the; 
rind. The juice of the rind is notj 
so rich in sugar, and e.xperiments j 
with rind juice alone indicate that! 
it is not suitable for syrup. j

Tf it is derired to make syrup freei 
from red particle.s, start the synip. 
boiling, and when some of the ra-i 
agnlntod matter has been remove l| 
by skimminng. transfer the juice to' 
tall glass jars or other tall retainers j 
and allow it to settle for a few hours ; 
This allows the red partieles to set-| 
tie to the bottom. The upper part 
of the juiec ean then be poured off 
and boiled into symp. j

DIET OF THE

Most of our ideas of diet have 
been handed doa*n from gen»'ration 
to generation. OeasHionally inaga- 
line writers' either ‘-faddisU/* took 
or {diysieians, have tried to reform 
the country in >;,.neral. Medical 
mn;jazine« and text hooks, a hound­
ing: in scientili'* material, have at­
tempted the instruction of phvai- 
cians. Yet. in spite of these *at- 

jtem|)ts |>eople at lar>re enntinue to 
: eat what their mothers and fathers 

have always eaten— namely, those 
things which taste Ix'st. and which 
can be most easilv ohtainned and 
prepared, with no thoii;jht whatever 
as to their desirability ns fo«Kl,

When one eonsidors that from 3 
to 8 per cent of our school children 
are improperly nourisheil, and that 
from 20 to 30 per rent are deeidedlv 
below the phvsieal standard, it is 
obrions that knowledge of the real 
cause o f this impairment of health 
should be more thoroughly dissem­
inated. Insufficient fresh air and 
lack of sleep are certainly import­
ant factors; but improper fr>od is 
the most important. We all know 
how surely poor nutrition predis­
poses to illness and thus indirectly 
to death. The importance of infor­
mation concerning good foo<l and 
proper feeding is therefore most 
evident.

By “ good”  food we mean not on 
ly enough to eat, but food of good 
quality, well cookeil, to which noth­
ing harmful has l>eeii added. Prop 
er feeding implies careful masti­
cation, regularity in meals and the 
avoidance of reliance upon one vari­
ety of food to exi ess.

To supplement giKxl feeding it 
is nect'ssarv to have a g<K)d appetite 
and the digestive organs must be 
working properly. It may lie ne­
cessary to sci'ure these normal con­
ditions l»y correcting anemia wit)i 
iron and fresh air. By improving 
breathing with the removal of dis­
eased tonsils or obstructing adenoids 
by treating or al>stracting decayed 
teeth and by avoiding late hours. 
When a child has a poor appetite, 
it is always an indi(*ationthat some­
thing is wrong; that somewhere in 
its economy there is an abnormal 
condition re<juiring attention.

Only a relatively small number of 
parents are financi«tl)y unable to 
provide properly for their families, 
and the majority of these families 
are assisted by private or public 
charities. Some children are real­
ly starving liecause of their par­
ent’s craving for alcoholic drinks, 
the purchase of which soon depletes 
n scanty purse. It is for the fu­
ture to work out a practical way 
for helping these unfortunates.

The majority of improper feed­
ing of children can very properly he 
attributed to ignorance of food val­
ues, and ignorance of proper food 
preparation. T>*t me briefly con­
sider some of the more common er­
rors that parents make in regard to 
the feeding of their children.

Among all classes of people over- 
indulgence in the use of confection­
ery and pastry' is a most common 
fault. Children easily ac<|uire a 
liking for sweet.s and parents, rola- 
tives and friends continue to in­
dulge them in this ta>te. ^fost of 
the healthy children can, with im­
punity, eat sugar in moderately a- 
mounts, and for a time at loasi a 
good mnnv children can consume 
onsiderahle quantities of eonfer- 

tionerv without any real harm. 
.\s a general rule, however, excess­
ive eating of sweets is one of the 
most potent caiwes of gastric di«- 
turhanees. This is essentially true 
when cheap randies, often contain­
ing mildly poisonous ingredients, 
are used. and. especially when such 
candies are eaten on an empty 
stomach. Overimlnlgcnee in these 
sweets i.s usually necompanied l»v ir­
regularity in eating. Children I 
should have regular meals, and eat­
ing between meals should be dis­
couraged. A small amount of 
wholesome sweets may be eaten, 
preferably at the end of a meal. 
‘Tenny candies”  should always bo 
avoided.

