Ijaod owners of the Pecos Valley 
have formed themselves into an 
organization for a reclamation en­
terprise on the Pecos River. They 
hope to induce the Limited States 
government to take over all the pro­
jects along the river below the New’ 
.Mexico line, construct a dam at 
Red Bluff, near the line, to con­
serve the waters of the river after 
the fashion of the Elephant Butte 
dam in New’ Mexico, and distribute 
it to the farms lielow.

At the last meeting held Satur­
day afternoon, .September 18. it 
was det ided to take steps to bring 
the matter before the reclamation 
aerviee at an early date an«l an or­
ganization was perfected for the 
piKpose of doing whatever w*as ne- 
cessarv to get the work established. 
Another meeting will he held at an 
earlv date at which Felix Martinez, 
of El Paso will be asked to deliver 
an address from which the local 
owners e.xpect to get much informa­
tion as to the future nroeedure.

.\lreadv there ha<! been formed 
the Pecos A'niley Water Fsers’ As­
sociation of Texa"' with the follow­
ing officers:

Judge \y. A. Hnd-on of Pecos, 
president: M. L. Johnson of Grand- 
falls, vice-president; K. D. Balcom 
of Pecos, secretary: J. G. T.ove of 
Pecos, treasurer. Offlees with 
headquarters at Pecos will be open­
ed and work rushed as fast as pos­
sible.

“ Dam it, we need iL” is the slo­
gan adopted hv the water users, 
whos*' ohjcTi is the unifying of all 
the nine project.? along the Pecos 
river in Texas.

R. Smith Congressman from, 
this distfie^ and chairman of the 
House conOTittee of irrigation of 
arid lands: Morris Sheppard, sena­
tor from Texas, and memehr on the 
committee on irrigation of arid 
lands in the Senate: Felix Martin­
ez. director of the Federal Reserve 
Bank of Dallas for this district, all 
have promised support.

E. D. Balcom. secretary of the 
asso<iation, has compiled statistics 
relative to irrigation plants in the 
Pecos Valley below the Texas line. 
These show that there are 238 miles 
of main canal and 50 miles of later­
als and that the total acreage un­
der these two reads amounts to 
147.500 acres: that there is being 
aetnallv cultivated this season 31.- 
8,50 acres and that there are about 
12.000 more ready to cultivate. 
This land is planted in the follow’- 
ing: .Alfalfa. 13.800 acres; cotton. 
10,020 acres: fruit, 275 acres: in 
other erop.s such as corn, and other 
feed stuffs. 5.708 acres: that there 
are being supported under all the 
projects 437 families, that there has 
been expended to date the sum of 
$1,945,000.00 and that taking into 
consideration present conditions, 
there is at least $1,000,000.00 that 
can he counted as lost capital upon 
which MO return can he expected to 
he had.

.V dis<*Ms«ion of the storage pos­
sibilities has brought out the fact 
that the Red Bluff resevoir site sit­
uated about five miles above the 
Texas State line in New Mexico was 
surveved hv J. W. T^ewis. civil en­
gineer of Carlsbad. N. M. and at 
one time state depntv engineer of 
that state. This snrvev «hows that 
tliis basin is capable of holding a- 
l>out 200.000 nere feet at one filling 
and that the possilnlities of filling 
tliis lake twice a year would give it 
a holding eapaeitv of 400.000 acre 
feet: that all of th data available 
to date shows that the total flow 
of the Pecos river above this point 
is about 400,000 acre feet. It will 
he seen that this basin is eapahle 
of taking care of the total supply 
of the river. The figures on cost 
of construction for this dam, ha«ed 
upon the actual eonstnietion cost 
of the Carlsbad A vim unit would 
he $535,000. There are various 
other sites, some of them already 
•surveyed, and others onlv partiall.v. 
that are capable of taking care of 
any water supply that may reach

