Nasal Passages Perforin All of the
Duties Demanded By Nature.

The mode of the entrance into
the body of air we breathe must he
of the utmost importance to health
and it may be well to consider for

a moment how nature provides for
the proper performance of the im-
portant function by the construe-
tion of the nose.

In the first place
it is essential that the outside air
should be prepared in some way be-
fore it is fit to gain entrance to
te delicate structures of which the
lungs are composzed.
