PAYING THE PENALTY. '

S —— !
One crop, no matter what it may |

be, raised successively season after
season, on the same land, will “run |
out” as the farmers express it. Be-!
sides if it is profitable for awhile, |
the acreage is usually increased un-
til the supply exceeds the demand
when it beeomes unprofitable.

The cotton grower has zuffered
from both these troubles, and I was
recently told, in the back section,
where the wild grass has been cut
for hay for many years, that the
yield is failing, and there has even
been a change in the variety of the
grass produced, namely: From flat
t: round blade, this change by n»
r-eans for the better.

For some years alfalfa growing
has been highly profitable on the
irrigated lands of Western Texas,
with the result that the grower is
Fufia’cg the penalty which soonar!
or ia'cy overtakes ihe one crop 3y--
tem, apd there is a lot of talk aboa
“culting out” alfalfa. There is no
more reason for this action than
tee talk in 1914 about cutting out
cotton. T said to them recently:

“If you have been shipping 2,000
cars of alfalfa, feed 1,000 cars to
cettle, hogs 39d poultry, in the form
of hay and pasture. This beside
iriproving the physieal condition of
your drowned out seil will bring ir
some more money, than you have
been receiving for your hay sold off
the land. It will also relieve the
strain on the outside market to the
extent of the quantity kept at tire
kome.”
