MARSHALL AS THEIR LEADERS

Ticket Named a Few Minutes Before Midnight on Thursday, 
Avoiding the Friday “ Hoodoo” — Delegates Eviuce Intense 

Enthusiasm as the Result Is Announced— Pres­
ident at Once Notified.

St lionls.—Woodrow Wilson and 
^om as Riley MaralHill were nomlnat- 
•d Just before midnight June 15. Both 
ftomlnatlona were made by arclama- 
Uon.

President Wilson’s nomination came 
at 11:64 and that of Vlce-Preeldent 
Marshall at 11:58.

Fred B. Lynch of Minnesota noti­
fied the White House by telephone at 
the Instant of the nomination. A tele­
phone wire that extended Into the 
spenker’s stand was connected direct 
with the White House with a mega­
phone attached to the receiver.

In a lightning, sprint Mr. Mar- 
ahall made a record. Senator Kem 
Was due for a nominating speech. 
Sensing the approaching midnight he 
threw his eulogy on the floor and slm- 
i>iy said: **I renomate Thomas Riley 
Mu rahall,” Somebo<ly seconded. Some­
body moved to make It by acclamation. 
|And It was done, the whole Job of 
pomlnating a vice presidential candl- 
iflate taking up Just 180 seconds.

Friday Superstition Averted.
Thus the ancient superstition 

against Fridiiy nominations was avert­
ed. although President Wilson had 
made It known that he regards Friday 
as Ida “ lucky day."

Dramatic scenes attended the nam­
ing of the ticket. William Jennings 
Bryan In an linpasslone<] panygerlc 
placed hIs .O. K. u|>on the president and 
his administration.

The Nebraskan, who resigned from 
the cabinet, was not a delegate to the 
convention, but he was called to the 
platform by unanimous consent. He 
lauded Wilson to the skies for keeping 
the nation out of war, landed the W’ll- 
•on .Mexican policy and extolled the 
economic legislation from tariff to cur­
rency act.
, Bryan at times spoke under the 
strain of emotion. It was the first 
invention Id 20 years in which he baa 
not been an active figure, but the ova­
tion and the outbursts that punctuated 
his remarks Indicated that he is still 
a powerful force behind the scenes'of 
the party he once dominated.

Wescott Names Wilson.
The Nebraskan through with his 

speech, John W. Wescott of New Jer­
sey placed 5Ir. Wilson in nomination. 
As the time grew short Wescott, cut­
ting short his peroration, shouted:

"I nominate Woodrow Wilson.”
Then followed a great demonstra- 

hon that lasted 40 minutes. Delegates 
snd galleries were roused to a high 
pitch of enthusiasm and emotionalism. 
They yelled and shouted and paraded 
and sang. Some of them wept in an 
•cstacy of feeling. '

Harmon Seconds WMson.
Former Governor Judson Harmon of 

Ohio, who was a candidate for the 
prealdenUal nomlnaUoo at Baltimore 
four yeare ago. made the first second­
ing speech for President Wilson.

The next was by Gov. H. C. Stuart 
o f Virginia.

Senator Hughes of New Jersey 
moved that the rules be suspended 
OBd the nooilnaUoa made aoclama-

tlon. The motion waa carried with a 
tremendoua roar.

W'ilson nominated at 11 ;62 p. m.

Senator John W. Kem of Indiana

Dominating speech waa made.

Vice President Marshall was de­
clared nominated four minutes after 
the nomination of President Wilson.

Numerous seconding si>eeche8 which 
had been prepared were not made.

Lewis' Speech His Shortest
Senator Jamea Hamilton Lewis of 

Rlinols was Invited to tbs platform to 
make an addess at 12:12 a. m. “ I do 
not like to Impose upon your time," 
said Senator Lewis. “ I beg you will 
excu.se me and I express my sincere 
thanks."

It was the shortest speech of his 
careei .̂

Senator Hughes reported to the con­
vention that the resolution committee 
had failed to complete its work on 
the platform. The convention then 
adj<^urned at 12:32 a. m. until eleven 
o’clock Friday morodng.

Forty-six minutes of sheer enthu­
siasm and emotion followed the nam­
ing of President Wilson. The minute 
Mr. Westcott had yielded to the ad­
jurations of his audience and had spo­
ken the name "Woodrow Wilson," the 
galleries and the delegates were on 
their fee t

An Immense oil painting of the presi­
dent was dropped from the gallery 
back of the speakers’ stand. It ex­
cited the gathering almost to the point 
of frenzy. Georgia bore down the 
aisle a banner—“ Wilson: Dixie’s gift 
to the nation.”

