It  has b e ^ ’ 
found that arsenic compounds are ab­
sorbed by the hair ot llTlng persons, 
though not absorbed after death. In 
the hair o f man arsenic baa been 
known to reach a concentratloo o f one 
to five tarts In 100,000. The deposit 
takes place In the hair after it has 
been absorbed by the abdominal or­
gans— liver and kidneys in particular.

Therefore, in cases o f acute, quick 
poisoning a chemical analysis o f the 
liair would show no arsenic, while it 
would be found in the liver and kid­
neys.* On the other hand.;If slow ar­
senic poisoning were suspected, an­
alysis would show arsenic In the hair, 
but not In the liver and kidneya. and 
It could be safely assumed that the 
poisoning was not recent The legal 
value o f such evidence Is apparent

New KIta Balloon.
A  military kite hoUoon. observed b j 

thousands of persons, landed nea» 
Washingtoo C o ^  House, O., after a 
trip from Akron. a distance of 
about 120 mllea. The balloon was 
piloted by a  H. Roth and a  A. WoUen 
of Akron, and made the trip In three 
hours and 45 mlnutea.

The balloon was shaped like a large 
dgar, but carried no motive i>ower. 
It was guided by means of planes, and 
the trip was made for the purpose of 
testing the steering, elevating and low^ 
erlng apparatus.

The pilots said that It was the first 
time that such a trip la a balloon so 
equipped had been attempted In this 
country, and that the idea Is a new and 
undeveloped one In Europe. They said 
that the fast Ume and perfect control 
proved tho value of the craft.

The balloon was shot at over a farm 
In Green county, but the machine 
rose out o f range.

Several fac­
tors must be taken into accounL Ac­
cording to Farm and Home, the yield 
per acre, the proper curing of the 
fodder, and the feeding value of the 
cured material, all are essentials too 
often overlooked.

The mixed crop, oats and peas, will 
Improve In composition, as It grows 
older and aho^d be allowed to stand 
as long as the pea vines remain fairly 
erect In this stage o f maturity, the 
fiesh-forming and fat-forming constit­
uents In the fodder obtained will be 
very nearly the correct one for a well- 
balanced ration for most animals.

Field com, millet,* sorghum and kafir 
com will decrease very rapidly In pro­
tein content while heading out. The 
percentage of %rade fiber • also de­
creases. Both of these changes are due 
to the rapid accumulation of starch 
and sugars in the plant Juices at that 
time, while there Is an increase in the 
much-desired nitrogen free extract In

order to obtain a fodder having .as 
narrow a ratio of flesh-forming to fat- 
forming elements as possible, the crop 
should be cut at as early a stage as It 
:au be wrell cured.

For roughuge to be fed In connec­
tion with highly nitrogenou.s foods, U 
may well be allowed to grow until 
seeds are formed. A fter that period 
the stalks rapi«ily become woody and 
the proportion of waste is greatly in- 
creasetl, while the feeding value is de- 
creast-d.

In determining the perio<l bc.«5t to cut 
these crops, wholesomeuess, digestibil­
ity and other factors must be taken 
into account, whereaS' tho cliemic*nl 
comiH>sition has little to do with tbt 
compairative beetling value.

CURE FOR SOIL CONDITIONS

Sorrel Thrives on Activity and Linae 
It Recommended f^r Improve­

ment and to Kill vVeeds.

Some weeds are indicators o f soil 
conditions, and the remedy is to 
change these conditions. Sorrel grows 
on acid soils. When this weed makes 
its appearance, treat the soil with 
lime and It. will not be Improved but 
the weed whl disappear. No amount 
of cutting or cultivating would have 
eradicated It so thoroughly.

Wet spots alw’ays have a particular 
class, of weeds, as swampgrass, sedges, 
cattails, etc. No amount o f cutting 
will eradicate them but a tile drain 
wiU do so thoroughly and tjuickly. ‘

PROFITABLE TO RAISE SHEEP

Raise Few Nice Animals Every Year 
for Breeders Who Are Endeavor­

ing to Improve FlockA

A profitable side line o f farming is 
to raise a few nice sheep every year 
for men w’ho are willing to pay a bit 
extra for the sake of improving their 
stock.

To do this,' one should have good 
stock and good pastures and good 
bums, as well as a good man to care 
for them.

RIGHT TREATMENT FOR ROUP

Best Plan to Rectify Conditions Likely 
to Cause Trouble— Be Sure 

That Coop la Dry.

Roup, or contagious catarrh, as It 
Is sometimes called, shows itself in 
the fall and winter when the chickens 
are boused and w’hen band feeding is 
nsdil almost entirely. Therefore, at 
this time of the year chickens do not 
get the usual amount o f exercise, are 
affected by dampness and lack of venti­
lation of coops, and are often fed table 
scraps or mashes which become easily 
contaminated.

The symptoms of this disease vary 
considerably, but the most common 
ones are swelling o f the head, dis­
charges from the eyes and sometimes 
from the nose, and inflammation of 
the mouth. In which sometimes cank­
ers and false membranes are formed. 
In advanced stages of the disease the 
chicken becomes drowsy band listless 
and loses welghL There m af be some 
slight attacks In which only the eyes 
or the mouth are affected, the bird 
otherwise being apparently healthy.

The essential treatment for this 
trouble Is to rectify the conditions 
which are likely to cause IL Make 
sure that the coop is dry and has 
plenty o f ventilation without drafts. 
Rouil is not often found where the 
hens are housed In the open-front 
tyi>e coop. Also make sure that the 
food and water are fresh and clean.
