Of Election February 6th.

An election will be held on 
February 6, 1917, to determine 

hether or not a contract 
nade by the City Council with 
El. LaSalle, for the sale of the 

aterworks system, belonging 
to the city shall be ratified.

The law provides that no 
iuch waterworks system shall 
E;e sold unless the contract 

[made for the sale of same shall 
Ibe so ratified, and further pro- 
Ivides that when an election, is 
[ordered for such purpose, a 
Uopy of such contract shall be 
jfiled with the City Secretary 
|for the inspection of the public.

Those entitled to vote in 
Isuch election must be property 
tax payers in said city. The 
contract of sale made with H. 
'laSalle mav be examined^ at 
the City Hall by anyone inter­
ested in same.

The basis of the contract is, 
of course, a franchise granted 

H. LaSalle for the construc­
tion and operation of a water­
works svstem in the city.

This franchise is granted for 
a period of fiftv years, subiect 
to conditions therein stated. 
The city reserves the right to 
purchase the waterworks sys­
tem for the amount of actual 
cost of same, nlus ten per cent.' 
Work shall be commenced by 
March 1. 1917. and be com-
nVeted to connect with present 
citv mains bv June 1, 1917,
Pnd be completed bv December 
•'ll. 1917. The ordinance pro­
vides for numerous safeguards, 
booking to the building of a 
.'Substantial svstem. for the in- 
soection of same bv the Citv 
l^ngineer and his assistants. 
The svstem shall furnish an 
amount of water equal to 110 
<̂ aTlons per inhabitant each 9A 

and furnish adequate 
^re protection of at least 80 
nounds* pressure per square 
infb at each fire hvdrant. The 
evtam shall be complete to 
T*icb all narts of the city and 
> extended whenever de- 
anded. The qualitv of the 
ater shall be good domestic 
nd boiler w'ater suitable for 
lomestic use and for use in in- 

• biatrial plants and locomotive 
boilers.

gallons per month is 46 cents 
per thousand, and there is ar­
ranged a schedule of prices for 
the use of water in larger 
quantities.

The mimimum charge of 
two months per month for each 
consumer will be reduced when 
the, number of consumers 
reaches five hundred.

The charge to the city for 
the use of water will be as fol­
lows:

For city sprinkling pur­
poses water will be furnish­
ed free ,from the present 
city pumping plant. For any 
other use by the city except 
fire hydrants, the rate shall 
be 21 cents per 1000 gal. 
Ions. Fire hydrants are fur­
nished on a basis of fifty at 
$26 each per annum. The 
charge for the first 10 years 
on said fire hydrants is cov­
ered by the consideration for 
the granting of the franchise 
and the sale of the present 
waterworks system. At the 
end of 10 years, from the 
completion of of the water­
works system, a new rate 
will be agreed upon. I f  
more than 50 fire hydrants 
are used during the 10-year 
period, the charge for each 
shall be $26 per annum.

Various safeguards are pro­
vided for in said franchise and 
contract. The property to be 
conveyed to said LaSalle will 
not be conveyed until after the 
said waterworks system has 
been completed and accepted 
by the city as being in compli­
ance with the said franchise 
and contract.

He is required to maintain 
the present waterworks system 
and the conveyance to him 
will be voided and the plant 
will revert to the city if he fails 
to comply with his contract for 
^he full term of ten years. 
When he“has complied with 
his contract for the full term 
of ten years then he will have 
paid the consideration for the 
plant, and it will be his. The 
ordinance, however, provides 
for the forfeiture of the fran­
chise by the city council at any 
time that its provisions are not 
fulfilled bv those operating the 
waterworks plant.

The City council has provid­
ed in .said contract for the is­
suance of warrants to cover 
the bonus of Fifteen Thousand 
Dollars which the citizens of 
Pecos have made up. .

The value of the waterworks 
plant estimated at Thirteen 
Thousand Dollars, added to 
the bonus of Fifteen Thousand 
Dollars, or a* total of Twenty- 
■'Tght Thousand Dollars, is not 
far in excess of a fair charge 
for the use of water at fire hv- 
^rants. covering a period of 10 
ifAf>rs. The usual charge for 
A’ch sendee is Fiftv Dollars

THE TIRED WIFE.

The meeting of the Fort 
Worth-El Paso Highway Asso­
ciation which was held in this 
City Wednesday was a most 
successful one from a point of 
business transacted. The del­
egates displayed a desire to 
get busy and have actual con­
struction started along the en­
tire route immediately.

