ExcerpU From a Lecture by
Prof. Dickinson of Oberlin 

College.
“ There are intellectual move 

ments in progress in this coun­
try,”  said Prof. Dickin.son, “ of 
which even those who are in 
the midst of them are often un­
aware. The eyes of the Amer­
ican people have heretofore 
been fixed upon their material 
treasures; now they are catch­
ing a vi.sion of the treasure that 
lies in the natural resources of 
the intellect and the spirit.”

The obstacles which have 
delaj'ed the fulfillment of the 
highe.st ideals of the country 
Prof. Dickin.son finds to he due 
chiefly to disorganization in 
the ranks of music teachers and 
to the “ blindness of the lead­
ers of general education to the 
educative values of music, 
which the nations of Europe 
recognized centuries ago.”  But 
he sees marked signs of real 
progress in the development of 
music teaching in the public 
schools which has taken such 
wonderful .strides in recent 
years, and in the recognition 
which the art is beginning to 
receive in the colleges of the 
country.

“ In all these manifestations 
of the new spirit that is abroad 
in our country— the develop­
ment of music in our colleges 
and public schools, the growth 
and increasing influence of 
musical clubs, the music school 
settlements, municipal concerts 
and the community chorus—  
in all this we have once more 
revealed that irrepressible co- 
cializing power which, after all 
is said r f  the glor>’ of the works 
of the creat masters, i.s the 
chief title of honor which hi.s- 
tor\' bestows upon the art of 
tone. #

“ There is a group of enthu­
siasts who find comfort in con­
siderations that are different 
from those of mine.” said Prof. 
Dickinson. “ They find in fig­
ures and .stati.stics evidence 
that we are the high road to be­
come a musical nation. They 
remind us of the prodigious in­
crease in the number of con­
certs; the multiplication of or­
chestras and choral societies: 
the enormous output of piano.s 
and organs; the well-nigh uni­
versal use of mechanical piano 
players and nhonographs on 
the part of those who can a f­
ford them, and as a crowning 
testimony to the national awak­
ening, we are told by a compe­
tent authority that the Ameri­
can people spend for mu.sic in 
one way or another over $600,- 
000.000 a year. The musical 
independence of America was 
proclaimed even before the 
present war, a.s a prospect 
soon to he fulfilled. The na­
tional music consciousness, we 
are tcld. is so far revived that 
the effort^ of composers and 
performer*are receiving an »n- 
couravement hitherto refused, 
and the gratifying history of 
American painting promises to 
he repeated in the field of mu­
sic.

“ The musical revival in our 
countrv is <»’enuine and persist­
ent.

I draw hope from 
popular musical movement in

Although by far the major­
ity of the jobs secured go 
through this bureau, these fig­
ures by no means represent 
the amount of money earned 
by students while attending 
the University. A large num­
ber of them are student assist­
ants w'ho secure their appoint­
ment after the first year by 
reason of excellence of the work 
done as students in the year 
previous. Then there are a 
great many who secure work 
out in the city of Austin who 
find out about them of tliem- 
selv(»5 and never apply to the 
Y. M. (\ A. The figures on the 
Emplo>TPent Bureau are inter­
esting in that they represent 
pretty fairly the amount of as­
sistance received at the Uni­
versity of Texas by students 
who come without means and 
entirely without friends or in­
formation concerning the con­
ditions.

“ \\'.liting on table” heads the 
list of employments. From this 
source alone students earned  
$6557 during last se>s.sion. 
“Choremen” ranked second and 
” ('lerks” third.

Umler the head of odd jobs, 
“ Vard Work” was the most re­
munerative, lliere being $103.05 
earned in thi.s manner. “ House 
work” , “cutting and carrying 
wood” “ putting up stoves” and 
“distributing c'milars” are 
some of the ot’oer items li.sted 
in the report of the Y. M. C. A. 
secretary.

A student who worked his 
way tlij*ough the University 
last year writes to Mr. T. W.
