TREAT TURKEY FOR CHOLERA

Isolate Affected Birds in House Re-
mote From Other Poultry Build-
ings—Give Creolin.

The word Is used to cover a num-
ber of Intestinal disorders, but chol-
era Is a contagious germ disease and
Is practically incurable, Place all
birds * which show any symptoms of
the disease in a house remote from
other poultry buildings and one which
can be easily and thoroughly disin-
fected. Give the birds a few drops of
creolin - or sulpho-napthol in thelr
drinking water, just enough to turn it
faintly milky. Give the birds a one-
thousandth of a grain tablet of cor-
rosive sublimate every three hours,
Feed sparingly en soft easily digested
food. All badly affected birds should
be killed by a blow on the head with-
out drawing blood and then burned.

Rake up and burn all litter used in
the house and runs oeccupied by in-
fected birds. Spray the runs and all
parts of the bullding with a creolin or
sulpho-napthel solution, one table-
spoonful to two gallons of water.

It is Not Fed to Poultry for Purpose of
Supplying Grit, but as Material
for Egg Shell.

Oyster shell is fed to chickens for
the production of egg shells and not
for grit as some persons think, ac-
cording to R. M. Sherwood, acting head
of the department of poultry hus-
bandry In the Kansas State Agricul-
tural college.

Approximately 90 per cent of the
oyster shell fed laylng hens is con-
verted Into egg which has a
chemical composition almost identical

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SUCH 1S STATEMENT OF PRESI
DENT WILSON IN A PERSONAL
MESSAGE TO THE SENATE.

WORLD LEAGUE PROPOSED

United States Could_Enter Only If
Justice is to Be Guaranteed All
Opinion Not Unanimous.

Washington.—Whether the United
Btates shall enter & world peace
league and, as many contend, there-
by abandon its traditional policy of
isolation and no entangling alllances
was lald equarely before congress
and the country Monday by Presi-
dent Wilson in a personal address
to the senate.

For the first time in more than a
hundred years a president of the
United States appeared in the sen-
ate chamber to discuss the nation’s
foreign relations after the manner of
Washington, Adams and Madison,
The effect was to leave congress, all
official quarters and the foreign\ dip-
lomats amazed and bewildered. Im-
mediately there arose a sharp divi
sion of opinion over the propriety as
well as the substance of the presi
dent's proposal.

“Startling,” “staggering,” “astound-
ing,” “the noblest utterance that has
fallen from human lips since the dec-
laration of independence” were among
the expressions of senators. The
president bimself after his address
said:

“lI have said what everybody has
been longing for, but has thought im-
possible. Now it appears to be pos-
sible.”

Summary of Address.

The chief points in the president’s
address were:

That a lasting peace Iin Europe
can not be a peace of victory for
either side.

That peace must be followed by a
definite concert of power to assure
the world that no catastrophe of war
shall overwhelm it again.

That in such a concert of power
the United States cannot withhold
its participation to guarantee peace
and justice throughout the world.

And that before a peace is made
the United States govermment should
frankly formulate the conditions up-
on which it would feel justified In
asking the American people for their
formal and solemn adherence.

Monroe Doctrine for the World.

“It is very clear' to every man
who thinks,” the president told the
senate, “that there is in this prom-
fse no breach in either our tradi-
tions or our policy as a nation, but |
a fulfillment rather of all that -we
have professed er striven for.

“l am proposing, as it were, that
the nations should with one accord
adopt the doctrine of President Mon- |
roe as the doctrine of the world;
that no nation should seek to extend
its policy over any other nation or
people, but that every people should
be left free to determine its own
policy, its own way of development,
unhindered, unthreatened, unafraid,
the little along with the great and
powerful.”

Marines Clash With Dominicans.

Washington.—A night fight Dbe-
tween native bandits and American
marines in the Dominican republic
resulted in the déath of one marine
and the severe injury of another
was reported Monday to the navy
department. Captain Knapp, com-
manding the American cruiser forces,
reported the fight occurred in the
vicinity of the Porvenir sugar plap
tation, near Macoris, the scene of
two similar encounters recently. Pri-
vate J. R. Olson of the Fiftieth com-
pany, was killed, and Corporal Gev.
Wilson of the Fifty-second company
was shot in the neck. \

British and Turks Fighting Near Kut.

The British and Turks in Mesoépo-
tamia have been engaged in vigorous
fighting along the Tigres river in the
vicinity of Kut-El-Amara. Both the
London and Comstantinople war of-
fices make claims to successes for
their troops in this region. The Brit-
ish announce that northeast of Kut
the British troops have driven the
Turks from a small strip of land
