He said that Preésident Taft had recommended the acquisition by the
government of a portion of the Virginla tract, and that Ambassador Bryce
had said: “It is an 'Ingratitude to providence if the country does not use the
great natural beauty of the upper Potomac.” “Nowhere in this country,” Mr.
Casselman said, “does such scenery exist within easy distance of a great city
as that this side of the falls.”

He sald that if the plan to have a great lake at Little Falls Is carried
out that makes the development of the land above Little Falls all the more
desirable.

The beauty of Washington, he continued, is no longer a matter of local,
but of national. interest.

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SETTLERS USE ANIMALS
FOR CLEARING UP LAND.

Flock Can Be Sheltered in Common
Shed, Open to South—Give Ewes
Careful Attention at Lambing
Time—Keep Them Dry.

(By FRANK KLEINHERIG, Wisconsin
Experiment Station.)

Sheep make excellent land clearers.
Many settlers use sheep to clear land
and put It in shape for dalrying. A
diet of brush alone will not make the
sheep thrive—they need grass or a lit-
tle grain besides,

Sheep can be sheltered in a common
shed, open to the South and having a
hay or straw roof. It should be free
from drafts. The roof must not leak
and the floor must be dry. If the ewes
lamb early, a warmer place is needed
for them during lambing.

It pays to use a good ram, for he Is
half the flock.

offspring improve rapidly. This is an
inexpensive but profitable way to start
in sheep. ,

Start with a small flock, until a
knowledge of sheep is secured. Large
flocks are hardgr to handle, more sus-
ceptible to disease and are expensive
to experiment with, A small ‘ﬂock.

Ewes need watching at lambing time,
more than at any other. Feed them
the right ration, keep them dry and

When alfalfa is to follow winter
wheat or other small grain crops In
the East, a thorough disking, followed
by frequent harrowings, will often be
all that may be required, provided the
land Is worked shortly after the graln
Is removed.

When plowing in this case Is neces-
sacy, the preparation of the seedbed
will often be facilitated by disking
nhead of the plow and by following
the plow at once with a pulverizer and
harrow.

DIFFICULT TO FATTEN CALF

fany Farmers Believe That It Is Not
Possible to Get Good Veal by
" . Pail Feeding.

It Is quite a difficult matter to fat-
ten a veal calf In any reasonable time
without new milk. Indeed, many think
the only way 1s to let the calf suckle
the cow, that you cannot get first-class
venl by pall feeding. But suckling the
cow is so detrimental to the cow that
good dairymen feed the calves and
with very good success, However,
when you come to do away with milk
entirely, or even try to make veal with
skim milk and grailn, you are up
agninst a difficult proposition.

There Is prepared calf meal on the
market that Is probably the best sub-
stitute for milk. It Is good to grow
calves on, hat to fatten veal is quite
different.

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SELECTION OF BEST LAYERS

Large, Thrifty, Clean Fowls That Are
Good Egg Producers Are Most
Desired by Farmer.

W. Theodore Wittman, poultry ex-
pert of the Pennsylvania department of
agriculture, gives the following advice:

Flock of Plymouth Rocks.

Good layers have long bodies, back
sloping to the tail ; medium-length legs
set well apart; full prominent egg bas-
ket; pelvie bones thin "and pliable;
comb large, always red, and the num-
ber of serrations makes no difference.

At this time of the year if you wish
to improve your flock, the only hens
you must breed from dre your best
hens, the big and persistent layers
which are in ggod plumage and which
have pale shanks, pale beaks and
lobes, and red combs.

The present show type of Single
Comb White Leghorns, with low talls,
small and evenly-serrated comb, etec.,
l is about as valuable, in a utility sense,

'BEST SOIL FOR HORSERADISH

| Plant Is Propagated by Cuttings
Which Are Made From Trimmings
From Its Roots.

| Horseradish does best on deep, cool,

rich soll and for best results late sea-
son growth is necessary. '

It is propagated by root (uttings
which are made from trimmings from
roots prepared for the market. The
best cuttings are about the size of
one's little finger, and from . to 7
inches long. They should be planted
in rows far enough apart to allow
horse tillage, and from 12 to 18 inches
apart in the row,

The horseradish plant {s very hardy
and will stand much abuse, but in
planting one must use care In setting
the cutting so that the upper end Is
on top, otherwise the horseradishes
will grow Irregular in shape. Very
often It Is planted with other crops,
such as cabbage, spinach, early beets,
ete.

FIND VALUE OF DAY’S LABOR

Four Hours and 34 Minutes Required
to Produc¢e Bushel of Corn in
1855—Less Time Now.

The United States department ot
agriculture in 1855 made an investiga-
tion as to the time required to produce
a bushel of corn. They found that it
required 4 hours and 34 minutes of
human labor. From 1909 to 1912.a
similar investigation was made. T..P.
Cooper, director of the North Dskota
experiment station, In summing av the
results, flnds that 435 minutes Iy the
time required to produce a bushel of
corn now, or only one-sixth as leng as
in 1855. In other words, a day of hu-
man labor now is worth more than six
times as much as in 1835, due to the
use of more and better machinery, bet.
ter varieties of corn and better soll

management.
