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COBAEA SCANOENS
Cobaea acandena Is a rapid-growing 

climbing Vina which IS easily propa­
gated from seeil. The dark color and 
refined character of Its foliage, to­
gether w ith ' Its bell-shaped flowers, 
render It a very satisfactory vine for 

'  covering broad areas. It is a less ram­
pant grower than the rooonflower, but 
fnmlshes quite as satisfactory a 
screen made up of much finer leaves. 
The flowers are not conspicuous, be­
cause of tbelr modest colors and be­
cause they are hidden by the foliage. 
Their form, however, Is pleasing and 
they are open during the day.

For success in the climate o f Wash­
ington, D. C., seeds of the cobaea scan- 
dens shoulfl be sown about March 15 
In a rich compost. When the young 
aee<ilings have developed their first 
true leaves, they should be transferred 
to three-inch pots or to tomato cans 
and kept growing slowly until danger 
o f frost Is past. In the open a rich 
border should be provlde<l, fur as soon 
as hot weather comes on the plants

grow very rapidly If ample food Is at 
their command. A rabbit-netting ftel- 
11s >or support is more satisfactory 
than cords or smooth wire for this 
plant, as It fastens itself chiefly by 
tendrils rather than by twining, as 
does the morning-glory.

.aise. color, form, and season of bloom- 
ilng makes It a most satisfactory plant 
;for supplying cut flowers. In fact, 
ynany of the improved sorts produce 
flowers equal In form and sire to some 
(of the better sorts of chrysanthemums.

' jThe range of color presented In this 
•group Is one of Its chief merits, 
'strange as It may appear, the plant 
iwprid Is not very well supplied with 
Iblue flowers poosesslng characters 
which render them salted to domeptlc 
|or commercial uses. In the aster, how- 
Siier, are found many shades of blue 
,snd imrple and for this reason. If 
Ifor no other, the astar should prove 
3IB attractive decorative plant. The 
thabit of growth adapts the aster not 
iooly to dose planting for cut bloom. 
9>at some forms are robust, tall-grow­
ing plants, well adapted for use in an 
lierbaceous border where late bloom 
‘and careleae effects are dealr^. The 
more compact-crowlag, large-flowered

forms are most desirable for cot
blooms, while the tall-growing, open 
types are moet useful In wild gardens 
or for screens. The wild aster (aster, 
novae-angllae) Is one of the most beau­
tiful and most satisfactory o f this 
latter class. The vigor and ease of 
culture of the aster are factors which 
contribute to Its popularity.

Plants from seed sown In the open 
ground In May bloom finely In Septem­
ber and October, when the flowers 
are seen at their best. For July and

Aster.

August bloom, seeds should be sown In 
^ a rcb  or April in a cold frame, spent 
hotbed, or in pots or boxes In a living 
room. Cover the seeds about/half an 
Inch deep with rich, light soil and 
when the plants have three or four 
leaves transfer them to thumb pots or 
to other boxes, setting the plants about 
two inches apart each way. After all 
danger of frost Is past transplant the 
plants so treated to their permanent 
home, where they should stand about 
18 Inches apart each way In well-pre­
pared beds. Fresh manure or manure 
used In too large quantities sometimes 
proves lnJurlou.s to asters. Only thor­
oughly conii>osted manure mixed with 
the soil is safe for these plants. Small 
quantities of afr-slaked lime, or of 
fresh wood ashes, stirred Into the sur­
face of the aster beds prove beneficial 
to the plants. When given plenty of 
water and rich, fine soil asters can be 
grown into beautiful pot plants.

In some localities and during some 
seasons the aster is seriously attacked 
by the so-called black potato beetle 
er blister beetle (eplcauta pennsyl- 
vanlca), an Insect which feeds upon 
the partly developed buds, causing 
them to develop. If at all. Into de- 
fonoed. Irregular blossoms. In such 
localities asters can be successfully 
grc'vn under screens of mosquito net­
ting or other thin cloth.

G A ILLAR D IA
In the galllardlas are found both 

annual and perennial plants offering 
a wide selection of varieties and a 
profusion of bloom over a long period. 
The blooming i>eiiod begins early and 
continues late in autumn. They are 
well adapted to mixed borders and are 
very satisfactory as cut flowers. The 
stems are of good length, carry the 
flowers well, and Keep fresh as cut 
flowers for a long time when placed In 
water.

The annual^gaillnrdlas are all propa­
gated readily from seed.s sown in the 
oiM*n. but earlier flowers'w ill be se­
cured by sowing see<]s In a hotbed 
and trausplautiug tlie plants to the

Qaillardia.

BRITISH BRING SOWN 
40 BERMAN AIRPLANES

GAINS MADE IN NEW DRIVE
General Maude’s Troope Capture Rail­

road Station at Samara, 75 Miles 
From Bagdad. ^

IVith the British Armies In France, 
via Ix>ndon.*—The intensely hHter 
ground fighting the first two days ol 
the week was reflected in the air, 
and the British royal flying corps has 
established a new record by bringing 
down 40 German machines. Fifteen 
of these were actually seen to crash 
while 25 collapsed or fell in spinning 
nose-dives, completely out of control.

