.Bruce is Awarded the Contract 
to Repair School Building.

The School Board met last 
night and let the contract for 
the repair work on the public 
school building. There were
only two bidders on this work, 
E. B. Kiser and George Bruce,
the latter being the successful 
bidder and secured the job. 
The work bid on will cost the 
school board $9,245— at least 
that is the bid of Mr. Bruce.*

The two bidders were pretty 
close together, so says Mr. Hud­
son. the secretary, and but for 
the fact that the board cut out 
some stucco work upon which 
Mr. Kiser bid approximately 
$1200 and Bruce about $600, 
Mr. Kiser's bid would have 
been the lower and he there­
for would have been awarded 
the contract.

Bruce '̂has a reputation to 
maintain and he has never fail­
ed to do this in any of his con­
tracts, and The Enteirrise feels 
safe in saying that the work of 
Mr. Bruce will be all that could 
be desired so far as keeping in 
line wnth his contract is con­
cerned.
