This is the
scheme under which the City
of Dallas has maintained the
Fair Park at Dallas for years,
and all profits, if any, of the
fair, go to the improvement of
the buildings and grounds.

Every town needs a park,
and this tax, if levied, would
not be heavy on anyone, and
would raise enough money to
gave this park and improve-
ments and in time render it a
beautiful addition to the city,
and a pleasure spot to be used
the year round. A few wells
could be put down, trees plant-
ed out, grassy spots made, and
a band stand erected, and in
time it would repay all expend-
ditures thereon. :
