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Texas May Lead in
Production of Sulphur!

Sulphur Bids Well to One of
Most Valuable Assets in
Development of Résources

(By P. M. TRAVIS)

Texas, not being content
with providing the ‘Palace”
and “Throne” for the abode
and reign of “King Cotton”,
now bids well to establish with-
in its boundaries the sovereign-
ty of “Queen Sulphur.”
During the few years inter-
vening since 1912, the sulphur
deposit at the mouth of the
Brazos River, developed by the
Freeport Sulphur Company of
Freeport, Texas, has placed it-
self second in the world in sul-
phur production. It is now
only surpassed by that of Lou-
isiana, developed by the Union
Sulphur Company of Sulphur,
Louisiana.
Prior to the discovery of
these sulphur deposits, Sicily,
and Japan operated the only
two commercially producing
sulphur mines in the world.
However, Sicily virtually sup-
plied the world demand, as
Japan consumed practically all
of its own output.

beds in Louisiana were known
to exist, but, as they lay many
hundreds of feet below the sur-
face of the ground, the engin-
eers were for some time unable
to devise means of mining it in
a profitable manner; and it was
not for some time, about 1901
that the present method was

method enables the owners to
bring the sulphur to the sur-
face by means of super-heated
water being forced under high
pressure through pipes into the
sulphur beds below, refining 1t

to the surface through air lifts.
It was then only a few years
untilk the Union Sulphur Com-
pany was the leading produc-
ing sulphur concern in the
world. This was followed by
the discovery of sulphur at the
mouth of the Brazos River, and
the organization and- success-
ful operation of the Freeport
Sulphur Company of Freeport,
Texas, whose sulphur beds lie
below the surface of the soil,
several hundred feet and must
be mined in a like manner as
the Union Company’s deposits.
The sulphur industry of Tex-
as, however, was- not destined
to be confined to one locality,
as indications of sulphur were
found to exist in Culberson
County, in West Texas, where
only last year a vast deposit of
rich sulphur was discovered,
which resulted in the organiza-
tion of several companies to de-
velop this field. notably: the
West Texas Sulphur Company.
the Michigan Sulphur & Oil
Company and the United States
Sulphur Company of Texas.
The sulphur deposits owned
by theése companies are located
in what is known as the Rust-
ler Spring district of Culberson
County, and bid well to prove
to be the most valuable and ex-
tensive yet discovered in the
world. This sulphur, unlike
the other two deposits in this
country, lies near the surface
of the ground, appearing in
many places at a depth of on-
ly three feet, and the beds, or
strata, lie in a vast formation
of gypsum, estimated to run to
a depth of at least two thou-
sand feet, and associated with
petrobeum and hydrogen gas.
These rich strata of sulphur
lie in blanket formation in this
7ast bed of gypsum, one im-
mediately under the other, and
ranzil;g from dﬁvehto tlnrtyN' dnflr
more feet in depth. jo drill-
er has yet penetrateﬁ%e‘ ser-
ies of strata.

That the boys are anxious to
complete the tests is evidenced
by the fact that they have not
asked for disbandment, not
once, but are continually ask-
ing for something to do, that

will give them a chance to show | ;=3

what they can do.

In behalf of the Troop and
without their knowledge, I am
appealing to the manhood of
Pecos to furnish the Troop a
Scoutmaster, raise sufficient
funds to- pay him for at least a
part of his time, and let the
Troop have a chance to contin-
ue its development. The up-
dersigned ' has applied for a
place in the second training
camp at Leon Springs, August
27, and the chances are all in
favor of his being accepted.

If so, the Troop will be with-
out a leader and must perforce
disband.

The growth in the member-
ship of the Boy Scouts of Amer-
ica, rapid as it has been, has
not absorbed more than a
small fraction of the boys who
want to be scouts and who cer-
tainly ought to be scouts. whil:
on the other hand, the war has
brought outsscores and hun-
dreds of men, who having the
character and most of the
qualifications for military ser-
vice, have been disappointed
to find that they could not se-
cure commission, nor enlist in
any branch of the service be-
cause of disability or age.

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National Guard of Texas Is In
Need of Volunteers.

The need of volunteers for
the National Guard of Texas
is as great if not greater today
that at any time since Texas
was first called upon to furnish
12,000 additional guardsmen
for the Nation’s fighting forces
according to announcements
grom the headquarters of Brig.
Gen. John A. Hulen.

“The time is short wherein
Texas must raise the new regi-
ments and seemingly Texas is
not awake to the situation.

“Four weeks and more have
passed since the war depart-
ment called -upon Texas for
12,000 additional guardsmen,
vet Texas is far behind in meet-
ing this call,” the announce-
ment states.

“Gen. Hulen, his staff of of-
ficers and 75 organizers thru-
out the state have exerted their
best efforts for three weeks to
bring the National Guard of
Texas to war strength. . The
seriousness of the war and im-
perative necessity for men to
come forward and fight their
nation’s battles, has been duly
stressed in the newspapers and
from the stump. Patriotism of
the people has been appealed
to. Speakers have pleaded
with Texans not to let the tra-
ditions of the State be dragged
in the dust. Despite this Tex-
as seemingly has not awakened
as yet.

“The time is short in which
Texas is expected to deliver
12,000 recruits to the Nation.
The War Department has set
August 5th as the date when
the National Guard of Texas
will be mustered into Federal
service. On that date Texas
will be expected to have the
12,000 fit men ready. The War
Department plans call for the
men to go directly into train-
ing. Unless Texas has these
men ready, every one of them,
on that date the plans of the
War Department will be held
up, and Texans will have failed
their Nation in its time of need.

“The query has gone out:
‘Will not Texans of this gener-
ation be as patriotic as the
Texans of the Alamo and San
Jacinto?’ If they are they
must awaken.r Texans must
realize more fully the serious-
ness of the war.

“It is the duty of every man
between 18 and 45 years of age
married or single, who has no
absolute denendants. to volun-
teer 'and fight for his country.
