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State Highway Com-

missien Visits Pecos

Texarkana to El Paso Highway
Will Be Built From First
Highway Fund.

Two of the State Highway
commissioners, Mr. Curtis Han-
cock, chairman, and Mr. Thos.
R. McLane were in Pecos Wed-
nesday. These gentlemen were
expected to reach here Tues-
day afternoon and a meeting
was called by the Commercial
Club for 8 o’clock that evening
but was postponed until one
o’clock Wednesday afternoon,
and was held at the club room.

Mr. T. Y. Casey called the
meeting to order and intro-
duced chairman Curtis Han-
cock of the Texas State High-
way Commission, who told the
people of Pecos and Reeves
County that the first highway
to be built in Texas is the one
from Texarkana to El Paso.
He stated during the course of
his talk that the highway
would be straightened so asto
run parallel with the T. & P.
Railway, and that a road would
be constructed over the _Mona-
hans sand, thus eliminating the
contention of Grandfalls for
the highway to run by that
place. Mr. Hancock said that
the first dollar to be spent will
go toward building this high-
way, and that one of the first
applications made would cover
the cost of building a road over
the Monshans sand, which has
always proved a barrier to mo-
torists going to EI Paso or go-
ing to eastern Texas points
from Pecos.

Mr. Hancock informed his
audience that the State will as-
gist in building this highway,
which makes it a certaimnty. He
also told them that the Federal
government will assist in build-
ing highways that are desig-
nated as fort roads.

The Commisgioners went to
Barstow Wednesday morming,
where they held a meeting, re-
turning to Pecos in time for
the meeting here, and left in
the afternoon for Midland.

The engineers with the par-
ty did not stop in Pecos, but
went on to Monahans to look
over the sands and take pro-
fles for making maps to be
used in the work by
Highway Commission. - .

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‘knows about the
tion of men for military
service on June 5, but less is
known about the registration
of women for war service. It
is a fact, however, that a great
many women throughout the
United States have already reg-

This registration is not com-
pulsory, but is approved by the
government and is being han-
dled thru the National League-
for Women’s Service. Those
registering are not even obli-
gated, except morally, to do
that which they promise. The
promise is voluntary and living
up to it after it is made is also
voluntary. The league takes
registrations of women who ac-
tually want to go to the front
and do nursing, ambulance
driving, wireless, etc., an it
turns these over to the govern-
ment to draw in case of need.
But, also, they take a much lar-
ger number of registrations of
women who do not expect to go
to the front at all, and so state
in their registrations.

Some of the things that may
be registered for are making
supplies for hospitals at home,
home gardening and canning,
assisting in caring for the needy
families of those who have
gone to the front, the serving
cf hunches and furnishing en-
tertainment to soldiers in the
camps and enroute through
the country, and all such ser-
vices that have a direct bearing
on the war through food con-
<ervation dr services direct to
soldiers.

And besides all these regis-
trations may be made to do all
kinds of clerical and office
work. This last is for the pur-
poce cf getting the women lo-
cated who will be willing to
and able to take the places
'of men when a sufficient num-

'ber of them have been called

to the front to eripple the home
industries.

The diplomatic renresenta-
tives from England and France,
who came over to counsel us
about the war,. insisted on this
'registration of women for cler-
ical work. Their exnerience
was that when all the able-bod-
ied men had to leave home, “in-
dustries were disorganized—
not because there were not
competent and willing wemen
to do the work. but becaus:» the
government did not know how
‘to get hold of them promptly.
Take for instance, a woman

who has done office work be-
fore her marriage, but not for
'several vears. If her husband
goes to the war, or even if he
'does not, it may be that she wil!
'like to have a good office posi-
‘tion again. It may be also that
there are plenty of places just
(the kind she would like open,
'but if nobody knows they may
‘be given to others less compe-
tént.

Mrs. M. A. Grisham of Toy-
ah, has been appointed chair-
man of this registration for

and equitable control of the
distribution of the supply and
of the prices not only at the
mines but also at the hands of
the middle men and retailers.

“The prices provigionally
fixed by me under the provi-
sions of the recent act of con-
gress regarding administering
the food supply of the country
v’hich also conferred upon the
executive the control of the
fuel supply. They are based
upon the actual cost of produc-
tion and are deemed to be no
only fair and just, but liberal
as well. Under them the in-
dustry should nowhere /lack
stimulation.” '

Prices were set on cost or
production estimates furnished
by the federal trade commis-
sion after months of exhaust-
ive investigation.,” The coun-
try is divided into twenty-nine
districts and every producer
in a district will market his
output at the same price.

The President named no
agency to carry out the pro-
visions of his order, but is ex-
pected to appoint-soon a coal
edministrator who will be giv-
en entire control of the coal in-
dustry.

A special meeting of the
city council was called to meet
at the city hall Saturday night.
there being present Mayor J.
E. Starley, B. T. Biggs, S. M.
Prewit, R. E. Williams and A.
G. Taggart, councilmen, and
B. G. Warner and M. L. Rod-
dy, secretary and marshal, re-
septively. The following bus-
iness was transacted :

B. G. Warner was granted a
leave of absemce for a period
of 30 to 90 days. It was or-
dered that Monroe Kerr be em-
ployed to serve in Mr. War-
ner’'s absence.

T. J. Sisk was elected to
serve as a member of the
Equalization Board in the
place of J. T. H. Lipscomb who
had been appointed but was
absent from town.

It was ordered that the rail-
roads within the corporate lim-
its of the town of Pecos be re-
quired to maintain their right-
of-ways in such condition that
whenever any street crosses
such right-of-way that there
shall be no obstruction on such
right-of-way which will ob-
struct the view of their main
line or sidings tor a distance
of 300 feet from either proper-
ty line of such street, or in lieu
of this they may establish at
such street crossings adequate
gongs which shall be rung and
shall continue to ring so long
as any train on such main line

———

distance of 300 feet irom any
such street crossing,

The City Marshal was in-
structed to trim such trees as
mlght. in his opinion be ob-
structing the sidewalks, and
to remove or transplant such
trees as might be uprooted.

Dogs Must Be Muzzled Says
City Marshal.

"An ordinance passed by the
City Co.uncil of the Town of
Pego& City, and which - will be
strictly enforced from now on,
reads, in part, as follows:

“It shall be unlawfyl for any
owner of any dog to - permit
such animal to run at large
within the corporate limits of
the Town of Pecos City, unless
such animal shall bave secure-
ly fastened a good and suffici-
ent muzzle thereon, so as to
prevent biting or snapping by
such animal.”

The penalty for the above
offense is not more than ten
dollars, and unless you are
hunting trouble you’d better
take this warning and cémply
with the law. I am ordered
by the mayor to enforce this

Nothing has happened to
change the belief that the per-
sons enumerated in section 18
could be discharged without
interfering with the raising of
an army, but there are indica-
tions that abuses of section 18
may render its continuance no
longer advisable. Reports are
to the effect that in some dis-
tricts, as high as eighty per
cent of the persons called be-
fore local boards are filing
claims for discharge on the
ground of dependent relatives.
Such a percentage of claims,
when viewed in connection|
with all available statistics, |

pid-|

indicates beyvond question that
advantage is being taken of|
the provisions of the law and |
regulations which were intend-i
ed to reduce to a minimum the |
misery at home normally at-|
tendant upon war. There is|
a moral certainty, in the ex-|
travagance of this percentage|
that hundreds of unfounded |
claims are included in these to-|
tals. This state. of affairs|
greatly increases the burden |
of local boards for, if so high |
a percentage of registrants
claim exemption, only the un-|
compromising action of the|
local boards can prevent a
new regulation on the subject
of dependency which shall re-!
