Some mfn have brought in 
trunks, for which there is no room 
and fko place. .A  suit case is the beat 
thing, in which to bring spare clothes 
and is M good thing to have here in 
which to keep <^thea, whether you 
bring sny^iing in it or not.

Don’t overload with underwear, 
socka, shirts, etc. Uncle Sam isau^ 
underwear and aopaa and you must 
wear the kind issued, eo that your 
other articles will havs to be dispos­
ed o f or returned to your home.

- Don’t wear your best clothes to 
camp.. It may be several days be­
fore your uniform can be issued lo 
to you, and you will have fatigue du­
ty to do in your good clothes. It 
is best to Imng cloth^ you can give 
away to the Belgian Relief Society. 
Your civilian clothes cannot be kept 
in camp and will have to be sold or 
sent to your home.

The same thing applies to your 
shoes, it is hot bad, however, to 
keep some light slippers or mocassins 
to nlip on when you have taken olf 
your marching shoes.

Three bath towels and as .iiany 
face towels are more than enough. 
Don’ t bring half a dozen of each or 
more. They .Will be in your way. 
You srill be issued several towels by 
the government.

Don’t wear a good hat, or one that 
you will want to keep.

It' is well enough to .bring your 
shaving and toilet articiM. A soap 
box is almost necesskry. An un- 
Inreakable mirror is desirabU and it 
will last a lifetime. ;:jhoe brushes 
snd rags will also be needed. A 
clothes brush w’ould not be out of 
place, or a whisk broom. Get a 
”boo8ewife”  or some needles, olive 
drab thread and a few bachelor buc- 

> tons for underwear, etc.
In bringing handkerchiefs remem­

ber that the olive drab and bandana 
style give the best servic^. However, 
a half dozen or more white handker­
chiefs could be used.

One or two soft.bosom  shirts with 
cuffs attacl\ed can be used. Thev 
are worn with the uniform blouse to­
gether with a white standing collar 
or stock.

Bed clnffies will not be needed. 
Blankets, bed sack and quilts are is­
sued by the Government A small 
pinow^mR be purchased hero nt ,thc 
camp exchange if desired.

The government issues, in addition 
to bedding, your summer and w'nter 
clothes, overcoat, poncho or raincoat, 
socks, underwear, woolen shirts, hat, 
hat cord, belt, barrack bag or laun­
dry bag, comb, brush, soap and tow­
els, shoes, one pair for drees and one 
for marching and drilling, gloves and 
leggins.

A mess kit is also issued which in- 
eludee knives, forks, and spoons, 
plates and drinking cup.

We have five grocery stores e a ^
Ode doing a good bnside|i 'Under 
the old plan one m erchut I'ften 
made as many as tweaty trips a day, 
somstiems going t5 the same house 
twice. Figure, if you can, t ^  amount 
o f gasoline and oil, say nothing o f 
wear and tear on machinery and the 
double-tracking e f the grocery boy.

Now under the nfw  plan each o f 
the five grocerymen use an average 
o f about one gallon a day, at the 
cost*of 27 cents k gallon, for one 
week o f six days, about a ^Hatf and 
sixty-two cents, saving a numboi* o f 
gallons o f gasoline each week.

There is another side to this pa­
triotic move,' and this is where the 
housewife comes in for her part o f 
the benefits. Our women are learn­
ing to plan ahead what they will need 
in the kitchen, doing this they will 
buy more Jddiciou^  with an eye to 
economy. Too many have depended 
too long on the tin can and a meh 
order to supply the needs o f llje  table 
at the last minute. * An incident oc­
curring in one o f our nearby towns 
recently, serves to illustrate how the 
housewife often unconsciously con­
tributes to the high cost o f living. A 
woman telephoned the groceryman 
(arly one morning sa3ring she wrnted 
a quarter’s worth o f soap and one 
egg. Eggs from co l^  storage were 
fifty cents a dozen. The grocery boy 
delivered the order immediately. At 
about eleven o ’clock this same wo­
man telephoned this same grocery 
man to please send hev a quarter'4 
worth o f Irish potatoes.

up, and adapted or improved toe dia- 
coveriee o f others.

They organised a system o f educa­
tion as complete sa that o f tos Jos- 
uits and quite as far-reaching; for 
H took the German child ffom  the 
time he left the kindergarten and it 
guided him until be left the univer­
sity. It developed his mentol facul­
ties to work moot efficiently’ seeord- 
tng to the commands o f bis official 

it taught him reverence for 
discipline; it revealed to litoi the im­
portance o f patie^  labor on subjects 
which seemed infinitesimal or irrsl- 
evant During ths first three-quar­
ters o f the ntoetoisnth century this 
’German education had also scientifie 
sccursey,.or truth, um its aim; snd it 
was so fruitful that scholars from 
Europe snd America went to Ger- 
Bumy to profit by it, while German 
professors strode over the earth in­
vestigating, taking notes, and adom- 
tog the landscape with their robust—  
if not always AppoDoBian flgurea 
Greater than any discovery in science 
however, was the German discovery 
that If you have many miBions o f 
persons all trained by the same meth­
od, yon can treat them‘ as you co^d  
so many empty riflee— you can load 
each o f them srith your fkvorite car­
tridge and aim it at srhstsoever tar­
get yon wish. And this is what ac­
tually happened. When German edu- 
catioB had reduced, or raised, the 
Germans to the level o f perfect ma­
chines, their master ssrollen with mil­
itary ambition and dynastic ends, 
came along snd loaded them for his 
own' purposes. In old times every 
American colonist kept his gun with­
in ^ssy reach, lest he should need it 
to shoot at SB unexpected Indian or 
bear. Wonderfnl is it to think that 
ten million or more Germans, living 
ftesh-and-blood Germans, stood ready 
like so many mechanical weapons, de­
void o f will, judgment and choice—  
empty barrels— t̂o be loaded and fir ­
ed in- whatever direction their mas­
ter aimed them.
