Money Results in Death of Mex-
ican With 22 Rifle

“Lump” LaBeff, a shoemaker of
Pyote, killed a Mexican at that place
Tuesday of this week. The Mexican
was shot at Mr. LaBeff’s place of
business, a .22 rifle- being used.

It appears from the best informa-
tion The Enterprise is able to obtain,
the deceased Mexican Mad ordered
a pair of shoes from LaBeff and made
a deposit thereon. When the shoes
were cut out and partly finished the
deceased called in, canceled the or-
der and demanded, the deposit refund-
ed. This was refused. The Mexican
returned two or three times and de-
!manded the return of the deposit—
| the last time bringing with him two
'cther Mexicans. Upon being refus-
ed the deposit money on this occasion
he threatened the life of LaBeff and
grabbing a scantling, proceeded to
make an effort to carry out his threat,
when LaBeff, standing in his shoe
shop, grabbed a .22 calibre rifle and
proceeded to work over the bad hom-

dead.

LaBeff gave himself up to the
proper authorities, made his bond,
employed Howard and Cooke to de-
fend him, and returned to his work.

States Rights
Issue a Mantle

The Following is in Answer to Mr.
Bailey’s Article Appearing n
Last Week's lssue

Mr. John Hibdon, Pecos, Texas.
My Dear Sir:

You published in The Enterprise,
issue of January 4, a letter from for-
mer Senator, J. W. Bailey, to K. M.
Johnson, of the Houston Post, rela-
tive to the proposed constitutional
amendment for prohibition. You al-

{|s0 editorially recommeded the article

by Mr. Bailey to your readers. Ia
view of the fact that the letter, ad-
dressed as it was, to the editor of a
leading Texas daily, was intendad for
widespread publication, and in view
of the further fact that your publica-
tion of the letter with editorial rec-
ommendation, opens the question in
this locality, I take the privilege of
addressing you, with the hope that
you will see fit to publish the letter
in The Enterprise.

The burden of Mr. Bailey’s distress
it the nation-old question of states’
rights. At some length he tells us
of the conflict between the extreme
federalists and states’ rights advo-
cates in the foundation of the Con-
stitution. Then he says “it (the
government under the Constitution)
had hardly been inaugurated, howev-
er, when the advocates of centraliza-
tion began a systematic effort to re-
duce, by construction and administra-
tion the powers of the states, and to
correspondingly enlarge the powers
of the United States. The effort was
resisted, and out of the conflict the
Democratic party was born.”

Mr. Bailey would have us balieve
that the present proposal to amend
the Constitution is a parallel to this
early conflict, and that those mem-
bers of congress who voted to submit
the amendment to the several states
are not democratic. The charge al-
so applies to any one favoring the
adoption of the amendment. Let us
see if he is correct.

He does not question that the Con-
stitution as adopted gave the proper
distribution of power between the
United States and the several states.
He tells us of certain matters which
could properly be handled only by
the Federal government, and he in-
dorses the action of the fathers in
giving the government power over
tbese matters. It was “by construc-
tion and administration” (of the con-
stitution) he says, that the advocates
of centralization sought to reduce
the power of the states. We fully
agree with Mr. Bailey in this.

The question of ‘“‘construction and
administration” first arose, 1 believe,
when Hamilton, as secretary of the
Lreasury, so construed Art. I, Sec.
VIill, Clause 18 in the Constitution,
as to justify his proposal for the
I'ederal government to assume the
debts of the several states. Here
the Democratic party was born. The
democrats insisted on a strict con-
struction of the Constitution, and
the federalists on a liberal construc-
tion. The fight was continued ‘vhen
during Adams’ administration con-
gress passed the “Alien and Sedition
laws.” The democrats insisted that
the Constitution gave to congress no
such power.

Now, Mr. Bailey’s mistake is in as-
sauming that a proposal to amend the
Constitution is ofi a par with a con-
struction of the Constitution by
which congress takes to itself power
that properly belongs to the states.
Any schoolboy can see the difference.
There is no such parallel. When an
insistent demand comes, K from thou-
sands of people in all the states for a
Constitutional amendment that will
transfer power to the central gov-
ernment that has formerly been giv-
en to the states, because they are con-
vinced that it is a government and
not a state question, the congressman
who refuses to vote for the suomis-
sion of the amendment to the people
in the way the Constitution provides,
has not an ounce of democratic blood
within his veins. If our fathers were
right, as Mr. Bailey affirms when they
gave to the government authority ov-
er questions that could be handled
only by the government, then it is
right to amend the Constitution so as
to transfer power to it that it should
have at the present time.

It
ie further said that muriatic and nit-
ric acids fed in bran will cause ul-
cers on hogs’ stomachs and cause
them to' die, closely resembling hog
cholera.’

“I would be glad if you will give
information to your local papers and
give this item as much publicity ‘as
possible among the farmers and oth-
ers. . o
“We would be glad also if you
would report to this office any weork
of this sort that seems of a sugpiéious
character, or any reports of attempts
to poison cattle or hogs in the feed
yards or feed pens along the line..

Fresent Contrast Between the Fare

Of Interned Enemies and That
Of Allied Captives Drawn

An article by Milton Bronner, in
the El Paso Times, on the contrast
¢f treatment of prisomers of war,
ailied and enemy, says:

When the army has tak-
en enough G prisoners to make
their treatment a real problem, the
suthorities will have to take into con-

British, French and Russian prison-
ers, and is likely to do to our men.
. Prisoners taken by Germany, sol-
diers or ¢ivilians, are now sent %o
one of three detention places:

1—Great prison camps.

£—Reprisal camps.

3—Workyards.

There are between 150 and 200 of
these large prison camps. In the
carly days of the war these were giv-
en very little food and less covering,
while the sanitary conditions were
impossible. There was so much pro-
test by neutrals that these conditions
in the past year have been changed.

The prison sheds are now fairly
spacious and measures for cleanline.s
and disinfection have been taken.
The prisoners are no longer treated
with brutality and the work is not
excessive. The food is still insuffi-
cient, but the men are allowed to re-
ceive parcels from their own coun-
tries and do not die of hunger any
more. These camps are, therefore,
the parade camps to which neutral
representatives are allowed access—
the only ones in fact open to foreign
inspectors.

The reprisal camps were started
by the Germans to bring pressure
upon the allies. The Germans, for
instance, claimed that German sol-
diers captured by the French were
scnt to Morroca and ill-used. Hence
their invention of these reprisal sta-
tions, located chiefly in Poland and
Russia.

While visitors are not allowed, the
prisons of them all. There are =bout
their homes, and the letters are not
censored. The Germans are anxious
the French at home shall know how
their compatriots are suffering from
the hard work, the insufficient food
and the severe discipline. To be sure
that conditions will be adequately
pictured the Germans make a point
of sending iqtellectuals to those
camps, men who in civil life have
been students, lawyers, and office
employes. '

The workyards mean forced ex-|
ploitations of soldier prisoners n'!

They are sent to the|
coal mines, iron, salt and potash|
n ines, to the factories, and t» thke
marshes where there are .irf-pits.
and lignite beds. They are als)» used
in draining land and in making earth
burks.

The hours for labor are .ong, tha|
food is totally insufficient, the beds
are made of shavings or a little straw
and punishment is frequent and se-
vere. Accidents are frequent, be-
cause the prisoners are unuccustom-
ed to the work. The sick list and the
death rate are high, because many of
the men are not used to chat kind of
hard labor. !

At Krupp’s factory at fheinhaus-
en, 500 Fyenchmep are at work. The
minimum sick list was 30 to 45 per
day, and this is made up of men who
are really sick. Malingering iz not
tolerated.

The men are given a certain ta-k.
and if they do not accomplish it, are
sent to their beds at night withont
even the scanty meal allowed their
fellows. In this factorv about 200
men have been discharged on » 1t
of accident and illness. .

There are 650 prisoners at a coal
mine at Ewald. The average nuri-
ber on the sick list was 40 and at
least 10 per cent were injured in ae-
cidents.

Fiftv Frenchment were sent to the
lignite mine at Atzendorf, They were
required to make 25 trncks of lig-
nite a day. If they did not do so,
they received no sonp when they re-
turned from the mine. Forty mver
cent of the prisoners had to be dis-
charged on account of disease and
weakness. In the pvrites mine of
Sachtlehen, in Silesia, ont of 852
men, 3685 had to be discharged on ac-
count of anemia, disease« of tho res-’
niratorv oreans and accidents.

The man who would not think of
asking his grocer to give him ten
pounds of sugar for nothing or of

would ‘be only proper to make him a
present of a free cravat now and
then, often belittles himself not only
within his sovereign rights but in the
performance of his bounden duty
when he steps into a newspaper office
to require anywhere from ten lines to
a column of free reading matter to
assist him in the promotion of his af-
fairs.

All of us engaged in the publish-
ing business have been on intimate
terms with this party for msny a
weary year. None of us expects to
see his shadow or his tribe grow less.
To speak of him, his ways and his
works is doubtless sheer futility, yet
we are moved by a perusal of an ad-
¢ress on “The Deadhead Reading No-
tice,” delivered before - the Sphinx
Club of New York, by one, Bert Mos-
es. Mr. Moses is of a bitterness. In
his mind the seeker of this free pub-
licity is in the possession of nerve,
one with the man “who keeps his sest
in a street car and tries to flirt with
a woman standing.” However, Mos-
es is a compiler of certain unimpas-
s‘oned statistics. Of these more anon.

One of the most natural impulses
of the party who insists upon the gra-
tuitous newspaper announcement
that his church is about to hold a
fair or that he is about to add anoth-
er department to his delicatessen
store, or that his line of automobiles
is now equipped with a new tyms.
panum, is to inform you that “It’s
news.”” He believes it himself. Jf
vou disagree with him he gets mad.
For ourselves, we have often yearned
to walk into his place of business and
tell him how to run it; to tell him he
should arrange his show-windows or
his account books so and so, that he
should reduce his stock in trade by
presenting us with su¢h as suits our
fancy. But we have never Jared.
He might think us cheap—or worse.

Generally, too, he tells us that tha
thing he wishes promoted is in a good
cause. Not infrequently it is. The
world is full of good causes. Mis-
sionary suppers are in a good cause
of securing red shirts for the heath-
en. Dry goods merchandising is in
the good cause of commerce and sup-
ply. Railroads, steamships and au-
tomobiles are in the good cause of
transportation.

There are so many good causes
that if we printed the advance tid-
ings of all of them we shouldn’t print
anything else, while in good time we
chould ourselves present good cause
for the atterniion of the bankruptcy
To discriminate among so
many causes is to commit injustice.
What we have mainly to remember is
that the newspapers themselves la-
bor continuously in the cause of the
general good, a fact, however, which
does not restrain the financial re-
quirements of the paper manufac-
turers, the ink men, the machinery
builders, and the people who write
and print, not to mention the butch-
er, the baker, and the candlestick
maker.

To get back to the statistics of the
estimable Moses. He relates that a
short time ago a publisher sent him
a package containing the articles re-
ceived within one week for which
free publicity was commanded. He
adds: “The package weighed iever-
al pounds.

“I estimated that the whole batch
would -make about thirty-six columns
or 10,800 agate lines.

“The copy came from forty-five

different concerns, so that the aver-

age space sought free by each con-
cern was 240 lines.

“There are over 2,000 daily vapers
in the United States, and it is pre-
sumable that each paper is impor-
tuned for free reading notices to a
like extent.

“That would mean something like
21,600,000 lines a week, or 1,123,-
200,000 lines a year.

“The average card rate for pure
reading notices in these 2,000 daily
papers is surely as much as 50 cents
a line, so that the requests for free
readers would reach in money, the
great total of $10,800,000 weekly,
or the staggering total of $581.600,-
000 yearly.”

We had realized before that the
graft had reached such dazling pro-
portions. We are aided in under-
standing ' its popularity by the in-
crease in knowledge.

We do not expect these few, but
fervent remarks to exert any deter-
rent effect upon the demand for free
publicity. We anticipate that things
will go along like this for a vhlh.
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vertising is matter secured to ad-
vance some individual’s or group of
indivldnds’ welfare. The one prop-
er way to obtain this latter is by
purchase.—Hartford (Conn.) Times.

Here then, is the only questioa for
discussion from the states’ rights
standpoint: Is the liquor question a
state or a national question? If it 1s
a state question, the states should be
allowed to handle it. It a national
question, the nation should be a2l-
lcwed to handle it.

Mr. Bailey says, “No Democrat can
justify himself in voting to transfer
any police power of the states to the
general government, and least of all,
can he justify a transfer of the pow-
er to permit or prohibit, the sale of
liquor; because the exercise of that
pcwer by one state cannot possibly
affect the people of any other state.
If Texas chooses to permif the sale of
liquor, Kansas has no right to say we
shall not do so; because the sale of
liguor in Texas cannot disturb the
peace or injure the health or corrupt
the morals of Kansas.”

After the education that men have
had in reference to the evils that arise
from drink, and as to the cunning,
devilish methods of the liquor hand-
lers, in defying law and getting their
“goods” into dry states, if there is
any one in the state of Texas who be-
lieves that the sale of liquor in Tex-
as cannot disturb the peace or :njure
the health or corrupt the morals of
people in. adjoining dry states, then
that one should be given safe conduct
to, and free board in our insane asy-
lums. Mr. Bailey knows that the
statement is not true.

He would have us believe that the
récent enactment of the Webb-Ken-
,\I‘n law, and certain decisions of the
siipreme court have made prohibition
absolutely effective in dry territory.
That it is impossible for a wet state
adjoining a dry state to affect the
dry state’s enforcement of its prohi-
bition laws.

When these meetings a: 2 held it is
the wish of the administrator that
prices be informally discussed and,
that concessions be made wherever
possibles so as to bring food within,
the reach of every purse. :

The first price interpreting commit-
tee appointed In Texas was in Hous-
ton. Wm. D. Cleveland, Jr., head of
one of the oldest. wholesale grocery
houses in Texas, was named as chair-
man of this committee.

~ The committee served as a prece
dent for other committees of like
character in the State. As soon as
its first two fair price lists were pub-
lished, the idea was passed on to Aus-
tin and San Antomio, where commit-
tees were appointed by Administrator
Peden.

Cities now having price interpreting:
committees are Houston, Austin, San
Antonio, Dallas and Beaumont. Other
cities to have price interpreting com-
mittees will be EI Paso, Amarillo,
Paris, Fort Worth, Wichita Falls,
Navasota, Waco, San Angelo and Luf-
kin.

These cities are headquarters for
the fifteen districts into which the
Federal Food Administration activities
of Texas have been divided.

The quotations appearing in the fair
price list are intended as a guide for
the wholesaler, retailer and consumer
in the boundaries of the district.

The committees select three prod-
ucts for their first list; these are
usually sugar, flour and fats. The
next publication carrics additional
items and so on until eventually the
list shows the twenty-nine fundament-
al  staples.

The purpose of the list is not to fix
an exact price for every store, but to
state the fair price under average con-
ditions and show when the price is
excessive.

THROUGH BUREAU GIVES $1,250,-
000 RELIEF TO RANCHERS.

Seed Cake Adopted in Oklahoma,
Mississippi, Arkansas and
Louisiana.

What the National Food Administra-
tion can really do has been forcibly
brought out in connection with the
drouth in Texas. The resources of the
United States Food Administration
made it possible ‘o save thousands of
cattle at a time when their loss would
have been serious not only to their
owners, but to the country at large.
This was accomplished by Food Ad-
ministrator Peden through the Cotton
Seed Department under the direction
of Mr. Herbert Godwin, assisted by
Mr. R. F. Crow and Mr. E. B. Spiller.

The department has handled approx-
imately 25,000 tong of cotton seed, es-
timated at about $1,250,000.

Reports from the Panhandle and
Central-West Texas, following the re-
cent blizzards, indicate that the pres-
ence of sufficient cotton seed cake
thuough the work of the administra-
tion had ,made possible the saving of
thousands upon thousands of live
stock.

The story of the splendid work of
the cotton seed products bureau of
the Federal Food Administration be-
gan when Administrator Peden ar-
ranged on November 16 the conference
of cotton seed crushers and cattlemen
at Houston. Through the patriotism
of both industries and making of con-
cessions and sacrifices by each, the
result of the conference was a price
for cotton seed cake much below the
prevalling price.

At the same time the United States
administration authorized a request
that for the time being the feeders
and dairymen outside the drouth dis-
tricts secuse their cotton seed cake
and meal from other states than Texas
and Oklahoma. This request was
strictly observed, and did much to re-
lieve the situation.

The Food Administration then, in
co-operation with the commission on
car service, requisitioned cars enough
to take 150,000 head of cattle out of
the drouth-stricken districts of Texas
and Southern New Mexico, and dis-
tribute them in points in Z.ouisiana,
Mississippi, Oklahoma, Kansas and
sections in Colorado and New Mexico
where grass and water were abundant.
In this it received loyal co-operation
from the railway companies, not one
of which protested when called upon
in the midst of their enormous press-
ure just now to meet the emergency.

Next an order wus issued by the
priorities committee that gave cotton
seed meal and cotton seed cake pref-
erence in car supply and transporta-
tion to all points in Texas and New
Mexico. Through the transportation
divigsion of the Food Administration
the executive officers of Texas rail-
roads were asked to do their utmost
to relieve the situation.

The Federal Food Administrator of
Texas, E. A. Peden, is doing his ut-
most with this problem that so seri-
ously affects his State. Being a large
manufacturer, he knows how to meet
big emergencies. One of Mr. Peden’s
tonclusions was that Louisiana rice
straw would help to solve the problem,
aad he has asked John M. Parker,
Leuisiana Federal Food Administra-
tor, to’ solieit bids from the rice farm-
ers of that State.

All these measures are purely tem-
porary to m ot the emergency in Tex-
as, where 1,501,000 cattle were in seri-
ous plight, a2 zrave situation in view
of the present fond conditions of the
world. The regulations, both offictal
and voluntary, will be ended as soon
as the emergency is passed, and al-
ready have been relaxed to a consider-
able degree.

Such instances show that Food Ad-
ministration in its task of ekeing out:
food enough for the allies and our ar-
mies in Europe without upsetting food
conditions at home is rendering eco-
nomic service to the country and its
industries that would be of inestima-
ble value in peace as well as war.

As an outcome of the agreement
between the cattlemen and the cotton
seed crushers in Houston, Texas, on
November 15, the message of their
splendid work was passed on to ad-,
joining States and the Federal Food
Administrators of Louisiana, Arkan-
gas, Oklahoma and Mississippi called
meetings at their respective headquar-
ters and secured the same low rate on|
cotton seed products in their States,
available for immediate shipment into
the drouth-stricken areas.

At the time that the conference was
held in Houston, November 15, cotton
seed was selling at $80 a ton. Cotton
seed cake was being sold at from $56
to $60 a ton, and the cattlemen were
finding difficulty in securing it at that
price. .

The Houston agreed price is $53.50
for 43 per cent protein cotton seed’
cake, with $1 change for each unit
above or below; also a price of $45.50
for 30 per cent protein cold pressed’
flakes with 50c per unit change above
or below.

A meeting was called by Adminis-
trator Peden at the request of the
poultry men. At that time the Unlted)
States Food Administration had placed
an embargo on the shipment of tur-
keys out of Texas during the monmth
of November. This was necessary as
the freezers of the North disclosed the
fact that 6,000,000 pounds of immature
birds were in storage from the pre-
vious year and most of these birds.
were shipped from the South and
Texas.

The embargo was lifted on Deeem
ber 1, and the turkey business P
ceeded as before. It was regarde
as worth the trouble of attending th
meeting alone to have determin
upon a fixed weight for turkeys. A
heretofore, the jobbers have bee
compelled to buy birds in the floc
regardless of their weights, and
they have failed to make purchase
their competitors would. This place
a large number of small birds on th
market and all the way dround '
disastrous to the industry,

As a result of the Houston conf
ence, the tollowing ruling was obtai
ed on the storage of turkeys from th
legal department of the United Stat
Food Administration:

Forty per cent of their turkeys
must be stored prior to June 1,
30 per cent from June 1 to August
31, 30 per cent from September 1
to December 1. Broilers may be
stored 50 per cent before Jiune 1
and 50 per cent from June 1 to An-
gust 31, chickens, 50 per cent be-
fore May 1, 25 per cent from May
1 to August 31, 25 per cent from
September 1 to November 30.
Other grades of poultry, 50 per
cent of their holdings in the first
#ix months and 50 per cent the
next six months, This applies to
poultry this fall and winter, sales
to be in accordance with general
rules governing all sales of food
commoditjes.

The Workmen’s Pay Must Be Based
Upon Cost of Living Under New
Scheme That is Presented

Federal authorities responsible for
the industrial end.of war prebara-
tions are greatly concerned over the
growth of industrial unrest among
the nation’s workers, and are consid-
ering revolutionary methods that will
tend to check it

During the early stages of the war
there was a tendency to blame all the
strikes on German propagandists and
I. W. W. agitators; but recently there
has been a gro‘wing recognition that
the chief cause of unrest is the in-
crease in the cost of living. Th:
Federal government now is also re-
alizing the fact that the important
thing is not to settle strikes, but to
prevent them.

The plans being matured are based
on the theory that “an ounce of pre-
vention is worth a pound of cure.”

Chief among the schemes consid-
ered is the plan of wage fixing grad-
vally evolved in Great Britain. The
purpose of the British plan is to read-
just wages uniformly throughout the
nation, in cenformity with changes
in the cost of living, so that the stan-
dard of living of workers will be
maintained unimpaired and strikes
forestalled.

The British machinery for eifect-
ing this wage readjustment consists
of a complicated svstem of local wage
toards for the various industries and
districts, acting under the direction
of a central wage board. On all the
boards labor, emplovers, and the
British government have representa-
tives, so that the interests of all will
be considered in fixing the standards.

The central wage board makes no
attempt to deal with separate indus-
tries and occupations. It merely
considers the general trend of the
cost of living, which is determined by
a svstem or nation-wide investigation
and periodicallv recommends 2 gen-
eral uniform readjustment of wages
in all the establishments which have
been brought under the direct gov-!
ernmental control. As the controlled
establishments include more than a
majority of all Britism factories, the
result is practically the same as if the
standard were fixed for all establish-
ments.

The application of this readjust-
nient to the different industries and
district is left to the local boards.
They are empowered to take into con-
sideration any local increase in rents
which may affect the district or 1n-
dustry w:ith which they are dealing.

The wages fixed are not minimun,
but standard wages intended to ap-
ply to the average man or won.an 1in
a given occupation. Minimum wage |
fixing has been abandoned in wureai|
Britain since the beginning of the‘
war, because it was found to be prac-
tically of no effect. Employers are
permitted to pay either belocw ov|

inexperience or exceptional skill, bu:
only when specific permission
been granted by the local boarl.

Nobody in Washington believes
that anything like the elaborate mu-
<hinery of the British wage boards

| can be put into effect until Ameriear

industrv has been brought under con-
tro! similar to that of Great Britain,
as regards limitation of profits. But
it is certain that the administration
will take steps to assume a far great-
er control over all phases of the la-
bor problem that any one dreamed of
in pre-war days, with the object of
preventing industrial unrest and of
forestalling strikes.

“Not long ago,”’- said the officer,
“a bunch of British were captured
north of Cambrai. All had veen
wounded, some severely, and should
have been given first-aid treatment.
But instead of treating them as pris-
oners of war, or offering any assist-
ance, the German herded them into a
shell-pit. Then the Huns by way of
practical joke, picked up the deadly
rand granades and threw scores of
them at the defenseless and suffering
prisoners, killing and mutilating all
of them. This is an actual occur-
rence. Do you wonder that the Bri-
tish are determined to win the war?”

For cunning that is both cruel and
artful no one can surpass the Hun.
But the allies have learned nearly all

.|of the foe’s tricks and the surprises

are coming with less frequency now.
But while the American officer was in
France the Hun tried an entirely new
one, successful at first, but which has
proven a boomerang.

“The Hun put one over on the Bri-
tish” said the officer, “but they did it
only once. There is always an artil-
lery bombardment preceding an in-
fentry attack, so the Hun always
knows when one is coming and pre-
pares. The men go over the top in
waves, about five yards apart, some-
times more. On this occasion the
British charged and found that they
were mowing down the Germans eas-
ier than usual. But they were charg-
ing, excited and had no time for any
speculation or thought, so they kept
right on wading through bodies of
Cermans. Then after the first wave
or two had passed, these ‘wounded’
and ‘dead’ Huns scattered about sud-
denlv rose up and shot down the flv
ing British, putting the bullets into
their backs of course.

But one lesson was enough. The
allies could not afford to run svwch a
risk again and for their own defense
their men were instructed to bavonet
s1! bodies as they charged in the fu-
tore. This seems crmel, hut it was
forced upon uvs. and it is now a ne-
cessity.—Star-Telegram.
