Every employee of
e railroad should take pride in
rving the public courteously and
ficiently. Courtesy costs nothing,
id when it is dispensed it makes
iends of the public and adds to the
lf-respect of the employee.
My attention has also been called
the fact that employees sometimes
fered as an excuse for their own
ortcomings, or as a justification for
tlayed trains or other difficulties
le statement that “Uncle Sam is
inning the railroads now” or that
lhese are McAdoo’s orders,” etc.

Troop Movements is
Cause of Car Shortage

McADOO REQUESTS THAT PUB.-
LIC REFRAIN FROM UNNECES-
SARY TRAVEL—WAR MA.
TERIAL COMES FIRST

The following statement from W.
G. McAdoo, Director General of the
railroads, is in answer to complaints
that have been pouring into Wash-
ington regarding the over-crowded
condition of coaches. The widest
publicity is asked for the statement
that the people may know the reason
for existing conditions, and with it
is a request that unnecessary travel
be eliminated that our troops and
war materials, which are of para-
mount importance, be not hindered.

Following is the statement:

Complaints have reathed me from
time to time of overcrowded trains
and unsatisfactory conditions pre-
vailing in some sections of the coun-
try in passenger train service. I feel
certain that there are grounds for
some of these complaints, put 1 am
sure the public will be interested to
know that the reasons are twofold:

First, the great number of troops
now being handled over the varioust
railroads between homes and the
cantonments, between the different
cantonments and then to the sea-
board, is making extraordinary de-
mands upon the passenger car and
sleeping car equipment of the coun-
try. This has caused a scarcity of
day coaches and sleeping cars which
it is impossible to remedy immediate-
ly.

Secondly, the increased demands
upon track and terminal facilities for
the transportation of the tremendous
amounts of coal, food supplies, raw
materials and other things required
for military and naval operations, as
well as for the support of the civil
population of the country, force the
largest possible curtailment of pas-
senger train service. The movements
of troops and war materials are of
course of paramount importance and
must at all times be given the right
of way.

It was hoped that the increase in
passenger rates recently made would
have the wholesdme effect of reduc-
ing unnecessary passenger traffic
throughout the country. The smaller
the number of passengers who travel
the greater the number of locomo-
tives and cars and the larger the
amount of tract facilities that will be
freed for essential troop and war
material movements. Engineers, fire-
man and other skilled laborers will
also be released for service on troop
and necessary freight trains.

Among the many patriotic duties
of the American public at this time
is the duty to refrain from traveling
unnecessarily. Every man, woman,
and child who can avoid using pas-
senger trains at this time should do
s0. I earnestly hope that they will do
so. Not only will they liberate essen-
tial transportation facilities which
are necessary for war purposes, but
they will save money which they can
invest in Liberty bonds and thereby
help themselves as well as their coun-
try; and the fewer who travel, the
more ample the passenger service
will be.

I may add that consistently with
the paramount demands of the war,
every possible effort is being made
by the Railroad Administration to
supply the largest possible amount
of comfortable and prompt passen-
ger train service.

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'820,000,600 for Ger-

man Plots in the U. S.

OFFICIAL ACCOUNT OF THE IN-
TRIGUES OF GERMANY DUR-
ING COUNTRY’'S PERIOD OF
NEUTRALITY

-

That the German Government had
spent between $15,070,000 and $20,
000,000 on plots and intrigues in this
cointry in the years 1915 and 1916
through & single channcl, the oflice
of Dr. Heimrich F. Albert, the cowuw-
mercial attache of the German em-
bassy, is revealed for the first time
in the latest publication of the Com-
mittee on Public Information, that
is released today.

The title of the pamphlet is “Ger-
man Plots and Intrigues in the U. S.
During the Period of Our Neutrali-
ty.” It's authors are Professor E. E.
Sperry of the University of Syracuse
and Professor Willis M. West of the
University of Minnesota. The sour-
ces from which their information is
drawn are the official files of the De-
partment of Justice, and the records
of the trials conducted by the De-
partment agents, particularly in the
cities of New York, Chicazo, Detroit
and San Francisco.

The story told by these official
records as they are painstakingly ex-
plained and interpreted is an amaz-
ing one. It dots its “i’s” and cross-
es its “t’s” to all our conceptions of
official German unscrupulousness, ef-
frontery, and lying. It deals with
labor leaders corrupted, and strikes
caused in the munition plants by
German influence; with the German
financing of the movement for an
embargo of munition shipments;
with the destruction of innocent
merchant vessels by bombs placed
in their cargoes by German agents
in American harbors; with plots for
the promotion of sabotage in the
United States and in Canada, in-
cluding the blowing up of the Wel-
land Canal on the Canadian Pacific
Railway; with the corruption of
American opinion through the agen-
cy of German paid professors, news-
papers and lecturers; with the forg-
ing of passports to send German re-
servists abroad; with the supply of
American ports of German raiders
at sea; with German plots organized
here in order to cause revolts in In-
dia and Ireland; with the procura-
tion of perjury and shameless lying
of the German Government. Per-
haps history contains no instance of
effrontery greater than the issuance
to the American press, in December,
1915, the following official lie:

“The German Government has
naturally never knowingly accepted
the support of any person, group of
persons, society or organization seek-
ing to promote the cause of Germany
in the United States by illegal acts,
by counsel of violence, by contra-
vention of law, or by any means
whatever that could offend the Amer-
ican people in the pride of their own
authority.”

Every line of this pamphlet proves
the falsity of this official German
statement.

Among the Germans actively con-
nected with plots and intrigues in
this country while enjoying its hos-
pitality were Amuoassadors Bern-
stortf and Dumba; attaches Papen,
soy-kd and Alvert; Franz Bopp,
uerman Counsel at San IKrancisco,
and Kurt von Reiswitz, Consul at
Chicago; Dr. Buenz and Paul Koenig
of the Hamburg-American steamsmup
line; and such minor conspirators as
intelen, Fay, Gorst, Scheele, Kleist,
and a dozen others. The numerous
American tools include Ex-Congress-
man Frank Buchanan who was active
in the movement for strikes and the
munitions embargo; Lamar, the

“Wolf of Wall Street”; Dr. William
Bayard Hale, to whom Count Bern-
stortf referred as one who could give
“information”’ concerning the em-
bargo movement; Max Breitung of
Chicago, and Albert Koltschmidt of
Detroit, who were connected with at-
tempts to promote explosions; the
notorious Jeremiah O’Leary, Irish
agitator and editor of a seditious
publication called “Bull”; George
Sylvester Viereck, whose paper the
“Fatherland” was financed by the
German Embassy, and a host of- oth-
ers. .

Of the bomb industry with its 300
to 400 bombs manufactured, and the
fires in 33 ships sailing from New
York, we get this glimpse in the tes-

against Capt. von Kleist, in the New
York courts: “We sat down and we
spoke for about three hours. . . . .
1 asked him the different things that
he did, and said if he wanted an in-
terview “with Mr. von Igel, my boss,
he would have to tell everything. So
he told me von Papen gave Dr.
scheele, the partner of von Kleist in
this factory, a check for $10,000 to
start the bomb factory. . . . He told
me that he, Mr. von Kleist, and Dr.
Scheele, and a man by the name ot
Becker on the Freiderich der Grosse,
were making the bombs on the ships;
that they put these bombs-in cases
and shipped them as merchandise on
these steamers, and that they would
go away on a trip and the bombs
would go off after the ship was out
four or five days, causing a fire and
causing the cargo to go up in flames.
He also told me they had made quite
a number of these bombs; that thirty
of them were given to a party by the
name of O’Leary, and that he took
them down to New Orleans where he
had charge of putting them on ships
down there, this fellow O’Leary.

Of equal if not greater interest is
the following intercepted radiogram
sent from Berlin in January, 1916,
to Ambassador Bernstorff:

“Jan. 26. For Military Attache.
You can obtain particulars as to per-
sons suitable for carrying on sabot-
age in the United States and Canada
from the following persons: (1)
Joseph McGarrity, Philadelphia, Pa.
(2) John P. Keating, Michigan Ave.,
Chicago. (3) Jeremiah O’Leary,
16 Park Row, New York. One and
two are absolutely reliable and dis-
creet. No. 3 is reliable, but not al-
ways discreet. These persons were
indicated by Sir Roger Casement. In
the United States sabotage can be
carried out in every kind of factory
for supplying munitions of war.
Railway embankments and bridges
must not be touched. Embassy in
0 way must be compromised. Sim-
ilar precautions must be taken in re-
gard to Irish pro-German propagan-
da. (Signed)

The Pecos Gin Company has just
installed a new automatic cramper,
especially adapted to taking care of
the long staple lint.

Mr. R. N. Couch,
Pecos, Texas.
Dear Sir:

We are just in receipt: of your
letter of the 9th, and note that you
ask us about handling long staple
Red River cotton on the gins that
you have in your outfit,

There is no question l;ut what the
gins that you have will. handle the
cotton as successfully as any gin on

the market.

For your information will advise
that when you start to gin this long
staple cotton do not change the
speed of the saws or brushes at all,
but simply raise the breast of your
improved gins all you can with the
adjustments that are on the gins for
that purpose, so that the saws will
extend through the ribs just as little
as is necessary to run the roll, and
instead of running with a tight roll
as you do with ordinary cotton, run
the roll as loose as posslble, feeding
slowly, so that it will not choke.

By handling the long staple as
above outlined, you will make as
good a sample as is possible for any-
body to make.

Business men of the United States
have a téndency to under-estimate
the commercial and financial import-
ance of Canada. This northern neigh-
bor of ours but for war conditions
would rank second on our list of cus-
tomers. Canada last year imported
from this country goods to the value
of $828,887,673, according to the re-
ports of the Dominion Government.
The total was much larger, for not all
goods went through the customs. To
this there must be added, also, the
large sums paid in interest on federal
provincial, municipal, industrial and
private corporation loans and the ex-
penditures of Canadian tourists. A
competent observer expresses the
opinion that Canada is our customer
to a total of more than one billion
dollars a year.

Canada’s importance is further re.
vealed by the fact that in ten months
of the fiscal year 1917-18, her war
exports totaled above a billion dol-
lars, $624,858,700 being the value of
war materials and $438,904,400 the
value of her foodstuffs exported.

Her development in the war years,
particularly in industrial lines, has
been properly described as a wonder-
ful achievement. Her organization
and power must be maintained and
increased and there is need and op-
portumty at this time for the United
States to aid her in sustaining them.
Her credit is, of course, unquestion-
ed. There is present need of further
financing by the Dominion Govern-
men and the United States should
-respond by a loan of $100,000,000 or
more, on a basis similar to the meth-
ods followed in assisiting her other
allies.

The following letter was received
this week by B. A. Oden from his son
in France:

“Received your of June 6th and
was certainly glad to hear from you
and to learn that you were getting
along O. K. 1 get the Pecos paper
once in a while, but not often.

I guess the good rains in the coun-
try makes everyone feel gocd after
the long dry spell.

You can judge how well | am get-
ting along when I tell you that since
I last wrot you I have been promot-
ed from corporal to sergeant. Would
certainly like to run into some of the
boys from home in my travels over
here.

The Germans started what 1 be-
lieve to be their last drive on the 14th
of July, but they have been held and
pushed back by French and Ameri-
can troops, and many prisoners tak-
en. They attacked on a 60-mile front
without much success. The French
are all clapping their hands for thec
Americans and seem to think they
will be the ones to win the war. They
most certainly have done some great
fighting in the last two drives.

Quentin Roosevelt, who was shot
down and killed in a fight with Hun
aviators was our commanding officer,
and was very much liked by everyone
in our squadron. He was the second
lieutenant in the 29th Squadron to
be brought down at the front, the
other being Lieut. Meyers, reported
missing since two months ago.

I have been trying every way pos-
sible to get to the front so I can gain
some idea of what war really is, but
I have never been able to get closer
that seven or eight miles of the front
line trenches. Where I am stationed
you can hear the big guns raising h—
all the time. It sure makes a fellow
feel bad to think he joined this army
to fight and then has to stay away be-
hind the lines and listen to the guns
going pop! pop! pop! I am rather
disgusted at times, but I guess I am
better off in the long run.

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Chicken stealing is becoming mo-
tonous in around Pecos again.
Enterprise is informed that sev-
families both in Pecos and from

e nearby farms have had chickens
tolen the past week.

It may be great sport and a fine
hﬁme for youngsters to get out and

ipe nice, large frying chickens,
watermelons and eantaloupes, but in
ithis country the sport is all one-sided.
'The man or woman who pays the
present high prices for~wages and
feed, both of which are very neces-
sary in this country to the production
of melons, and the high prices for
feed stuff which is required to make
nice, fat fryers, fails to get any
amusement out of such procedure.
The editor believes, from experience,
that every good-sized fryer raised in
Pecos on feed purchased from our
stores (and that is as cheap as if it
had been raised at home now) will
cost the owner at least seventy-five
cents, or the price of three Thrift
Stamps, aside from the trouble in
caring for them, which usually, if
not always, falls upon the wife, and
thus figuring it is not hard for a sen-
sible person to understand that when
they are stolen just at the time the
owner has anticipated the pleasure
of popping his own tooth into this
very uncommon delicacy, his ire is
raised to the limit and he is ready to
go gunning. There 4re very few in
Pecos or surrounding country who
would not much rather have his home
broken into and his purse taken—in
that event many of us would not lose |
as much as a good fat fryer. Boys,l
for the love of Mike, have a little
sense and m: re of the fear of God in
your heart, and somesympathy for
your fellow man. This is no time to
play pranks in which the other fellow
loses all with never éven a pleasant
thought to recompense.

There is much being published |
nowadays in the Fort Worth and Dal-
las papers relative to “Drouth Strick-
en West Texas.” The papers are full
of dope telling of the distressed con-
dition of the people deserting their
homes and moving east in order to|
keep from starving. There is evident-
ly good foundation for these articles,

weh w
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but in publishing them the writers
should at least give a more definite
idea of the territory. West Texas is
a good big country and covers con-
siderable territory and not all of
West Texas, by any means, is in such
a deplorable condition as depicted by
these articles and such articles do a
great injustice to such places as are
not so sorely hit by the drouth.

As a matter of fact, in the real
West Texas, lying west of the Pecos
River, there is no cause for any such
alarm. We have been hurt and badly
hurt, but not to the extent that we
or any of us will have to move. We
are up to date, in fairly good condi-
tion.

Take Reeves county for instance.
We have had three years of severe
drouth and many stockmen have lost
heavily. Recent rains have caused |
the grass to come and most of our
ranchmen have fairly good grass and
the stock are in fairly good shape—
some of them fat. There is no real
farming west of the Pecos done with-
out irrigation and the drouth has in-
juréd our crops considerably from the
fact that the drouth has caused a
shortage of water for irrigation. But,
on the other hand, there is probably
no part of Texas where farmers will
prodiice more per acre, either in
quantity or money value than those
of Reeves and Ward counties will this
year, In these counties there is
much long staple cotton, which will
make from one to two bales per acre.
The short staple cotton will make

made fine crops—many of them hav-
ing already cut four crops at one ton
or more per acre per cutting. Alfalfa
hay has sold for not less than $22
per ton this year and is now bring-
ing $27 per ton in the field. Those
who hAve raised seed have made even
greater returns. The seed crop will
average 6500 pounds per acre and
seed is now selling at 16 cents per
pound, which makes the neat sum of
$80 for the seed. The straw is worth
$20, making a total of $100 per acre.
Besides this, alfalfa seed growers will
get at least two cuttings of hay. At
present prices this will bring at least
$564, thus bringing the seed growers
the neat sum of $134 per acre.

We in Reeves county have suffered
greatly from the drouth, but none
have starved yet on account thereof
and so far as The Enterprise knows
none have left the country on ac-
count of the drouth except'a very few
stockmen who took their cattle to
greener pastures, and will return just
as soon as conditions are more favor-
able—in fact, when their stbck have
been disposed of or their leases ex-
pire.

To put Reeves and Ward counties,
and for that matter many other West
Texas counties in the same class with
other counties whose population has
been materially decreased by the un-
precedented drouth and consequent
depleted purses of the people is do-
ing us a rank injustice and the big
dailies should in such articles desig-
nate the territory to which they re-
fer.

Recently private information has
been asked for from eastern sections
of the United States as to financial
conditions effecting business because
of drouth in West Texas, stating the
conditions were noted from newspa-
per reports. This shows conclusively
that by designating the whole of
West Texas as being absolutely ruin-
ed or wrecked does a great injustice
to those parts which as a matter of
fact are in practically as good condi-
tion as any other portion of the
State.

v

In order to give the public an idea
of the value of the cotton crop in this
country the case of Chas. Haughton,
who owns a farm across the Pecos is
cited. Mr. Haughton this year rent-
ed his 150 acres on the halves which
was put in long staple cotton. This
cotton, although he was short of wa-
ter, and when other short staple crops
were suffering greatly, his crop con-
tinued to grow and put on bolls.

Mr. Haughton only gets half of
the crop, or the product of 75 acres.
In town this week he informed the
editor of The Enterprise that his cot-
ton was breast high to him (and he

is a full six-footer) and loaded with
grown bolls and mapy limbs were
weighted to the ground. As to what
it would produce he said: *I believe
it will make a bale and a half per ac-
re and right now, should yvou place
$20,000.00 ecash down, I would not
| take it for my part of the crop.”

Show The Enterprise the Central,
East or North Texas farmer who has
as much in sight from his 75 acres
of any crop.

The cotton crop in Reeves and
Ward counties has been somewhat of
a speculation this year on account
of the drouth and the consequent

shortage of water for irrigation and
here is where the farmers who pump
water from wells with which to irri-
gate were fortunate. They got wa-
ter when it was needed. Not so with
those using water from the Pecos Riv-
er and Toyah Creek—they got water
when they could. As a consequence
of this a month or two ago it looked
as if the cotton crop would be short,
but the Supreme Ruler came along in
time and caused rains to fall which
have been the salvation of this crop.

Those who had planted the long
staple cotton—and many did—have
found that it stood the dry weather
much better than the short staple va-
rieties and while the latter was al-
most dying for wanter the long sta-
ple grew on, and that crop is as fine
as could be desired.

The public should understand that
the profits of the packers have been
limited by the Food Administration

\ | since November 1, 1917. For this pur-
" pose, the business of Swift & Company
is now divided into three classes:
