year 1917 and, as a result, we failed 
to collect $2,508.00 due for that 
year. This was not the fault of the 
tax collector, for in the face of the j 
law above mentioned, he made a > 
good record of collections. i

For the year 1918 there remains 
delinquent taxes due this school dis­
trict $2125.00, an improvement over! 
1917, but still short about fifteen per! 
cent of the entire taxes due the dis­
trict. This, again, is not the fau lt, 
of the tax collector, because many; 
people believed the above law would | 
he re-enacted and again failed to pay  ̂
their taxes because thereof. j

This leaves $4633.00 due this dis-l 
trict as delinquent taxes for the two • 
years above mentioned. If the school 
board had this money on hand we 
could not only employ a domestic: 
science teacher the coming year, but; 
we c >uld employ a teacher for book- 
K'f'ping, typewriting, stenography,, 
■tc. In other \.'ords we could in-; 

augnrate a .‘system of teaching some­
thing practicable to out* boys and 
g’r'-i and thus enable them to earn 
a living after graduating from our 
ni-'h school. 1

Small or no increases in values 
w-ere made in the New England 
States, Pacific Coast States, Louisi­
ana, Texas, Kansas and Montana.

and this Board is on constant duty in 
Washington. From time to time it 
issues detailed instructions and di­
rections governing the methods of 
making settlements. These are 
available to any contractor at any 
time. - Actual negotiations under the 
instructions are, however, carried on 
with the contractor by the various 
agencies scattered throughout the 
country.

The W ar Department directs the 
attention of all contractors to the 
fact that where their agreements are 
formal, their claims must be filed 
nrior to June 80th, 1919, otherwise
w  iw .

Suppose the average -to 
be fifty cents per $100 valuation; if 
a farm is worth $0,000 which is the 
average for the farms of one of the 
richer black land counties in Texas, 

I the taxes amounts to $33 per year, 
! or $2.75 per month.

Each taxpayer will settle the ques­
tion f#r himself a.s to whether the 

'advantages are worth what he would 
ordinarily spend for cigar money. 
Really the above showing is not com­
plete because the increase in farm 
values and the worth of the decreased 
haulage costs are not shown in dol­
lars and cents. If they were there 
would be a possible doubt as to the 
farmers’ interest.

The paramount question for you, 
and those in a community of interes* 
with you, is whether the reconstruc­
tion era upon which we are about to 
enter will place agriculture upon an 
equality with other great industries 
o f the country, or degrade it to the 
level o f a servitude differing only in 
degree from Mexican peonage. We 
believe that we voice the dominant 
sentiment of Texas farmers in de­
claring that they are firmly resolved 
not to return to the conditions which 
existed before the war, and that they 
are ready to adopt whatever econom­
ic measures may be necessary rather 
than endure for themselves, their 
families, their posterity, a calamity 
worse than that which overhangs the 
losers in the European war.

Experience has shown that cotton 
at thirty cents gave less wages to 
those whose toil produced it than 
have been paid in every other field qf 
labor. Whatever price the future 
may bring will inevitably fall below 
the average wage standard of the 
f-ouiitry, but the d’screpancy must 
never be again what it wa.i before 
the war.

The world demands our cotton at a 
price below the cost of its production, 
if the cosl is computed to incl ide la­
bor of the family which enter* so 
largely into the actual cost. We 
must make our answer very soon, 
and that answer will probably abide 
for a hundred years to comt.

The buyers o f cotton have made 
cojumon cause and invoked the aid of 
the combined governments of Eu­
rope. It is no longer the spinner 
against the producer, but England 
France, Italy, Holland, Switzerland, 
Spain, Japan and Germany, and all 
the lesser nations against the grow­
er. As matters now stand, he would 
have no alternative except to take 
whatever they choose to give. Rather 
than become so abject a vassal of 
alien interests, it were better to whol­
ly abandon the crop, and seek a live­
lihood more congenial if not more 
profitable. But he is not yet reduced 
to this necessity. There is one ave- 
nue of escape, and one only.

What the foreign state is doing for 
the foreign buyer our state must also 
d(* for its own citizens, the seller. 
The governments of Europe have put 
all o f their resources behind the buy­
er, to the end that the price of cot- 
lo.i may be depressed to the lowest 
point. The reply should be in.idc by
