The editor made a trip to the well 
Wednesday afternoon and while he 
was there was allowed to enter the 
derrick where he saw a well bucket 
let down to draw some of the oil. 
This oil stands about 50 feet frqm 
the surface o f the ground, beneath 
it being the water. The oil itself 
stands about forty feet deep, as stat­
ed by the Sunshine people. A buck­
etful drawn was emptied into vari­
ous containers for samples. The oil 
is heavier than that found in the 
shallow belt north of Toyah, and 
differs from it also in two other par. 
ticulars: In the Toyah samples there 
is little or no sediment, or sand, that 
from the Laura Well is decidely grit­
ty to the touch; the Toyah oil, also, 
is highly impregnated with sulphur 
while the Pecos samples indicate lit­
tle or no sulphur. This companson 
of course has no other value, but to 
indicate that possibly another than 
the oil strata found in the Toyah 
field has been tapped here. The oil 
at Toyah is found at a few feet less 
than 200, while this oil sand was 
struck below the 800 foot marl .̂

The thing to rejoice over is that 
the strike of the Sunshine Company 
makes proven field of the east and 
west ends of the county, and no one 
doubts but that the other sections 
will be proven just as soon as those 
contemplating the drilling of wells 
get to work.

This land 
carries the mineral rights. Mr. Bir­
mingham has sold one-half of this 
tract to R. J. Lowry, secretary and 
one of the owners of the Pecos Drug 
Co., Inc., and will hold the remain­
der for the development of oil.

This is a fine tract of land and is 
considered a most excellent pur­
chase.

It is understood that many deals 
have gone through during the past 
few days, but for lack of details The 
Enterprise is unable to publish same.

Eight carloads of new alfalfa hay 
were shipped in from Toyah Valley. 
Five cars were loaded at Balmorne«, 
and three at Saragosa.

Tuesday there were thirty carloads 
brought in, nine from Saragosa, the 
remainder from Balmorhea. The 
larger part of the shipments went to 
Houston, Marshal and Longview, 
and one carload to Louisiana.

Haying conditions are ideal in the 
Valley this year, and though these 
shipments were three weeks late in 
comparison to normal seasons, the 
volume is much greater than for sev­
eral years.

FLYING CIRCUS EXCEEDS EXPECTATIONS 
OF LARGE CROWDS GATHERED IN PECOS

LOOP THE LOOPS, <NOSE DIVES AND TAIL SPINS BY ARMY MAN 
THRILL SPECTATORS— LECT URE BY DR. TRUETT IS PROM­

INENT FEATURE OF VICTORY LOAN RALLy|—ABOUT 
$60,000 RAISED TO DATE

The Victory Loan ceielHation yes­
terday was a glowing success, viewed 
from every angle. In the first place 
the lecture o f Dr. Oeo. W. Truett at 
the Baptist church is said by many
to be the finest ever heard in Pecos, 
and that is going some, since Bryan, 
Hobson, and other world famous or­
ators have spoken in our fair city. 
This lecture by this noted divine put 
the crowded church in* the proper 
mood for buying Liberty Bonds, 
and County Judge Ross had little 
trouble in placing all that those pres­
ent were able to buy, and maybe 
more than some were able to buy.

The appeals of Judge Ross were 
responded to promptly and quickly 
for the crowd was ready to go to the 
aero landing to see the flying ma­
chines and watch the stunts. The 
large crowd were well repaid for 
their time and trouble. Two planes 
were .on the ground, but in alighting 
one o f them lost its tail, but appar­
ently nothing was lost to the aigrht- 
seers, as the other did plenty of 
stunts. Right here it may be stated 
that the public was not disappointed 
in the aviators sent here— they out- 
stunted all expectations. Soaring 
high in the air,, the pilot sent a thrill 
through the crowd that could be felt 
when with apparent ease he looped 
the loop four times, then made the 
watchers start for the brush by a 
nose dive as a finale to the loops. 
Going a little distonce to the west of 
the grounds he capped all with the 
famous tail-spin, and many th«y? 
w^re who thought the machine would 
bore its nose deep in the ground but 
the pilotvfooled them by straighten­
ing out and sailing away. Flying 
head down was another thriller that 
made the breath come in short gasps, 
but to the aviator it vms just part of 
the day’s work— still serving his 
country and risking his life daily 
that the Victory Liberty Lpan go ov­
er the top., ,

Judge Ross, Albert Cooksey and 
Miss Jewell/Anderson were the lucky

ones to get Airplane rides; the for> 
mer for selling the largest amount 
of bonds, Albert Cooksey was the 
second highest purchaser of bonds* 
which entitled him to a ride, and 
Geo. Coon was the highest purchaser 
which entitled him to a ride which 
he graciously proffered to Miss An­
derson, who accepted without hesi­
tancy. ’ ‘

After this the planes flew over the 
city scattering Liberty Loan litera­
ture, some of which entitled the find­
er to 4 Hun helmet, but The Enter­
prise has not learned of anyone who 
has been awarded same.

The Flying Squadron was in com­
mand of Capt Walter D. de Steig- 
ner, but his machine was put out of 
commission as above stated, so all 
stunts were pulled off by his fellow- 
flyer, Lieut E. J. Sparling. Both 
are stationed at Carruthars Field.

Both flyers are perfect gentlemen, 
who answered all questions patiantly 
and allowed *the people privileges 
about the machines,' wfhich at times 
boded ill for the “ boats**, and the 
only regret was that they had to fly 
off and leave us. All repairs were 
made by noon today, and the aviators 
left for their base at Dallas.

It would,not be amiss to compli­
ment the directors of the Loan cam­
paign on this feature of the drive. 
They gave more than the literature 
promised.

All told these have been sold in 
Reeves county, according to W. W.

Soma  ̂o t the shyster bankm  who 
always reap rich rewards from the 
men buying a home in the lean yesurs 
are against Hie amendment  ̂ And 
the ten per centers.of Texas^are now 
fighting the Hobby Land Plan in a 
solid body.

Tha passage o f the Hobby Land 
amendment means the end o f the 
lucrative business these men have 
enjoyed since the early days of the 
State.

The Hobby Land PUn is intended 
to protect the poor man who would 
own a home in Texas— and it will 
accomplish this if it shall be written 
into the Texas Constitution.

But the amendment as written 
does not tell the whole story. It is 
a dry statement which would give 
permission to a Texas Legrislature to 
vitalize it and bring into being a 
Texas Land Policy which wdfild in­
vite the renter to own his own home 
and assure him that if he will do his 
duty he can own his own, home.

Under the terms o f the amend­
ment the State would be allowed to 
go into partnership with the Fed­
eral Government through the ma­
chinery o f the Federal Land Bank 
o f Houston. The Government then 
would carry one-half <the cost o f the 
land, the State would provide for the 
other half and for the improvements 
— and the farm-home would be sold 
to the actual setHer on a small cash 
payment and on long-time at a low 
rate o f interest.

The Texas rental farmer who pur­
chased a home under such conditions 
from the State could scarcely en­
counter such adversity as would 
force him to lose that home. In­
stead of paying eight or ten per cent 
interest and a third or fourth of the 
value of the place each year, he 
would have the privilege of extend- 
ig the paymenta-over a long term of 
years; afki the eight or ten per cent 
he has been accustomed to paying 
as interest would alone be more than 
sufficient to meet both interest and 
amortization payments.

The rental farmer would again 
be encouraged to become a home- 
owner— and with but a fraction of 
the success necessary where he pur­
chased from a private owner ,on 
short time and at eight per cent in­
terest, he could own his home and 
become one of the standbys of the 
State. *

Cajifornia has put a similar plan 
into operation, and the report of the 
first year’s w'ork proves that it is 
successful there.

Yet the State of California pays 
for the raw land more than Texas 
could sell it for with all improve­
ments; and nobody tries to say that 
California land is any richer or more 
valuable than the best land of this 
State placed in a similar state o f cul­
tivation and w'ith water provided for 
irrigation.

The selling value of farm allot- 
mente under the California plan 
range from $4,709.75 to $14,3*72.65 
— and the buyer there was required 
to have-not less than $1500 in cash 
before Ke was regarded as eligible 
to purchase a farm. In fact they 
were notified by the State Land Set­
tlement Board that $2500 to $3000 
in cash or its equivalent was a better 
sum with which to,undertake the op­
eration of a farm of forty acres or 
more.

When it is remembered that the 
average Texas farm-home buyer sel­
dom has more than the first payment 
of possibly $500 in cash, the difficul­
ties under which he labors are plain. 
'The firat year of drouth, disaster or 
sickness usually puts him far behind 
with his payments. He is forced to 
pay to the lend owner a bonus for 
an extension o f the notes. The sec­
ond year o f failure or sickness wipes 
out his equity in the place; the land 
owner forecloses; the home is broken 
up— and a rental farmer for all the 
rest of hi# life goes out to seek a 
temporary place to work for a land­
lord.

The Hobby Land Plank as written 
into the amendment will largely put 
a stop to this. It will make it pos­
sible for the home buyer to meet his 
small payments from even meager 
crops. And the State will take care 
o f him temporarily when adversity 
visits the home.— Upshur Vincent.

At most places the roof of the coal 
is poor and requires considerable 
timbering, and as no trees grow in 
Webb county this requirement adds 
considerably to the cost of mining. 
At each of the mines in this district 
there is a huge dump of clay, either 
removed in mining the coal or deriv­
ed from the shale that forms the! 
roof. This clay may be of value in 
making brick or other clay products.

The coal of this field is described 
in a bulletin entitled “ The Cannel 
Coal, W'ebb County, Texas,”  by Geo. 
H. Ashley, issued *by the U. S. Geo­
logical Survey o f the Department of 
the Interior, as Bulletin 691-1. This

Farmers seemed in a quandary 
as they approached the 1919 cotton 
planting season. Cotton has had its 
ups and down during the past year, 
which led many alleged experts to 
circulate petitions to the farmers of 
the country, some pleading for a re­
duction of cotton acreage, others ad­
vising an increase. The result of 
the kampaign, if it can be so called, 
has been an average decrease of 
15 per cent over the acreage planted 
during the year 1918. The following 
information is compiled from replies 
received from ’ 1500 correspondents 
located at various points in the Cot­
ton ^elt, all actively interested in 
cotton:
