The exhibitor of the best half­
half boshel of Wheat may win $1,020 
in cash and troifiiy prizes. The low­
est it can win will be $385. The best 
ten ears of com may win $320 in 
cash and trophies. Proportionate 
prizes ^  offered in all agricultural 
and hoBticultaral classes.

Individual farmers everywhere can 
enter their ,blue ribbon prt^ucts. Val- 
nable prises are offered for collective 
exhibits by Boys’ and Girls' Com, 
Graiix-Sorg^um, Garden, Canning, 
and Sewing Clube representing eech 
state.

IHLUONS OF CATTLE TICKS 
RnOIE CLEANED OUT IN JUNE 
Dssprts extsashrs rains, swoltea 

strseras, flooded vats, and shortags 
of labor for grain harvesting, more 
than 7,000,000 dippings of cattle to 
get rid of* the cattla-fever tick 
supervised in Jane by Federal, Stats 
and county inspectors. The actual 
number of dippings was 7,007,260, 
sad while that is 524,000 less than 
the dippings in May, it is thought to 
be a remarkably good one in view of 
the adverse conditions with which the 
tick fighters had to contend.

There is another reason, too, for 
the fewer dippings in June, and a 
reason that is cited with solid satis- 
faction by the bureau of animal in­
dustry of the United States depart­
ment of agriculture. Jn areas wbers 
“mopping up” work was conducted 
in the spring, farther dipping 
bean found unnecessary because of 
the sbeence of ticks. That is an in­
dication of the coi^ition that will be­
come more general in the tick-infest­
ed sections.

The healthy progress of the anG- 
tick campatgB is Giown by the follow­
ing summary of June dippings:

A city siaa p»i a  vary glowing cir­

cular frma a  Chicago “development 
compaay** offering him 10 acres of 
tend in Florida for the surprisin^y 
small sum of $2,500 — a  “peauui 
unit” the circular called it. He could 
grow, the circular said, a thousand 
bushels of peanuts on his 10 seres 
and conld sell the peanuts—allosring 
for low prioea—at $2 a bushel. The 
city man was impressed; but he sent 
the circular I to the United States de­
partment of 1 agriculture with a query 
as to whether or not the investment 
was a good one. Following are some 
sentences from the letter he got in 
reply: “The literature is of the kind 
desigrned to deceive city people in the 
North and West who do not know 
anything about farming.” “The aver­
age return from 10 acres of peanuts 
would not exceed $300 to $500.” 
“You could buy s  100-scre farm in 
almost any of counties of western 
Florida, including the one mentioned 
in the circular, for the price these 
people ask for , 10 s^ e s .” “The 
whole ‘unit* system, whether it is pe­
cans, peaches, figs, cane, peanuts, 
hogs, or what not, is simply a means 
of selling land at three to five times 
what it is worth to ignorant or un­
wary small investors.” “To pay $2,- 
500 for this 10 acres of land would 
stamp you as s ‘sucker’ of the rankest 
class.” “All this is without reflect­
ing in any way on Florida, for it is a 
good tate and lands are comparative­
ly cheap there.”