Poor cooking of food is, unfor­
tunately a '‘ornmon fault. The 
constant use of insufficiently cooked 
meats, starchy foods, and vegetables 
plays an important part in the pro­
duction of digestive disturbances. 
In order to be properly digested and 
assimulated, vegetables for child-

Decayed or unripe fruit and vege­
tables are eaten to a very large ex- 
tene by the poorer classes.. Bann- 
as especially, liecause of their slow 
process of ripening are apt to be 
eaten when only half ripe. This 
fruit, even when tliorbughly ripen­
ed, sliould^he given to children with 
great caution.

An insutlicient breakfast is of 
altogether a too great oceiirimce in 
the lives of many sclinol children. 
It often eonsi»'ts of baker’s bread or 
buns, with tea, coffee or cocoa. This 
is absolutclv not enough for a 
growing child.

The drinking of tea and coffee 
is so widespread j^inong adulfs that 
it is not surprising that tlie ma­
jority of children now indulge in 
this habit, which is for them perni­
cious. Dr. rornell, of Philadelphia 
has determined a.s a result iif care­
ful questioning of 2,1«9 school 
children concerning their morning 
meal that .58 per cent of them drank 
coffee, and 11 per cent drank tea. 
These beverages are not onlv u.se- 
less so far as foml is concerned, but 
the continuous ingestion of the al­
kaloid (caffeine) contained in them 
is deeidely injurious to an immature 
nervous system. Although some 
children may show no apparent trou 
ble following their use, when consid­
ering children as a whole we must 
absolutely forbid them.

A  school child’s breakfast should 
have variety enough to properly 
stimulate its appetite. There al­
ways should be suffieienr proteid to 
support the child until its noon­
day meal. 'I’li s wil Ik* supplied bv 
eggs or fi>h. T*» this might be ad­
ded centals, if well cooked, and 
fruits of various kinds. Home-made 
bread, when wull baked, is alwavs 
superior to the lighter commercial 
baker’s bread.

In thi.** connection it is proper to 
discuss the que-tion of flip school 
lunch. Statistics show that an av­
erage weight of the scho<d child has 
incn»ased in schools where the serv. 
ing of lunches has been instituted. 
They should certainly be lienefieial 
even if only serving as competitors 
with the attractions of tlie candv 
store acro.ss the street. Thildren 
wlio liave had an early breakfast, 
u.sually require a small lunch during 
the morning re<es.s. Those, how­
ever. who have breakfasted late do 
not need this lunnch, as it tends to 
spoil their appetite for dinner.

For this recess luncheon baker’s 
buns, newly cooked and often sog­
gy, sweet eraekers and bananas are 
certainly not to be recommended. 
Sandwiches made of ham. chicken 
or hoof, with milk and apples, are 
advisable. I f  some sweet** must be 
included for a time, in order to 
Wean a child from “ penny candies” 
tliey should be selected with care.

It seems well understood gener­
ally that dinner should consist of 
fisb or meat, with potatoes and oth­
er vogetahles, bread, butter, with 
or without some simple dessert.

An ample supper for a child may 
l>e supplied with eggs, fish, beans, 
rice, maccaroni, cornineal or oat­
meal, porridge, bread and butter, 
with milk and stewed fruits. Beans 
when served to children must be 
tlioroughly cooked, as they are most 
difficult to digc.**t than is meat. 
From an econoinie point of view, 
however, they furnish a very im­
portant article of diet.

The logical w a y ^  remedy harm­
ful conditions is to attempt to re­
move the exciting cause. In the 
case of childrens <liot the proper 
place for the porroction of errors 
is in the home. Teachers should 
furnish the school nurses with ad­
dresses of all the pupils whoso phy­
sical condition is below ]iar. .\fter 
careful investigation of their homes 
and Uteir habits (»f living, it would 
then be possible to intelligently ad­
vise the remedy. Cases almost 
hopeless may bo remedied in the 
fresh air .schools where supplemen­
tary feedings are supplied. Other 
cases need a few weeks in the coun­
try! In this eouneetion the T.ake- 
side Home and the Frevtntorinm at 
Hoxie are doing most eomniendable 
work. Educational measures along 
the line of instruction as to proper 
diet should begin in the home with 
the child’s mother. Here preven­
tive measures may be more easily 
instituted, and here physician and 
nurse and teachers should use every 
moans, and take every advantage 
of every opportunnity of furthering 
instruction along hygienic lines.

For-the fifth meal, at 5 o’clock, 
give bread and milk or milk and 
sweetened zwieback.

To make oat jelly soak four oun­
ces of coarse oatmeal in a quart of 
cold water for twelve hours. Boil 
the mixture down so as to make a 
pint and strain through a fine cloth 
while it is hot. When it cools a 
jelly is formed which is to be kept 
on ice until peeded. Different pro­
portions of this jelly can be used, 
but usually it is best to begin with 
equal parts of the jelly and cow’s 
milk, when need this mixture is 
warmed and a little salt added.

Receipt for arrowroot Gruel.—  
Take one tablespoonful of arrow- 
root, one-half teaspoonful of salt, 
one cupful of milk. Wet the arrow- 
rowroot with a little cold water and 
add a cupful o f boiling water and 
boil ten minutes; then add the milk 
and bring all to the boiling point. 
Strain and keep cool.

HOW TO CLEAN BUGS.

‘ I t  it a mistake to have fine rugs 
vigorously beaten on cleaning day. 
The sharp beating with a stick as 
the rug hangs over a line is very 
injurious to tlffe fibre, and only the 
thick, cheap rugf with substantial 
cotton woven backs will stand the 
treatment. Whacking with the end 
of the stick is es j^ ia lly  inimical 
to silk oriental rugs or the soft, 
beautifully woven rugs which are 
used as couch covers. Such rugs 
should be well shaken and cleaned 
with a vacuum cleaner or a good 
carpet sweeper and once a year it 
should be sent to a professional 
cleaner who will repair any rents or 
frayed places in the rug and clean 
it by a special process which will 
brighten the colors without injur­
ing the fibre.

Never wipe off expensive rugs 
with soap and water, or sprinkle wet 
tea leaves over them— an old fash­
ioned c'leaning day method— which 
may have improved the terrible 
flowered carpet of the Victorian 
period by fading and softening the 
strenous colors but which will do 
more harm than good to the soft 
tones of a real'oriental or axminis- 
ter of modem subdued coloring. 
I f  you must wipe off the rugs with 
something n?c a cloth wrung out in 
turpentine: hut beware of ammonia 
on soft hued floor coverings.

A new rug or carpet should not 
be swept with a broom. Use a 
carpet sweeper for several weeks 
until the pile becomes set. Old 
fashioned housekeepers* may. tell 
you to sweep the new rffjT'hrigkly 
to remove the “ fezz.”  Whiit' yon 
will really he doing will be to sweep 
out some of the nap and probably 
injure the surface of the rug. ' I f  
you must sweep, however, be careful 
to move the broom with the pile of 
the fabric and not against it.

Under no circumstances tack rug.  ̂
down. I f  in certain places in’ the 
room they arc apt to he rolled hack 
or pushed about, attach bits of tape 
with snap fasteners to the end of

To keep a bread pan in a sweet 
condition it should be sealded out 
once a week; after thoroughly dry­
ing with a cloth place the pan in 
the air for at least an hour.

I t  can he used when preparing the 
vegetables or fruit, and paper and 
trimmings can be put into the fire.