The large school bell has been 
hung in the tower of the school 
building and this bell will be rung 
at 8:15 a in., 8:30 a. m. and at 12:45 
p. m. Pupils who live within six 
blocks of the school building must 
not leave home for school before 
the bell rings at 8:30. Those who 
live between six blocks hnd ten 
blocks of the building must not 
start before ten minutes after the 
first, or 8:15 hell rings. Pupils 
living beyond ten Works of the 
building may start with or before 
the first hell, provided they do not 
linger along the road or arrive at 
the .school {grounds before 8:30. 
Pupils must not enter the school 
grounds or linger about the streets 
before 8:30: provisions lieing made, 
of course, for pupils who live in the 
country or who are brought to the 
school under special circumstances 
by their parents. Under the above 
rules pupils who live within six 
blocks of the sehoolhoiise will have 
twentx' minutes to reach school be­
fore the tardy hell at 8:50. Those 
living between six and ten blocks 
will have twenty five minutes be­
fore being counted tardy, and those 
living beyond ten blocks will have 
thirty-five minutes.

We earnestly ask that parents 
and patrons earefnily observe the 
word ‘‘NOT” in the above, and 
that they aid ns hv helping to en­
force the rule. By dong this they 
will reduce the number of tardies, 
safeguard the health of the child­
ren hv preventing them from lin­
gering along the streets in had wea­
ther. and to prevent quarreling, 
fi'Hiting and other disorders which 
occur when children linger along 
the streets on the way to school or 
reach the school ground before the 
teachers are there to rare for them, 

9nce or twice a week the large 
hell will he stru«*k a few times just 
at twelve o’clock. Central time (T. 
A P). and. being guided hv this, 
elo«*ks can he kept with school time.

The 8:30 hell can he distinguish- 
e<l from the 8:15 hell by the fact of 
the 8:.30 hell being rung slowly.

FIRE MHHSHAL
To the citizens of Pecos City:

On September 27th, at a special 
meeting or the City Council the 
said body adopted and passed a 
Fire Marshal Ordinance which is 
printed in this issue of The Times.

I desire to call your especial at­
tention to the fact that the time of 
year when fires most frequently oc­
cur is drawing near, and the offi­
cers urge all the people to inspect 
the premises and especially their 
flues and stove pipes and see that 
they are in good order before mak­
ing fires. If you do so you may 
prevent fires from occurring and 
thereby save great loss to your­
selves and neighbors. The Fire 
Marshal Ordinance has been adopt­
ed at the suggestion of the State 
Fire Board at Austin, and after the 
first report of Mr. B. G. Warner, 
appointed by the City Council as 
Fire Marshal, has been sent to the 
department at Austin, we will be 
entitled to a re la tio n  of three 
cents on the key ifKe.

When we have completed such 
pumping arrangements for the wa­
ter works as are now in construc­
tion we will then ask and will he 
entitled to a still further reduction 
on the key rate and this work is 
now being pushed to completion.

I desire also to call the bublic’s 
attention to the fact that all trash 
and refuse matter should he clean­
ed out and burned or hauled away 
frfom the premises and all closete 
put in a sanitary condition. This 
is ahsolntelv necessary to the 
health of the tow'u. T desire to 
urge all owners of residences who 
have a sufficient water supply on 
their premises, or can obtain it, to 
cro ahead and make connections with 
the sewer and do away with the old 
style closets and sinks, and this 
would effectually help the health 
condition of our town. In this 
connection T desire to give notice 
that in the business district where 
a water supplv has been furnished 
hv the Citv Water Works all closets 
and sinks are required to he closed 
and abandoned and the owners 
must attach to the sewer under the 
Cntv Ordinance, and the sooner 
this is done the quicker present con­
ditions will he relieved.

T further advise that Dr, 0. J. 
Brvan has been appointed City 
Health Officer hv the City Council, 
and T request the public to act with 
him and the City officials in all 
matters pertaining to the better­
ment of health conditions.

'I'he peo­
ple. who had previonsK relii*d upmi 
the hanks, dis« «»vered the groat need 
of independence and re^oUed at a 
saerifice to pay their debts. ,\s a 
result mllions of dollar.- now lie idle 
in the banks of this country and will 
likelv remain idle for a long time.
In  addition to the funds on band. 
England ba« found it advisable to 
make several shipments of gold to 
this country, thus greatlv augm ent­
ing the resource^ of this country.
I t  will take the puMie <ome time to 
regain full confidence in the banks, 
and it is not altogether unlikely 
that a decrease in interest rate« will 
result. The banks need to know 
that confidence is a two-sided game, 
and while they expect the public 
to  have eonfi»len« e they mnst^also 
have confiden<*e in the public.

The m arketing of the cotti»n crop 
bas been made easy, and it remains 
to  be seen ju«t how the banks will 
cooperate with the «*<‘beme. If tbev 
do their duty they will cooperate 
with it to the utmost and thus as­
sist the farmers in getting a good 
price for the staple. This could 
have been done last year. Under 
the reserve banking system better 
conditions are in evidence. The 
outlook is particularly bright.

Croeiises can be grown in a b o u t  i lazy liver and sluggish

A FIRE MARSH AT. OR) >1 XANTE
.\n ordinance creating the office of 
Fire Marshal. prc.s<ribing the »lu- 
tles thereof. providing for its, 
maintenance, and prescribing penal­
ties for viiilations. 1

BE IT ODRAINED by the City• % •
(%uineil of the ( ’itv of Pecos.

Section 1. The office of Fire 
.Ma’’shal is hereby i-reated. Such 
office shall Im* independent of oth«‘r 
citv departments, the Fire Marshal 
reporting direi tly to the Mayor and 
Uitv Uouiieil. Su4*h office shall he 
filh‘«l hv appointments by the May­
or, l»v and with the eon.s«*nt of the 
Uitv Uouneil, within 3 days after 
thi> of’diiuiM'-e -ludl tak«* *lT«M t. 
'rin* said Fire Marshall shall ho 
propcrlv i|ualitied f«»r the duties of 
his office, and <101)1 l»e removed on- 
1\ f«»r <*aiise. Hy ■'hall receive an! 
annual -ularv »»f One Hundred and 
twenty dollars, pavalde in monthly 
ifi.-talimeiith. a< full eomoen-;.?ion 
for his servi<-cs.

Seition 2. The Fire Mar.<hal, 
shall investigate the cau.se, origin^ 
and «-ireumstanees of ever}' fire oc-' 
<Mirring within ,this city hy which 
projwrtV has been destroyed or 
damaged, and shall especially make 
inve.stigation as to whether such 
fire was the result of carelessness 
or desigm. Such investigation shall 
begin within twenty-four hours, 
not inelmling Sunday, of the oc­
currence of such fire. The Fire 
Marshal shall keep in his office a 
rccoTtl of all fires, together with all 
facts, statistics and circumstances, 
including the origin of the fires and 1 
the amount of the loss, which may 
he determined by the investigation 
re4|uircd by this ordinance.

Section 3. ’Pile Fire Marshal, 
when in his opinion further investi­
gation is neecssarv, shall take or 
cause to 1)0 taken the testimony, on 
oath, of al.l persons supposed to be 
cognizant of any facts or to have 
means of knowledge in relation to  ̂
the m atter under investigation, and 
shall cause the same to he reduced 
to writing; ami if lie shall he of the 
opinion tha t there is evidence auf- 
fieient to charge any person with 
the crime of arson, or with the at­
tempt commit the crime of ar­
son, or of conspiracy to defraud, or 
criminal conduct in connection with

; Section 4. The Fire Marshal 
shall have the power to summon 
witnesses before him to testify in 
relation to any m atter which is by 
the provisions of this ordinance a 
subject of in(|uary and investiga­
tion, and may re«|uire the jiroduc- 
tion of any hook, paper or dociiuient 
deemed p« rtinont thereto. 'Phe 
said Fire Marshal is hereby author­
ized ami empowere<l to administer 
oaths and affirmations to auv per­
sons appearing as witnesses before 
him.

Section o. .\ny witnes>»s who 
reufs.'s to he sworn, or who refu.ses 
to appear or testify. «)r who disoljeys 
auv lawful onler of said Fire Mar­
shal, or wlu) fails or refuses to pro­
duce aiiv hook. j»aper of *loeuiiient 
tom-liing any m atter under e.vanii- 
nation, or who is guilty of any con- 
t«‘Uiptnoi)s eonduet during any of 
the pr«M*e<‘dings of the Fire Mar­
shal ill the m atter of sai<l investi- 
uation. or imjuirv. after being 
<umnioned to give testimony in re- 
lati*)!! to any m atter under iiive.-»ti- 
gation as aforesaid, shall ho d<*emed 
guilty of a inisd»*meanor; aiul it 
shall Im* the duty of the Fire Mar­
shal t«> cause all such offemh rs to 
he pn •seeuted. Any person being 
convicted of any such d«*rneanor 
<lhill l)c filled in a sum not exceed­
ing twenty-five ilollars (^Vo.OO). 
Provided, liowever, that aiiv per- 
>«ui so (■«)nvieted -.hall Iiav<* tin* riiflit 
of appeal.

Se<li4>n h. All investigations 
held by or under tin* direction of 
the Fire Marshal may, in his dis- 
cretitui. be jirivate. ami p erson s  oth­
er than tho.se required to bc'pre.sent 
may be exelmh'd fr<mi tin* place 
where such investigation is held, 
ami witnesses may be kept .■*«*parate 
ami ajiart from ea<*h other and not 
alhtwed to eommuiiiiate witli each 
other until th«*y ha\e been e.xam- 
ined.

.Sccti«)ii 7. 'Pile Fir»* Marshal 
shall have tlie autlioritv at all times

of «lay or night, wlu*ii necessary, in i 
the j»erf«)riiiame <»f the <luties im-! 
p«*se<l upon him by the provisions 
*)f this ordinance, to cuter upon and 
e.xamnine any huilding or pn*mise< 
where any fire lia< occurred, and 
4»ther buildings ami prenvises ad- 
j*)ining «»r near the same, which au­
thority shall be exercised only with 
reason and good discretion.

Section 8. The Fire Marshal, 
u[)on complaint of any person hav-■

«om|»laint. .<hall ha\«* a right at 
all rea.sonahle hours, for the pur- 
))ose of examination, to enter into 
ami upon all buildings and premises, 
within the city, and it >liall he his 
<liity. quarterly or more often, to 
enter upon aud make, or cause to 
he .'Utered upon ami made, a thor­
ough examination of nil mercan­
tile. mnnufa«*tiiring and public 
buildings, together with the prem- 
i>i<«i lK*Ionging thereto. Whenever 
lie <hall find anv huilding or other 
structure which, for want «)f rej»air. 
or hv reason of age or «lilapidated 
condition, or for anv cause, is es- 
peeiallv liable to fire, and which is 
so situated as to emlanger otlier 
buildings or |»ropertv. or so o<*cu- 

-pie«l that fin* wouhl endanger p**r- 
>ons or propertv then*in. ami wli.*n- 
ever he .shall find an improp«*ror 
• langorous arrangement of stoves. 
rang»*s, furnaces or other heating 
appliam*es of anv kind what-5o«‘ver. 
inelmling ehimnevs, lines .md ]»ipes 
with which the same may he con­
nected. or a dangerous arrangement 
of lighting devices or systems, or 
a dangerous or unlawful storage of 
•‘xplosives. com|)oiinds. petroleum, 
gasoline, kerosene, dangerous chem- 
i»*als. vegetable proiluets. ashes. 
»*onil>iistihle. inflammable and re­
fuse materials, or other conditions 
which may he dangerous in charac­
ter or liable to cause or promote 
fire or create conditions dangerous 
to the fireman or occupants, he 
shall order same t«» he remove.! or, 
remedied, ami such order shall ho 
forwith complied with by the own­
er or oeenpnnt of said building or 
premises. Provided, however, that 
if the said owner or occupant deems 
himself aggrieved hy such order, he 
may. within five (5) days, appeal to 
the Mayor, who shall investigatcj 
the eansp of the complaint and un-I 
less hv his authority the order is 
n'voked. such order shall remain in 
force and he forwitli complied with 
hv said owner or occupant.