The band blared and thumped out 
"America’’ and “ Dixie" while the great 
pit. a crater of eruptive humanity, 
let out Its coIle<;tlve lungs and throats 
to capacity. ‘

Bryan Lauds >Vilson.
Bryan in his laudation of Wilson 

and his policies dwelt on the possibili­
ties of America as negotiator of peacs 
in Europe.

Owing to the fact that In canned 
tomatoes It Is difficult for the average 
consumer to note any deficiencies in 
the appearance of the original fruit, 
many labor under the delusion that 
any variety will answer for this pur­
pose. This is a mistaken Idea, as 
quality in canned goods is now an im­
portant factor, and it is quite as neces­
sary that a good quality of product 
should be used for. canning as for 
growing for the early or general mar- 

'ket. although from the field side it is 
natural that tonnage should be the 
primary consideration.

In the matter of varieties, too much 
dependence should not be placed upon 
the name or upon the fact that a 
neighboring ^farmer secures good re- 
•̂jults* from a given variety. There are 
so many variations in the character of 
soils, even in the^same locality, which’ 
exert an influence upon the size and 
quality o f crops that the best variety 
is usually one that is. In part at least, 
developed by the individual grower. 
The main point is to select varieties 
that produce large, smooth, solid 
fruits, with thick walls, small seed 
cavities and few seeds. .

A small stick is placed against the 
hub for a fulcrum and a second stick 
IS used for a lever.

WaaLlnston.—Upon Carranza’a re­
ception of a stem refuaal to heed hie 
demand for recall o f American troopa 
from Mexico hingee the question of a 
Mexican war, in the opinion of Presi­
dent Wilson's close adrlsers. They 
are prepared for the possibility of 
open hoedllty after the note, which 
haa been eenL has reached Carcan- 
aa*a hands.

No indication has come that the 
firat ch iefs attitude of Implacable 
liostllity would be shaken by the reit­
erated dedaratlou of the latest com­
munication that the United E*aCes has 
no aggreaslre or warlike purpose to­
ward Mezioo. but Is firmly reeolred 
to protect her borders and end bii- 
gaadage in the border states.

National Guard Mobilizing.

While the diplomatic steps were In 
progress the nation was stlnin); 
throughout its width and breadth 
,wlth tbe movement o f national guards 
mobilising to guard tbe border. At 
least 100,000, and possibly a larger 
number, were preparing for active 
service under President Wilson's call, 
^ r  the present their mission will be 
purely one of defense, but should war 
come they will be ready also for that.

Carranza Gives St^atement.

Mexico City.— First Chief Carranza 
In an Interview said: ‘1 have ordered 
the military leaders near tbe border 
not to permit the further passing of 
any American forces Into Mexican ter­
ritory. I f they atten>pt to pass they 
SrlU be attacked by the constltutlon- 
sdlat forces. The Instructions given 
iWy General Trevino to General Persh­
ing not ^  advance further were Is­
sued by me.”
I The first chief was emphatic in his 
statement that tbe first American ex­
pedition was not an attempt to catch 
/bandits.
• *Tn spite of friendly words.”  said 
the general, “ there has been no real 
co-operation on the part of the Amer­
icans. They took their heavy can­
nons and all their Impedimenta for 
a campaign into Mexico. It was noi 
alone for bandits. The Mexican peo­
ple, who have waited patiently for 
three months, believing the words of 
the United Stafes, now believe that 
these words were not sincere and are 
becoming indlffhant.”

General Carranza repeated again 
that Mexico does not want war, and 
that no'attempt has or will be made 
by Mexico to cross Into the United 
States, but he stated the sovereignty 
Of Mexico must be respected.

- Marines and Mexicans Clash.

Washington.— Admiral Winslow at 
Ban Diego, reporting on tbe clash be­
tween American seaman and Carran- 
aa soldiers at Mazatlan, safd Boat­
swain's Mate I. M. I.a.ughtor was 
gravely wounded and Ensign O. O. 
Xesslng and Assistant Paymaster An­
drew Howat were taken prisoners by 
tbe Mexicans. The admiral made no 
mention of the subsequent release of 
the officers, as announced by the Mex­
ican embassy, but it is presumed thlr 
occurred after tbe report.