Some forty delegates attend­
ed the meeting and every one 
of the counties along the pro­
posed route with the exception 
of Tarrant and Parker, had a 
representative present.

A meeting of the directors 
of the association was called 
for 9 :30 a. m. and matters per­
taining to an early starting of 
the work all along the line act­
ed upon.

Shortly after 11 a. m. a gen­
eral meeting was held in the 
court room and a large audi­
ence enjoyed the rousing good 
talks that were made.

Judge Adrifen Poole, of El 
Paso, the man who has done 
more than anyone to make the 
Fort Worth-El Paso Highway 
a reality, opened the speech­
making and his fine talk made 
a most favorable impression 
on everj'one present. He stat­
ed that the talking time was 
past and it was now time to got 
busy with good road work. He 
pointed out that by organiza­
tion, cooperation and being on 
the job this highway would be 
in such shape by the time the 
State Highway Association was 
formed that we would be in a 
position to demand and expect 
State and Federal aid. He 
further stated that we can well 
afford to go ahead and can- 
struct this highway without de­
pending on any Federal aid, 
and to wait until this was doled 
out would be rank rank fool­
ishness. If ever>' county does 
its part this highway can bo 
put in fine shape in from six 
to twelve months and it will 
prove the greatest development 
w’crk our people have ever un­
dertaken. Judge Pool was load­
ed to the muzzle with good 
road gospel and his enthusiasm 
was communicated to the dele­
gation and a rousing session 
ensued.

Judge Ernest of Colorado, 
another man who has taken a 
leading part to in.«ure this 
route, was called upon and he 
made a mighty fine talk, boo.st- 
ing the goods roads game and 
urging a .start on the work of 
building this highway.

John W. Mayers, of Mineral 
Wells, reported the progress 
being made in Palo Pinto coun­
ty and pleadg^d hearty cooper­
ation in every way in order to 
secure the completion of this 
highway in the shortest tiu»e 
possible. He stated that his 
county had already con.structed 
.six miles of good roads in Par­
ker county and would even do 
more to insure the highway.

Delegates from each county 
then reported and it certainly 
sounded good to hear what is 
being done and what is plann­
ed in the various counties to 
make the Fort Worth-El Paso 
Highway a reality. Not a dis­
couraging report from a single 
County represented. El Paso 
county promises a paved road­
way 140 miles long as her part 
and will lend every aid in land­
ing the highway.

“ The small live stock grower 
lias been largely overlooked as 
a factor in country building in 
this section," says C. M. Rich­
ards. banker and lumberman. 
Mr. Richards is well informed 
on live stock conditions in 
southwestern New Mexico.

“ Only those directly interest­
ed are aware of the fact that 
the grower of a few cattle and 
sheep has practically replaced 
the large outfits of a few years 
ago. The change has come 
nuiettv until today manv fami- 
bes are located ’where only a 
.«hort time ago a few cowbcvs 
looked after large herds on the
open range.

‘ ‘Not long ago the stockmen 
shipped by the trainload. There 
was a rush spring and fall and 
the rest of the year hardly a 
hoof went out. Now the train­
load shipment is the exception. 

X'attle are shipped by the car 
or two and shipments continue 
throughout the year.

“ The grower ot a few cattle 
or sheep is able to give the 
herd and the flock better care 
than the large outfit. The in­
crease therefore is larger and 
the loss less in proportion. At 
the same time the small stock­
man labors under serious dis­
advantages which the banker, 
business man, and farmer may 
materially relieve when condi­
tions are better understood.

“ The small grower may in­
crease bis income by im.proving 
pi's stock and this increased in­
come will make him a better 
customer of the banker and the 
•lerchant. He also needs the 
.ssistane'e in the marketing of 
nis few’ steers and lambs. The 
tusiness man may help here at 
: profit both to himself and his 
mall stockman customer.

When I was a boy at school 
in the country, we often had 
what we called “ literary exer­
cises”  on Friday afternoons. 
At these “ exercises”  we had to

log:ues, and I remember that 
one of the favorite pieces for 
the small boks was about a cer­
tain W illie Read, of whom we 
heard this:

“  ‘I ’ll never tobacco.
It is a filthy weed;

I ’ll never use tobacco ’
Said little W illie Reed.”

Now. if there ever was a real 
Willie Reed who said those 
words and who kept his reso­
lution ‘not to use tobacco, he 
was a wise boy. Any boy w’ho 
decides never to use tobacco is 
wise in his day and greneration. 
The fact that one can find 
some very old men who have 
used tobacco all of their man­
hood days does not prove any­
thing: in favor of tobacco. It 
is an ancient and true saying: 
that “ What is one man’s meat 
's another’s poison.”  Some 
men can do with impunity that 
which another man cannot do. 
Any doctor will tell you that a 
(growing: boy cannot safely 
smoke or u.se tobacco in other 
forms.

Even if the u.se of tobacco 
wa.s not really harmful to any 
one it is an extrenmely costly 
habit. I know a man who ad­
mits that he smokes on an av- 
erag:e of ten cig:ars a day; and 
they co.st him not le.ss than ten 
cents each, even when he buys 
them in larg:e quantities. He 
always has a box of them in 
his home to pa.ss around to 
other men who may be calling: 
on him. Some days he smoke.s 
more than ten^cipars and it is 
is .safe to estimate that his bill 
for the year for ciirar.s is five 
hundred dollars. He is .so ner­
vous that he cannot sit still and 
read quietly for thirty minutes.

There is a Xo-Tobacco 
Leajrue in our country. It has 
its headquarters in Bethany. 
W. Va. It does not create any 
vreat .stir in the world, but it 
is doing: a grood service if it le.s- 
sens the u.se of tobacco in anv 
deg:ree among: the youth of the 
land. The ciparette smokinp 
boy is about as fooli.sh and as 
weak an examnle of boyhood 
ss one will find on the .Ameri­
can continent. Every boy dis­
posed toward the u.se of tobac­
co in any form would do well 
to heed the terse injunction. 
“ Cut it out!”

New Bulletin Issued By
'University of Texas.

The Bureau of Economic Ge­
ology of the University of Tex­
as is now issuing Bulletin No. 
44,191, which is a general re­
view of the geology of the 
state so far as known from pub­
lications . to the present time. 
The bulletin is intended fo r the 
public at large and is written 
in popular style, containing as 
few  technical terms as possible 
The text is accompanied by a 
map of the state, 20x30 inches 
in size, showing the geology in 
seventeen different colors. It 
is the first map ever published 
covering the entire state and 
the whole range of formations. 
Sections showing the depths of 
various parts of the state are 
also shown on the map and 
there are four structure sec­
tions. Brief descriptions of 
rocks marked by each color 
pattern are given on the map.

The text is a brief summary 
description of each formation 
known in the state. There 
are separate chapters on the 
physiography and the geologic 
history of the state, and a sep­
arate chapter on mineral pro­
ducts of economic value. For 
the elucidation of this chapter 
several illustrations have been 
prepared which show the di.s- 
tribution of iron, copper, ar­
tesian v. ater, oil and gas, coal 
and lignite, salt, gypsum, and 
clay, each on a separate map. 
There is also a small map in 
red showing belts where known 
oil-borings horizons lie at suit­
able depths for exploration. 
In the chapter on economic 
minerals the geoloeic relation 
of each product is briefly set 
forth and each deposit is re­
ferred to the formation in 
which' it occurs, explaining its 
general distribution. The chap­
ter also contains brief notes on 
general production. It is be­
lieved that bv the proper use 
of this te.xt the oublic will be 
aided in search f  or mineral 
wealth. Valuable hints will be 
found in it. indicating what ma­
terials may reasonably be look­
ed for in the different parts of 
the .state. Eoually useful in­
formation will be found to pre­
vent expenditure of money for 
unscientific and useless pros­
pecting.

To the drillers and geologi.sts 
ihtere.sted in the finding of oil 
and gas. information will be 
found lhat will prove invalu- 
.able. By the aid of the t( xt 
and the accompanying map the 
reader will be able to see the 
character of the formations 
underlying any part of the 
.state, to the depth of 2,n00 to 
.3,000 feet or more. This will 
help the driller in planning his 
work and in knowMng at what 
depths^the different formations 
mav be looked for.

An important factor in the 
practical use of the book is the

index which covers 12 pages 
and in which all subjects -ind 
all formations mentioned in the 
text can be immediately found. 
The bulletin i6 an attractive 
volume of 164 pages, bound in 
cloth, and can be secured by 
addressing Dr. J. A. Udden, 
Director. Bureau of Economic 
Geology, University of Texas. 
It wfT̂  be sent free to any citi­
zen of the state.

nactiv of 2.500. It is expected 
that the new shack w’ill be used 
for students* mass meeting.^. 
The main auditorium of the 
University has been closed up­
on order of the fire marshal as 
unsafe.