The fights took place 15,000 feet in 
the air. A remarkable part is that 
only two British machines are miss­
ing.', It is known, however, that one 
intrepid young flyer, failing to find a 
single German observation balloon 
aloft, sought one in its hangar on 
the ground, dived at it and set the 
big gas bag ablaze from stem to 
stern.

British Make Gains.
There was a dimuniUon in the in­

tensity of the fighting between the 
British and German armies Tuesday, 
although battles of great fierceness 
continued at several points. In these, 
according to Ixmdon. the advantage 
rested with Field Marshal Haig’s 
forces.

Southeast of Arras the British made 
progress between the Sensee river 
and Monchy-Le-Preux, driving their 
lines to within a stone’s throw of the 
villages of Fontalne-Les-Croiselles and 
Cherisy and straightening otit the 
sharp sallent^that had existed there.

Northeast of Arras, in the Gavrelle 
sector, the Germans threw a strong 
counter-attack against the British, 
but the British guns raked the Ger­
man line and drove it back in dis­
order.

In the two days more than 2,000 
Germans from numerous diivisions 
have been made prisoner by the Brit­
ish. I

Among the booty captured by the 
French during the recent heavy en­
gagements northeast of Soissons are 
four of the famous 105-millimeter 
German howitzers.

There has been little activity on 
the P.ussian and Roumanian fronts.

Much Material Taken From Turks.
General Maude's troops have cap­

tured the railroad station of Samara 
on the Tigris river, some 75 miles 
northwest of Bagdad, and with it 16 
locomotives and 224 railroad cars. 
Heavy casunlties were inflicted on 
the Turks and many prisoners were 
taken during the British advance 
from Iztadillat to Samara.

Wnile In Washington W ill Discuss 
Sending Arm y to French Front.

Fortress Monroe. Va.—France's war 
commissioners to the United State.s 
reached Hampton roads Tuesday and 
continued their journey up Chesa­
peake bay for Washington on board 
the presidential yacht. Mayflower.

The mission, of which Rene Vivl- 
anl, vice premier and minister of 
justice, is the official head, and Mar­
shal Joffre, a member, brings no writ­
ten Instructions from the French gov­
ernment. the ministry having decided 
to give its members unlimited power 
to negotiate with the United States 
on all subjects, military, nayal and 
financial. It is proposed to discuss 
the sending of an .American expedl- 
tionarv' force to France,

Great Britain to Get First W a r Loan.
Washington.— The first Ajneiican 

loan to the allied nations will go to 
Great Britain. The amount and other 
details probably will be made public 
by Secretary McAdoo within a few 
days. IVhatever the eum, the amount 
will be available out of the proceeds 
of the $5,000,000,000 bond Issue soon 
to be offered to the public, of w'hlch 
$3,000,000,000 will be loaned to the 
allies.

To Seize British Food Factories.
London—The food controller is em­

powered by an order in council to 
take possession of any factory or 
other premises w'bere food is manu­
factured.

Dr. L. L. Whitaker died Mon­
day evening at his home, 602

Many Occurrences of Intereet and In­

formation Recorded Hors in Con­
densed Form.

AMERICA’S PART IN W AR—
Both- the house and senate have 

passed without roll calls the admin- 
latrmtlon bill to permit the entente 
nattons to reemit their citizens in 
the United Btatee to fight against 
Germany.

Ail railroads were granted tentative 
permission by the interstate com­
merce commission to file supplement­
al tariffs Increasing freight rates gen­
erally 16 per cent, effective June 1 
nexL

Other than being the fairest meth­
od of distributing the national re­
sponsibility, the government Is urging 
the selective draft - for the physiolog­
ical effect it a'ill have in Impressing 
the German government that the 
TJnited States is not into the con- 
,test in a half-hearted spirit

Complete rehabilitation of the crip- 
irled Russian railway sysCema by a 
QaiYe corps of trained American rail­
road men will be the early result of 
Ian appeal to the president from sev- 
leral of Ruaela’s ablest engineers. 
,The new government thus will be 
ptrengthened against the pressure to 
make separate peace aith Germany.

Already German newspapers have 
been commenting upon the fact that 
lit will require considerable time for 
the United States to get an army in­
to ehape, thus counting upon the 
state of unpreparedness here as aid­
ing their cause. Is how President W il­
son speaks of the present system of 
volunteers for raising an army.

•WASHINGTON

An appeal to the farmers to In­
crease the production of corn in the 
United States to the fullest extent 
this year in order to meet the In­
creased demand resulting from th% 
war emergency was made In a state­
ment issued by Secretary Houston of 
the department of agriculture.

President Wilson Is going to the 
pe<^le to ascertain whether they will 
support the house military affairs 
committee in placing the government 
in a state o f almost hopeless confu­
sion by insisting that the volunteer 
system must again be proved ineffi­
cient before the United States can 
raise an army in the war against Ger­
many.

Two women are reported to have 
lost their lives and 45 persons were 
injured in two tornadoes which late 
Wednesday evening swept through 
Jackson, Tillman and Kiowa coun­
ties, Oklahoma. Thirteen persons 
were Injured and nearly a hundred 
buildings demolished at Snyder. Farm' 
house- and growing crops were dam­
aged over a wide section.

With food prices mounting dully 
on the grounds of scarcity. Investi­
gators learned that storage houses of 
Chicago are stacked to the roofs with 
stores of hitherto unapproached mag­
nitude. Not only are the private ware­
houses o f the dealers and Jobbers 
fairly bursting with food, but the pub­
lic warehouses as well, while thous­
ands of tons are in cars on sidings.

In responee to an appeal from 2,000 
Bohemians In mass meeting at Hal- 
lettsvllle. Texas, Representative M. 
K. Mansfield w ill offer a resolution 
declaring for free Bohemia. Bohemia 
Is now governed by Austria.

Men of military age who have mar­
ried since a state o f war against 
Germany waa declared will not es­
cape their obligation o i military ser­
vice, under a wrar department policy 
formally aunoimced.

Secretary Houston has recommend- 
to the senate that the couucfl ol 

national defense be empovered to fix 
minimum and maximum food prices 
to meet the food situation.

Advseates o f prohibition will ex­
pect to have a rider amendment 
adopted to the army bill that would 
•top the annual use c i  about 960,000,- 
fOOO bushels of grain, being manufac­
tured into intoxicating liquors. They 
^  urging that this would feed 7,- 
p00,000 people.

Count von Reventlow says: "W e 
have long expressed the view that 
German victory and the German mon^ 
archy are mutually dependent. WIth*{ 
out a German victory the German 
monarchy will eoon cease to ezlsL”

The loss -In the anti-German riots, 
which resulted In the burning of sev­
eral German houses at Porto Algere, 
Brasil, Is estimated at 20,000,000 mil- 
rests. (Prior to the war a uzilreis was 
valued at 65c American mop^ey.)

In view of the serious situation m 
Germany, the food dlotator-ikas again 
ordered a complete house-to h<mse 
round-up of any private food 1 reserves 
in towns, villages and hamleu of the 
whole o f Germany.

One hundred Villa followers were 
hanged, 200 others killed and wound­
ed and a quantity o f ammunition and 
horses captured Friday in fighting 
between the Villa forces and the com­
mand of General Murguia in the Bab- 
rlcora district of w-estem Chihuahua, 
according to unofficial rei>orts.

Nicaragua has aligned herself with 
the Latin-American nations indorsing 
the United States’ war declaration, 
the foreign office at Managua notified 
the state department. With the ex­
ception of Costa Rica, whose new gov­
ernment offered the use o f her ports 
and territorial waters to the Ameri­
can navy, Nicaragua is the first of 
the Central American group to define 
its attitude.

EUROPEAN WAR HAPPENINGS—

An Amaterdam dispatch says that 
a Budapest Socialist paper announces 
the resignation o f Count Tisza, the 
Hungarian premier.

The southern part of the Hinden- 
burg line In France continues to 
crumble or faH back before the ad­
vancing forcCT of the French. Sined 
the big spring offensive was begun 
Monday stead>- gains by the French 
are reported in the official communi­
cation by the war office in the contin* 
nation of the drive.

More ^ban 500 German deserte*'?,,
sailors and landetrumers tried to
cross the Dutch-iielgian frontier from 
the enYnrone .of Knocke to near Cad- 
zaud, Holland, according to a report 
from Amsterdam. The attempted 
crossing was frustrated after the par­
ty had been pursued and attacked by 
Ublaos.

Hard fighting continues betw’een
the French and Germans all along
the southern front in Prance. The 
French war office Friday evening re­
ported more than 19,000 Germans 
have been made prisonei’s a n d  guns 
in excess o f 100 havo >een capturod 
by the French since the olfensiv^ be­
gan last Monday.

The weekly report of British *hlp- 
ping losses shows 19 vessels o f more 
vhan 1,600 tons sunk and nine vessels 
of less than 1,000 tons. Twelve fish­
ing vessels also were sunk. During 
the last seven weeks 168 vessels 
have been losL The past week's 
losses of 28 merchant ships are 
slightly in excess of the average, 
which is 24 for the seven weeks* 
period.

The first three days of the great 
offensive on the southern end of the 
battle line netted the French forces 
more than 17,000 German prisoners, 
unwounded, together with 75 cannon, 
according to the war office statement

Final determination of the g:\ern- 
ment’s attitude on the pruUuc‘.ioii ol 
intoxicating liquors during the war 
will await the return of Herbert C 
Hoover, now in Europe, who wib 
bead the food board.

The British lood controller is em­
powered by an order in council to 
take poesesaion of any factory or 
other premises where food is manik 
factured.

Delegations from seven of the Rus 
Sian armies conferred with the delo 
gallons of workmen and soldiers* del< 
egatee and asked the council whether 
it favored a separate peace. M. Hoy- 
doff, on behalf the counciL replied:
